Gen. Revenue 
Sharing Bill to 
Help County 

(May 1, 1972) — Lone Star 
Gas Company today asked

Approval of the company's 
application would increase 
the average monthly resident-
ial gas bill by approximately 
40 cents.

Governor Preston Smith re-
leased the following statement 
today concerning the Gen-
eral Revenue-Sharing Bill 
which was approved by the 
House Ways and Means Com-
mittee. 

"Based on information we 
have received from the House 
Ways and Means Committee, 
the revenue-sharing bill ap-
proved by the Committee ear-
lier this week will provide a 
total of $202 million during 
the first year to cities and 
counties of Texas. Allocation 
of funds will be retroactive 
to January 1, 1972. 

"We have worked closely 
with the Committee and Chair 
man Wilbur Mills to provide 
all assistance which would 
be helpful to the Committee 
in their deliberations. As a 
result of this close communi-
cation, we are now receiving 
detailed information as to 
specific allocations to the 
various counties of the State. 

"Initial estimates indicate 
that a total of $234,283 will 
be allocated to all govern-
mental units in Eastland 
County. Of that amount, the 
county government will re-
ceive $136,263, the city of Cis-
co will receive $32,325, the 
city of Eastland will receive 
$21,072( the city of Ranger 
will receive $25,619. 

"The balance will be dis-
tributed to other cities and 
towns within the county. 

"It would appear from these 
early estimates that the bill, 
if finally enatced, will pro-
vide substantial fiscal relief 
to the hard-pressed cities and 
counties of Texas. At the 
same time it will afford a 
real pportunity to improve 
and expand on those services 
which the people feel are most 
critically needed. 

"I have strongly advocated 
approval of these funds to our 
cities and counties and I will 
continue to support these pro-
visions until final Congress-
ional approval is received."
