Unsolicited pornographic advertising is flooding the mails throughout 
Texas. Since 1964, the number of complaints to the Post Office about this 
mail has almost doubled. As a result, there have been a number of propos-
als in Congress to limit these unwanted mailings. Texas Congressman George 
Bush has proposed anti-pornography legislation which would place strong 
restrictions on mailers of smut materials. Under this legislation, families 
could request that no obscene materials be sent to them before—not after— 

they receive it. A bill identical in concept to the bush proposal was recent-
ly passed by the House of Representatives. Under existing statute, the most 
effective way of preventing obscene mail from coming to your house is to 
fill out the above form and give it to your postmaster along with the ad-
vertisement and its envelope. Write the words "Request for Prohibitory 
Order" on the face of the envelope. If the mailings persist, notify your post-
master and the matter will be turned over to the Justice Department. 

PURPOSE OF LAW 
American families are shocked on occa-

sion by advertisements which they find 
offensive or believe to be morally harmful to 
their children. While in most cases the ads 
are not legally obscene and are therefore 
mailable, they are clearly unwelcome in 
many homes. This law gives families the 
right to decide they want no more mail from 
a firm sending out what they consider 
pandering advertising, but it does not deny 
others the right to an unrestricted flow of 
material which is mailable. 

With the major share of the so-called 
pandering advertising coming from a small 
number of dealers, many of whom exchange 
mailing lists, it is believed that the patron's 
request will provide substantial relief to 
those who do not want such material. 

HOW THE LAW WORKS 
Families receiving advertising through 

the mail which they believe is pandering 
can ask a postmaster to direct that the 
promoter send no more mail, of any kind, to 
them. The sender is also ordered to remove 
the family's name from any mailing lists he 
owns, controls or rents. If a family moves 
and it wishes to continue the order at the 

new address, it is necessary to furnish the 
new address to  the postmaster who issued 
the order. 

ENFORCING THE LAW 
The Post Office Department and the 

Deportment of Justice are required by the 
law to follow several specific steps in 
carrying out a family's request that it 
receive no more mail from a firm mailing 
what they believe is pandering advertising. 

—When the patron's request is properly 
submitted the Post Office Department sends 
a "prohibitory order" directing the sender 
to refrain from any further mailing of any 
kind to the complaining patron. This 
effective 30 days after sender's receipt of 
the order. 

--The patron must bring any violation of 
the order to the attention of the postmaster 
who issued the order, enclosing all eviden-
tiary matter, such as the second mailing and 
its envelope. 

—If the mailer still fails to respect the 
order, and the Department finds that it is 
being violated, the Postmaster General will 
ask the Attorney General to apply for a 
Federal Court order directing compliance. 
Failure to observe the court's order may be 
punishable by a fine or imprisonment.

HOW YOU CAN CURB 

PANDERING 
ADVERTISEMENTS 
A family receiving a pandering advertise 

ment which it finds offensive has authority 
under a new Federal law I to ask that its 
members receive no more mail of any kind 
from the sender. An advertisement is con-
sidered pandering if it offers to sell material 
which is, in the opinion of the recipient, 
"erotically arousing or sexually provoca-
tive." The  material can be in the form of a 
display, classified, or editorial-style adver-
tisement. 

The individual mail patron is the sole 
judge of whether an advertisement is offen-
sive to him. If you or your family  finds the 
material offered is of a pandering nature, 
complete the statement on the back page 
of this leaflet in asking a postmaster to curb 
the receipt of additional mail from the 
sender. Children under 19 years of age 
residing in your house can be  listed  in the 
request by name and age.

West Texas Fair 
Set For Sept. 14-19 

As the opening of the 8th an-
nual West Texas Fair draws clos-
er, excitement and anticipation 
mounts What do you visualize 
when you think of the Fair - - 
°arrival rides, candy apples, ex-
hibits, hot dogs What of the first 
fairs? What were they like? 

The first fair held in Abilene 
was an exhibit of farm products 
in 1884. Mere were no livestock 
shows, carnival rides or cotton 
candy. It did have its special fea-
ture though. The curiosity of the 
1884 event was a cotton stalk 
with six balls on it. 

A second fair was not held un-
til 1888 when the District Fair 
was in Abilene. It was a three-
day event held in the County 
Courthouse', the old Courthouse 
on Oak and various neighborhood 
stalls around the Exposition Hall. 
Not only were agriculture and 
livestock on, view, but area resi-
dents could examine various 
items of art. 

The fair took ore a new look 
in 1897 when it moved to the' 
outside edge of Abilene. Exhibits 
were housed in two tents, thir-
teen frame buildings innumer-
able stalls for livestock, a grand-
stand and racetrack. 

Each year the fair association 
has scheduled special events dur-
ing the fair. These have ranged

Throughout the years the fairs 
have continued to grow and im-
prove but there is one problem 
that has remained the same. The 
anual visitor known as rain made 
its first appearance' at the 1800 
Fair and has continued to return 
each year. The fair would not 
be complete without a few drops 
each year. 

It is hard to imagine not hav-
ing a West Texas Fair each Sep-
tember, but there are several 
years throughout the history of 
the fair that have been minus 
the event 'because of Jack of 
money and management. Other 
factors have also had a hand in 
closing it down. The fair did not 
open in 1918 or 1941 beaaase of 
World Wars I and II. The West 
Texas Fair was not held from 
1951 to 1955, but it was revived 
in 1056 and moved to a new 
home at, its preset site. Its new 
home, the Taylor County Agricul-
tural and Livestock Canter, con-
slabs of a Wornests Building, Gene 
oral Exhibit Buildings, quarters 
for poultry and small animals, 
sheep, goats, swine, horses and 
cattle, a large arena for show 
and sales and a midway. The 
addition of the multi-million 
dollar Taylor County Coliseum in 
1989 now enables the Fair to 
hold all types of indoor activi-
ties including rodeos.

