community. 

Saturday, April 5, 1975, is 
the election day for the Board 
of Directors. Four of the seats 
are up for election. Everyone 
is urged to let your elective 
voice be heard by voting for 
the four candidates you want 
to serve on the board for the 
next two years. The polls are 
located in the High School in 
conjunction with the School 
Trustee election. Be sure to 
take the time Saturday to go 
to the high school and vote for 
the Hospital Board of Directors 
and the School Trustees. 
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dillies of the clinic are also 
owned by the district which 
leases the facilities to Dr.

The hospital collects 
a fee from Dr. Pino each 
month for his lease on the fa-
cilities and for services sup-
plied to the clinic by the lab-
oratory and x-ray department 
of the hospital.

ITEMS OF 
INTEREST 

I am looking at a picture of 
a proud, handsome, 18-year-
old American. This distinguish 
ed your1g man has just been 
named "Mr. FTA Finalist" at 
the Texas Future Teachers of 
America Convention. 

The flawless appearance and 
modern dress of this young 
man would be a credit to any 
organization. 
This is the type of young man 

that giant corporations and 
great universities seek out and 
offer scholarships and unlim-
ited education opportunities. 

But would you believe? If 
this young man, with his tro-
phy still in hand, applied for 
entrance into Gorman High 
School, he would be rejected. 

He would be rejected if there 
was any fair comparison made 
between him and the boys who 
were walking the streets of 
Gorman recently with a pe-
tition in their hands. These 
boys and their parents are 
trying, in a mature, democrat-
ic way, to get others to see 
and understand their situation. 

The boy in the picture, look-
ing the way he did, could have 
come out of a school room at 
De Leon, Dublin, Comanche, 
Carbon, or Eastland — but he 
could not have come from Gor-
man, because his hair covered 
the top half of his ears. 

I'd like to make a point a-
bout the dress code here in 
Gorman. There are two dis-
tinct groups of children as far 
as style, fashion, or fad goes. 
There s the conventional group 
and the modern group. 

This hair code has little 
effect on the conventional type, 
as they wear their hair short 
anyway. But this code is a 
frustration to the modern-type 
boy. It eliminates his freedom 
of choice. 

About 45 percent of the boys 
in our high school prefer the 
more modern look, and they 
strive to maintain that identity 
as well as they can within the 
narrow confines of the limits 
demanded. 

Now 45 percent is a minor-
ity, and I've heard people 
say, "We go by the majority", 
but that should not be true in 
relation to personal appear-
ance in school as long as stand-
ards of decency and cleanli-
ness are observed. 

A school is a public thing. 
We all pay our school taxes, 
and in turn we expect fair and 
reasonable treatment for all 
our children. 

In most schools in the United 
States, the conventional group 
is the minority, and in no case 
have I heard of them being 
forced to make their hair grow 
longer. 

I don't expect this code to 
be changed at Gorman in the 
near future. But the more im-
portant change which must be 
made is a change in the atti-
tudes in the hearts and minds 
of people, to make them will-
ing to accept all children. 

If this were to happen, I 
think you'd find as much re-
spect and loyalty from one 
group as you would the other. 

There are some people run-
ning in this Saturday's School 
Board Election who have had 
the courage to publicly state 
that they know inequities exist, 
and that they are willing to 
help. 

I feel that if the good peo-
ple of Gorman search their 
consciences and vote accord-
ingly, the right people will be 
elected and this veil of misun-
derstanding will gradually di-
minish. 

Then perhaps our school can 
become a more pleasant place, 
where the boys and girls can 
work together for a tomorrow 
that I surely hope will be bet-
ter than it will be if things 
like this don't change.
