It took thousands of years for soldiers 
to switch from using the horse during 
wartime to the airplane. Jim Jamison did 
it in 18 months. 

At the onset of World War II, Jamison 
found himself horseback, commanding a 
U.S. Army Cavalry unit patrolling the 
U.S.-Mexico boriWr. 

"Eighteen months from the time I got 
off my horse, I was flying a bombing 
mission over Romania,-  Jamison_ 
recalls. 

"I always wanted to fly," the present 
owner of Jamison Motor Company said. 
He got his wisti—by logging 32 missions 
at the controls of a B-24 "Liberator" 
bomber, 	' 

.Like so many others who served in 
war, Jamison's pre-war and wartime 
duties differed greatly. 

A 1939 Texas A&M graduate, Jamison 
came to Seguin that year to open the 
vocational education department at 
Seguin High School. 

During that time, Jamison held a 
reserve commission in the Army and 
commanded a National Guard Cavalry  

unit in Seguin. Comprised entirely of 
local members, the troop numbered 
about 100. 

Once the war began, he was trans-
ferred to Fort Ringo (about 90 miles 
south of Laredo) to head the cavalry unit 
with the intent of controlling traffic along 
the border—"A security measure." 

The army eventually disbanded the 
cavalry. "I don't think they were ever 
used," Jamison reflects. But by the time 
the cavalry was broken up, Jamison was 
jockeying the newest form of warfare. 

Jamison doesn't like to talk much 
about hit combat experiences. Rather, 
he directs the conversation to places like 
Brazil, North Africa and Italy. 

"Most of us," in the bomber group, 
Jamison says, "had never been out of the 
U.S. It was a brand new experience." 

Although the places were a prelude to 
his missions, Jamison reflects on eating 
fruit in Brazil, crossing the dunes of the 
Sahara Desert and "freezing" in 
Marrakesh. 

Jamison, with the rank of major, 
eventually flew missions out of Italy. 

He's impressed with the careful coor-
dination of U.S. Army Air Corps (now the  

U.S. Air Force) operations and the 
precision planning that went into the 
various missions. 

One of the key missions Jamison flew 
was the bombing of oil refineries. 
desperately needed to fuel the German 
war machine, in southern Europe. 

The refineries weren't easy targets, 
Jamison points out. noting the facilities 
often were buried in 	subterranean 
concrete compartments 

"They seemed to a lways know we were 
coming, Jamison said, suggesting the 
Germans may have had a proficient spy 
system When the U.S. bombers came, he 
added, there always were smoke screens 
to disguise the refinery sites. Didn't 
matter though, since the bombers used 
radar. 

Ironically, Jamison later met the 
petroleum engineer, an in-law, who 
rebuilt the refineries after the war, that 
Jamison helped destroy. 

Of all those missions, Jamison never 
was-downed ur even lost an engine. 

"Lots of holes. but no one was ever 
injured," he said. 

When the war ended, Jamison helped

As we were growing up 
my parents saw to it that 
we were well trained in the 
basic fundamentals of 
Christianity. Mother used to 
read to Rex and me from 
the Bible long before we 
could read for ourselves and 
she even had us to learn the 
names of the books of the 
Bible in order by heart. Rex 
can still recite all books 
of both the old and New 
Testament without a bobble. 

Dad also taught from the 
very earlist that one of the 
most precious things a man 
could have was a good 
name. I took a lifetime to 
build a good name. he said, 
but one could be destroyed 
in an instant. 

I can well remember Dad 
tilling from time to time 

about the old fundamentals. 
Always pay your debts and 
be sure to remember than 
any time you signed a note 
for another that you were 
just as liable for the pay-
ment of that note as the 
individual who actually re-
ceived the money. Dad ex-
plained that the lender in 
this instance was making 
the loan on the credit of 
another and he could look 
for payment to the one who 
guaranteed payment. 

As Dad taught us about 
honesty and virtue he also 
talked about responsibility 
and doing a good job at 
whatever we attempted to 
do. 

Dad was strong believer 
in using the best tools 
possible and said that a 
good workman always kept 
his tools in good repair. 
Sometimes it became ne-
cessary, he said, for us to 
spend money for a good tool 
although it might , it might 
be used for the good of an 
employer. He said a good 
bookkeeper could do a bet-
ter job with a good fountain 
pen that he could with a 
cheap pen. In that case it 
was to the employe's benefit 
to buy a good fountain pen 
for himself, he said. 

In actual life, I noticed 
that one of the best typists I 
ever saw, a man who could 
beat out about 100 words 
per minute on a manual 
typewl iter always furnished 
his own typewriter no mat-
ter where he worked or for 
whom he worked. 

I think it is a fact, that 
most good court reporters 
use their own typewriters 
and use them for courtroom 
work. With this in mind I 
have never been adverse to 
equip my self and my office 
with the best of tools. 

There were some things 
that the district clerks off-
ice of this county needed 
when I took over as the 

strcit clerk. I therefore 
used one of my own person- 

typewriters in that office. 
Smith Carona, a Victor 10 

key adding machine and the 
most overworked machine 
of them all, a copying ma-
chine. 

The count's copying ma-
chine furnished to the dis-
tricts clerks office is a wet-
water copier that takes 
minutes to dry, and thus is 
very slow. I saw the need 
for a fast dry copy machine 
when I took office. But I 
didn't sit around a beoman 
the fact that the commis-
sioner's court didn't see fit 
to do something about the 
copy maching. 

I bought a 3M 209 Auto-
matic copied and paid for it 
out of my own pocket, but is 
is my machine not the 
county's. I have also spent 
over $800 in my own money 
for paper for that machine 
before the county starting 
paying for it, but that is just 
prt of the game of doing 
the best job with the best 
tools available. 
• The using of an instant 
copy machine has made an-
other advancement in the 
modernization of the office. 
Before I took office the 
minutes had been typed into 
the minute books of the 
court. This is a costly pro-
cess and all copy work on a 
typewriter has to be proof-
read to check any error's 
that might have been made 
in copying. 

A copy machine, however, 
eliminates the need 	for 
proofreading and frees a 
worker to do something 
else more important.
