In another attempt to in-
crease the already imposing 
power of the Department of 
Health. Education and Wel-
fare and to bring this coun-
try one step closer to social-
ized medicine. HEW issued 
on September 23 their pro-
posed National Health Plan 
ning Guidelines. If imple-
mented in their present 
form.theseguidelines 
would work a grievous in-
justice on small rural com-
munities in Texas. They 
would force many hospitals 
to close, force an exodus of 
physicians from areas al-
ready deficient in quality 
medical personnel, contrib-
ute to rising medical costs 
and needlessly jeopard i z e 
health care Texans should 
be able to expect.

drained by branches and 
draws that empty into Sabanna 
Creek. A heavy growth of 
native pecan is found in the 
creek bottom. This part of the 
county was settled by early 
pioneers who raised cotton, 
grains, and cattle. 

Today most of the _farms 
have been turned  back to 
pasture land. The encroaching 
mesquite has brought about an 
extensive clearing program on 
much of the infested grazing 
land. But the battle to keep 
mesquite under control is un-
ending. 

In driving down the country 
lanes we saw very few 
occupied homes in what was 
once a busy, thickly populated 
community. 

Old farm houses stand aban-
doned as more and more 
acreage is required to make a 
living in today's economy. 
Many of these houses are 

faced with the native sand 
ntone of the area, a once 
popular custom to insulate the 
frame houses against the heat 
of summer and the chill of 
winter winds. 

The old stone cistern and 
growth of evergreen by a 
forgotton dooryard are the 
only landmarks that remain on 
many abandoned home sites. 

A faint rise in the elevation 
is the only clue as to the 
location of the old general 
store and cotton gin owned 
and operated by Joe King 
many years ago. 

From old records we find 
that a trustee election of April 
18, 1902 named Harry Maupen 
as the incoming school board 
member.

INDIAN MOUNTAIN 
COMMUNITY 

By Jewell Dukes Huddleston 
Some 26 miles from the 

County Seat lies this com-
munity in the extreme North-
west corner of the county. 

It is named for a low-lying 
mountain in the area that was 
the scene of one of the last 
Indian raids that took place in 
the early 1870's. 

A descendant of one of the 
natives, the Widow Pinkney 

Penelope Thannisch, tells of 
the incident. 

"Good neighbors came at 
dusk to warn of marauding 
Indians and to drive her 
livestock to safety.lliani  Mrs. 
Thannisch took her small 

William children. 	 and 
Theodocia, to the Tom Marsh 
and spent the night. The next 
morning the settlers of the 
community, who had not drove 
their livestock up and penned 
them, were counting their 
losses. The horses belonging 
to Tom March, Dick Williams 
and the Widow Thannisch 
were used by vigilantes to 
track the stolen livestock. The 
trail led to Shackelford County 
near Albany where 'he Indians 
were surprised 	while pre- 
paring a meal. The settlers 
found meat broiling over a 
campfire but no Indians were 
to be seen. The livestock was 
recovered without mishap and 
returned to Comanche County 
and the rightful owners." 

Farming and livestock 
raising was underway here 
more than 100 years ago. The 
coil changes abruptly from 
deep sand to red clay, tight 
black land. and caliche shelf 
rock.

Ava and Ewell there were 

Doyle, Era, Ira, Lela Dell, G. 
W. and Norman. 

A son B.N. Poynor 
died at the age 
of 17, burial was 
at Oakland Care - 
tary. 
Ava attended her first 

school at Indian Mountain in 

1906-07. This was a small 

two-teacher school, but after 

the consolidation with BIM-

ville, a new school was hailt 

and another teacher added. 

The Poynors raised cotton.as 

the chief money crop. They 

also raised the wheat for their 
flour as grist mills were still in 

operation in the county at this 

time. Ava recalled a Professor 

La Roque's music school that 

was held at the school house in 

he summer months. Her 

mother attended the school 

and took piano lessons despite 

the demands of a busy family. 

Professor La Roque also 

taught violin. 

Singing schools was another 

pleasant memory brought to 

mind. The Poynor men were 

typical Texans and all were 

"born to the saddle", an 

attribute that remains true 

today. 
Horsemen naturally turn to 

the events that challenge their 

skill, and Ava recalled, the 

death of an uncle, Brackie 

Poynor, who was killed in a 
roping accident in Comanche. 

He is buried in Oakwood 

Cemetery. 
Her parents are buried at 

Oakland Cemetery near Indian 

Mountain. Today, some 75 
years later, the Poynor home-

stead still remains under the 
Poynor name with Norman as 
the present owner. Doyle also 

owns extensive properties in 
the Indian Mountain area. 

Hence, some move away and 
are forgotten, but some of the 
old families remain and a part 

of today's county history.
