The Department of Agricul-
ture has released a written 
analysis comparng the results 
that would be achieved by the 
two Bills that have been pro-
posed to revise the present 
peanut price support legisla-
tion.

The other Bill 
is proposed by the Virginia-
Carolina peanut growers and 
shellers, t h e Southwestern 
shellers, and the manufactur-
ers of peanut products. Neith-
er Bill has actually been in-
troduced for consideration by 
Congress, but it is anticipated 
that both Bills will be intro-
duced in the near future and 
that Hearings on the two Bills 
will be held by the Agriculture 
Committee of the House of 
Representatives. 

Both Bills would become 
effective with the 1976 crop. 

Both Bills provide for each 
peanut producer to have an 
allowable quota production 
(stated in terms of tons of 
farmers stock peanuts) that 
would be a specified percent-
age of the 1975 farm acreage 
allotment multiplied by the 
average of the three highest 
annual yields during the last 
five years reduced by 4 per-
cent. Some reduction would 
occur in 1976 and an addition-
al reduction would occur in

The basic difference between 
the two Bills is the amount 
of reduction to growers in 
each of the three peanut pro-
ducing areas (Southwest area, 
Southeast area, and Virginia-
Carolina area). The basic phi-
losophy of the Bill produced 
by the Southeastern-Southwest 
ern peanut growers and the 
Southeastern shellers is that 
the same percentage reduction 
should be taken by all grow-
ers in all producing areas. 
The philosophy of the Bill pro-
posed by the Virginia-Carolina 
growers and shellers, the 
Southwestern shellers, and the 
manufacturers is that the re-
duction should be taken by the 
growers in each area based on 
the surplus that the area has 
been producing and that has 
been resulting in losses to the 
Government. This recognizes 
that the reason it appears 
necessary to change the pres-
ent legislaton is because of 
the surpluses that have result-
ed in losses to the Government 
on the present peanut price 
support program. The largest 
surpluses and losses have 
been in the Southeast area, the
