for types in short supply -
namely Spanish and Virginia, 
would be an effective method 
to begin the process of bal-
ancing area and type supplies 
and, of course, would provide 
growers in the Southwest a 
more realistic choice in de-
termining whether to grow 
Spanish or Runners. 

Dr. Reagan's article did 
not get at the gut issue of the 
whole matter of peanut pro-
gram modification which is 
the passage of A bill in order! 
to salvage an acceptable pro- 
gram. The choice is not as it 
was made to appear whether, 
growers should support a bill 
calling for a quota reduction 
of 10 percent or 24 percent. 
Finally, Dr. Reagan failed to 
point out that shellers and 
manufacturers have loudly 
protested for years any reduc-
tion of acreage as a means of 
dealing with program cost. 
There was no objection in 1974 
from shellers when the Na- 
tional Peanut Growers Group 
was considering a plan that 
would not have reduced acre- 1 
age but would have dealt with 
program cost through grower 
assessments, In fact, as re-
cently as Monday of this week 
in a meeting in Washington,' 
D. C. on 1976 peanut price 
support differentials, Dr. Rea-
gan stated if changes were to 
be made by USDA in the 1976 
support prices by types that 
the support level of those 
types produced in the South-
west should be lowered and 
support for types grown in the 
Southeast should be increas-
ed. This statement is a clear 
expression of Dr. Reagan's 
allegiance to peanut shellers. 1 

As persuasive and as ob-
jective as the shellers' reas- I 
oning appeared to be in Rea-
gan's article, his emphasis in 
maintaining the maximum al-
lotment acreage possible is 
not welfare of growers but 
rather to insure that the shell-
er will not need to reduce his 
volume. It is ironical that 1 
growers have put forward a I 
plan to reduce program cost 
and are willing to "bite the 
bullet" to implement the plan, 
but processor interests con-
tinue to block the way.

Southwestern Peanut 
Growers' Association 

Dr. Sydney Reagan, attor-
ney for the Southwestern Pea-
nut Shellers Association ex-
plained in his article publish-
ed in this newspaper last week 
how peanut growers in Texas 
and Oklahoma would be well 
advised to support the bill 
sponsored by two sheller asso-
ciations, peanut product man-
ufacturers and peanut growers 
in Virginia and North Caro-
lina. By sheer numbers alone 
the bill Dr. Reagan promotes 
would be termed a processor 
bill. This fact becomes more 
apparent when you recognize 
that both the Virginia-Carolina 
sheller group and the South-
western sheller group have a 
significant representation of 
major Virginia based shellers 
and manufacturers organiza-
tions. Pressure from process-
or interest in Virginia and 
North Carolina reportedly was 
responsible for the withdrawal 
of Virginia-Carolina grower 
support for the bill prepared 
by the National Peanut Grow-
ers Group - Dr. Reagan refers 
to that as the bill sponsored 
by Southeastern-Southwestern 
peanut growers and the south-
eastern shellers. 

Dr. Reagan emphasized at 
great length that under the 
processor bill Southwest grow-
ers would be required to re-
duce allotment acreage a 
total of about 10 percent over 
a two year period compared 
to about 24 percent over the 
sam period in the Southeast-
Souhwest bill. Dr. Reagan 
failed to observe that area 
growers have said for years 
that the least objectionable 
way to cut program cost is 
to reduce acreage. He neglect-
ed also to point out that the 
same USDA analysis from 
which he secured his statistics 
reflected that under the pro-
cessor bill growers in Virgin-
ia and Carolina would take 
only 3.4 percent reduction in 
alloted acreage. He also fail-
ed to point out that growers 
in Georgia and Alabama 
would experience an acreage 
reduction of 42.6 percent over 
the two year period. 

It should be mentioned that 
there will be no bill to modify 
the peanut program and pre-
vent the serious possibility of 
losing the program unless the 
bill makes it through the 
House Agriculture Subcom-
mittee For Oilseeds and Rice 
chared by a Georgia Congress 
man. Likewise, the bill must 
pass the Senate Agriculture 
Committee chaired by a Geor-
gia Senator.
