They . With One Accord 

In One Place 
"And when the day of Pen-

tecost was fully come, they 
were all with one accord in 
one place." - Acts 2:1. 

With this statement, Luke 
described the situation at Je-
rusalem just prior to the com-
ing of the Holy Spirit of Pen-
tecost. Peter explained that 
the Holy Spirit's arrival was, 
"that which was spoken by 
the prophet, Joe; and it shall 
come to pass . . . I will pour 
our of my Spirit upon all 
flesh" (Acts 2:17). 

Today, many people are 
confused over who was baptiz-
ed with the Holy Spirit on 
Pentecost. There are four 
scriptural proofs which ex-
plain clearly that only the 
apostles were baptized with 
the Spirit in Acts 2:1-4: 

1. Only the apostles receiv-
ed the "promise of the Fath-
er" that, "ye shall be bap-
tized with the Holy Ghost not 
many days hence" (Acts 1:
