God
loves people because he's God,
not because people earn it or
deserve it. We are to love
people because they are peo-
ple, not because they deserve
it. But I ask, is this the type
of love parents rase their chil-
dren on?

Sadly, I think not. Most of
us have been raised on ‘“‘con-
ditional” love. You felt loved
“if you are quiet . . . if you
eat dinner . . . of you act like
your brother or sister . . .
ete.” The point is _always
clear; there is a “price of ad-
mission” for love, and  you
have got to pay it. Your worth
iz not in yourself, but in
something else, in your  ap-
pearance, your grades, your
athletic ability, in heing and
doing what is expected of you.
Most parents raise their chil-
dren in this manner,.and a
child who has been taught his
lessons by having loye turned
on and off evenbually = con-
cludes that his sole worth and
goodness lie in his, ability to
fulfill the needs of others.

The usual demands of con-
ditional, parental love are:
conformity, cooperation, being
like somebody, being a suc-

cess, working hard, makingl

one’s parents proud, glorifying
the family name, etc. Under
these ‘“‘conditions’” a person
cannot help but fail, and then
in failure be deprived of love.
This then leads to self-hatred,
and this self-hatred is the be-
ginning of a sad and. self-de-
structive life.

Parents, I beg of you, sit
down with your kids, ne mat-
ter how old or young, and tell
them that.you love them no
matter what they do or be-
come, and then practice that
‘“unconditional” love. If not,
I'm afraid many parents will
lose their kids, because their
deepest need, that of feeing
important and accepted 'has
