In my first meeting with the City Commission after 

taking this solemn oath of office, I told the City Com-

mission that the C:ty of Gorman was no different from 

any other business, it had to be operated on a business 

like manner, and even though a City was not necessarily 

desigred to make a profi,t it had to be operated in a 

busiress like manner, and if it should, so to speak, make 

a nrofit, the profit should be refunded back to you Cit- 

- izens in the form of a Tax Reduction. After all, you, the 

Citizens of Gorman, OWN this little City.

4. Also, in the last 4 years we have improved, paved, 

and sealcoated several blocks of our City Streets. We 

have spent several thousand dollars on repairing, and 

replacing Sewer Lines as well as Water lines. There is 

so many things that we, your City Commission, have 

accomplished during the last 4 years, that we do not 

have space here to tell you. But is a public record. We 

have also purchased a New Basic Fire Truck as well 

as a New Police Car.
