Each member whose names
appear on this document, (in-
itial members) Wesley Spivey,
Oda Monroe, Dale Curb, Ken-
neth Lewis and Tommy
Broom will serve for a term
of two years. Term of office
being from March, 1976 thru
March, 1978. -

Two new members shall be
elected in March of 1978, two':
new members in March of |
1979 and one new member will
be elected in March of 1980.

An open meeting of the com-
munity will be held in March
of 1978 and each year there-
after for the purpose of elect-
ing new members to the com-
mission. Those wishing to file
as a candidate for a vacancy
on the commission should file
with the commission during
the first two weeks of March.
These names will be entered
by the commision on a printed
ballot to be voted on at the|
open meeting of the commun- |
ity which will be held thel
third Thursday in March, 1978
and each year thereafter. !
Those present at the meeting
will be allowed to vote for the
person and/or persons he de-
sires elected to fill the vac-
ancy on the commission. No
write-in vote shall be counted.
The candidate(s) receiving
the greatest number of votes
wi‘ll ‘be elected to the com-
mission.

As It Looks;
From Here

WASHINGTON, D. C. — AS
A RESULT OF CEREMON-
IES HELD IN THE U. S. Cap-
itol last week and in London
the week before, we now have
a gold-embossed copy of the
Magna Carta for display as
port of our Bicentennial. The
original will be brought by
Queen Elizabeth to this coun-
try in July.

THE MAGNA CARTA,
SEALED BY KING JOHN AT
RUNNYMEDE in 1215, and
our own Declaration of Inde-
pendence have some threads
in common. Both documents,
separated by half a millen-
nium, were essential steps to
limit political power by iaw.
Running through both great
documents is the fundamental
idea that those who exercise
power are accountable for the
manner and quality of Govern
ment to those who are sub-
ject to it; that rules must pre-
exist and are not to be made
up on whim as some contest
of strength arises.

OUR OWN DECLARATION
OF INDEPENDENCE HAS A
TURBULENT history. Not
only was it in controversy
during its formution but the
document itself has had many
physical ventures during its
200 years.

CONTRARY TO LEGEND,
THE DECLARATION WAS

but, rather, on August 2 of
that year. Not all members of
the Continental Congress were
present to sign, when after a
month scribe Matlack had
completed the document in
large fanciful script. In the
following days, the document
was unrolled, signed, and roll-
ed again as Members showed
up. Due to the movements of
the British, the Congress ad-
journed to Baltimore, back to
Philadelphia, then to Lancas-
ter, Pennsylvania, and next
to Princeton, Annapolis, Tren-
ton, New York City, and fin-
ally back to Philadelphia,
with the document taken a-
long. History indicates it was
stuffed into a barrel and push-
ed along in a cart in all kinds
of weather.

IN 1800, THE GOVERN-
MENT MOVED TO WASH-
INGTON AND THE parch-
ment was stored in different
buildings until Secretary of
State Monroe, in 1814, had it
moved to a barn in Leesburg,
Virginia, to hide it from Brit-
ish invaders.

WHEN IT WAS RETURN-
ED TO WASHINGTON, IT
WAS IN A decrepit condition
and John Quincy Adams de-
cided the Declaration should
be printed for posterity. Print-
er W. J. Stone took what was
 known as a wet-pressing from
'the original, damaging it to
an extent from which it has
never recovered.

AFTER THE PRINT WAS
MADE, IT WAS DECIDED
THAT the parchment was be-
yond restoration and should
be kept under cover.
| AT THAT TIME, THE DE-
PARTMENT OF STATE WAS
PLACED in charge of it and
placed it in a dark vault.
Scholars and researchers
were always wanting to see
'the original and, armed with
letters from their Congress-
men, insisted on having it

The
Scriptures Speak

So Great Salvation . . .
« . . Spoken . . . Confirmed

“How shall we escape, if we
neglnect so great salvation;
which at the first began to be
spoken by the Lord, and was
confirmed unto us by them
that heard him” — Heb. 2:3.

The obvious answer to the
writer’s question is: There is
no escape for those who ‘‘ne-
glect so great salvation.” The
greatness of salvation is re-
alized in the expressions,
“spoken by the Lord . . . con-
firmed unto us.” The witness-
es* by which God's was con-
firmed were ‘‘signs . . . won-

ders . . . divers miracles . . .
gifts of the Holy Spirit”’ (Heb.
2:4). .

it is extremely important
that we understand that such
cofirmation has already been
accomplished. The expression
“was confirmed”’  expresses
an action already completed.
Tn the New American Stand-
=rd Version this verse is
translated, “After it (the
great salvation) was spoken
. . . it was confirmed.”

What does this truth reveal
concerning the “&gns =L
wonders and . . . divers mir-
acles” that were used as wit-
nesses? It reveals that once
the word of God ‘“‘was con-
firmed,” these ‘‘signs
wonders . . . divers miracles”
would cease to exist. They
have fulfilled their designed
purpose. Paul declared, “But
when that which is perfect is
come, then that which is in
part shall be done away’’ (II
Cor. 13:10). In another pass-
age he stated that God '‘gave
gifts unto men . . . Till we all
come in the unity of the faith,
and of the knowledge of the
Son of God, unto a perfect
man, unto the measure of the
stature of the fulness of
(Christ”’ (Eph. 4:8,13). Even at
tthe time that such gifts were
given, Paul’s words indicate
that they would be temporary
- that they would last only,
“Till we all come in the unity
of the faith.”

"The very fact that we have
in our possession God’s com-
plete (II Tim. 3:17) and final
(Jude 3) revelation is proof
enough that “signs . . . won-
ders, divers miracles . . .
gifts of the Holy Spirit"” have
ceased to exist. Whatever else
may be said concerning pres-
ent day claims of special gifts
of the Holy Spirit, the ability
to speak in tongues, and the
power to heal people miracu-
Tously, it cannot be said that
such claims rest upon the
authority of the Scriptures.