The doctor stopped his carriage at the An-
ge-lican parsonage in Brighton, England. But 
there was nothing in his medicine kit to help the 
paralyzed sister of the Rev. Henry V. Elliott. He 
was rating to offer his usual word of cheer 
and to leave one of the little leaflets he had 
bought to distribute among his shut-in patients. 

The leaflets were selling all over England, he 
said, and were being translated into many for-
eign languages. And for a good cause, too. 
Someone had written a poem to help finance the 
building of a school for children of poor clergy-
mien. It said so at the top of the  page. . . . 
"Sold for the benefit of St. Margaret's Hall, 
Brighton." Under that, the line, "Him that 
cometh to me I will in no wise cast out" Then 
came the six-verse poem. 

Tears welled in Charlotte Elliott's eyes as she 
read the lines. Her memory went back to the 

Just as  I  em, without one plea, 
But that Thy blood was shed for me, 
And that Thou bidd'st me come to Thee, 

, 	O Lamb of God, I come) I cornet 

Just as I am, though tossed about 
With many a conflict, many a doubt, 
Ftghtings and fears within, without, 

0 Lamb of God, I comet I comet 

In the past few years, almost all of 
our institutions and cherished beliefs 
have becom,n the targets of violent—
and often irrational—attacks. 

Daily we have been confronted with 
actions that seem deliberately 
calculated to be offensive to the 
majority of us. 

Therefore., it was satisfying to come 
across the inspiring and patriotic 
expression of John A. Delizza which 
brings home to us how fortunate we 
are to be living in this country. I want 
to share his letter with all UA 
members living outside the Washing-
ton area, who would not otherwise. 
have the opportunity to see it. 

The letter makes us wonder again 
why the elements who proclaim such 
a desire for a better society do not 
from to have a sufficient love for 
their country to work within the 
framework of our traditions. This 
would give them plenty of opportun-
ity to improve the conditions they 
are opposed to instead of carrying on 
in such a wild and disruptive fashion. 

Many of today's dissenters could 
learn much from the early history of 
the labor movement. During the 
height of the struggle for a better life 
for the working men and women 
against the entrenched opposition of 
vested interests, them, was never a 
thought given to the destruction of 
the very things we were trying to 
make better.

'I Was Shamed' 
SIR: Twenty-six years ago I was in a small town out-

side Salerno, Italy. It was around the end of World War 
II. The town had been completely destroyed, deserted 
by all the inhabitans—smoke, ruins, flame and destruc-
tion were all around us. 

I was a young boy then. My friends and I were look-
ing around far food; we were starving and seared. The 
Germans were all around us. All of a sudden we heard 
the terrible noise of machines—tanks were coming our 
way. We were scared; we embraced each other from 
fear. Who was the enemy? Were they Germans? If they 
were, they would certainly kill us, 

Suddenly, in all these clouds of .smoke we saw a flag; 
we saw .a flag standing up straight, full of pride and 
honor. You should have been there; it was the most 
beautiful sight any man could have wished far. The 
tanks were getting closer; we didn't know what to do.  
We kept looking at that flag, looking, Looking; and all 
of a sudden a smile was coming back to our face, first 
slowly and then bigger, bigger and deeper. It was the 
American flag, the American flag; and we cried and 
screamed with joy in our heart. The fear was gone, 
there were no more soldiers to kill us. 

"It's the American flag; the Americans, the Amen-
, cans are here," we cried. "We are free; freedom is here 
at last" And we ran down the hills, we ran to 011r 
mothers hiding in the hills, in caves, even in wells. We 
ran with the scene of that beautiful flag we had just 
seen in these clouds in our eyes .. . The Americans, the 
Americans are 'tree. Boy! What a joy it was; what a 
sight to remember. 

We cried; we cried in our mothers' arms with joy; and 
I remember saying to my mother: "We are not going 
to be killed any more, mother, the Americans are here." 

How I have learned to love that flag ever since. How 
beautiful, it was to see the sight of those American 
soldiers coming to our town to bring us justice, liberty, 
peace. How we learned to love those soldiers standing 
there outside of their tanks, beside the American flag. 
What men they were; what heroes. 

Now, after twenty-six years, I am living in America. 
I have lived here for 24 years and have been a citizen 
for 20 years. I have learned to love and respect that 
flag more and more; and, today, I feel just as strong 
abou it as when I first saw that flag on the hills of Sa-
lerno. But the other day, when I saw on television, in 
the Capital of this great nation, a young American burn-
ing the American flag in the Middle of Dupont Circle 
and waving the Communist flag straight up in the air, 
I could not feel anything but Matta. I was shamed, 
broken-hearted. Then tears came down to my face. 
"Man," I said, "you are not an American. Your father 
couldnot Abe the same soldier that gave me life, freedom 
and justice on these far hills of Salerno. You are not an 
American. You don't really know what freedom means. 
If you believe so deeply that your country is wrong 
and the enemy is right, then go there. Go to China, to 
Russia, wherever you think that you want to be. I will 
pay your one-way ticket. 

"I am sure that down deep there are many Americans 
that would be mare than willing to help you and other 
people like you with a one-way ticket out of this coun-
try; but don't come running back home to us because 
you didn't find running water." 

To burn the American flag is treason. Ignoring the 
act is worse.
