The
move by Peyser came during
consideration of th 1977 Agri-
culture Appropriations Bill by
the House of Representatives.

Rep. Peyser, an avowed foe
of th peanut program, is using
his anti-peanut program cam-
paign as a major issue in his
attempt to gain the Republi-
can nomination for the U. S.
Senate in New York. In 1974
Peyser introduced an amend-
ment to the Agriculture Ap-
propriations Bill to withhold
funding for the peanut pro-
gram and due to circumstanc-
es prevailing at that time
narrowly missed his chance
at success. His second effort
in 1975 to eliminate peanut
funding was thwarted by pea-
nut interests who planned ef-
fective counter strategy well
in advance of Peyser’s effort.

Congressional sources say
his lack of success this year
stemmed mainly from the
fact that the peanut industry
acted in good faith by coming
togetker with USDN on a
corapromise peanut bill, H.R.
12303, introduced in March by
Cengressman Dawson Mathis
(D°Gz) and passzd uneni-
novsiy by hte House ‘Agri
culture Subcommittee  For
0O:s¢eds and Rice on May 5.

In this same vein Oklahoma
Representative Tom Steed in
reporting the outcome of the
vote on the Peyser amend-
ment to Mr. Truman Richard-
son, his chief legislative aide,
stated, “If the peanut people
had not come together on leg-
islation this year, in my opin-
ion we would have lost the
peanut program vote today.”

Wilson reported that repre-
sentatives of the National
Peanut Growers Group spent
two days in Washington prior
to June 16 reminding Congress
men thatt he peanut industry
had worked out a compromise
bill with the administration
whihe is now in the hands of
the House Agriculture Com- .
mittee. Congressmen were
also reminded that a major
portion of peanut program
cost the past two years must
be attributed to the USDA
peanut sales policy initiated in
1974. That policy stlil in effect
eliminates the traditional
method of selling CCC surplus
peanut stocks through com-
petitive: bids.

Wilson stated that passage
of the Agriculture Appropri-
ations Bill without restricting
the use of funds for the 1977
peanut program is a signifi-
cant milestone.

As It Looks

From Here

WASHINGTON, D. C. — —
THIS PAST WEEK THE
CONGRESS RE-ENACTED,
for a period of u little less
than four years, the so-called
Revenue Sharing Act. This
idea of granting Feedral mon-
ey to the States aml Local en-
tities of Government was first
enacted in 1971 and expires
at the end of this year.

THE EXTENDED LAW
CALLS FOR THE DISTRIBU1
TION O FABOUT $6.5 billion
per year to be used rather
freely by local Governments.
An effort was made to require
Municipal and County Govern
ments to ‘“‘restructure’” their
system if, in the option of
I'ederal officials, found to be
“Inefficient”’ in its present
operation. The attitude of the
sponsors of such @ move seem
ed to say, “If you have no
problems, we will help you
get some.”

A CASE OF THIS KIND-
EXISTS IN A SMALL TOWN
only fifty miles from Wash-
ington. The community of
Hillsboro, Virginia, is one of
the oldest incorporated towns
in the Country. It was there
that George Washington, ac-
companying General Brad-
dock, marched through with
an army during the Revolu-
tionary War. More recently,
however, the State of Virginia
and the Feedral Government
hove been trying to get this
small town to change its
wayvs. The town gets its water
‘rom a spring on the side of
the Catoctin Mountains which
flows pure water at the rate
of five gallons per minute. It
is btoughr into the town thru
glass-lined pipes. The spring
is covered by a handsome
little stone building with a tin
roof and is carefully tended.
The unused watr finds its way
into the head waters of the
Potomac where it must be t
stranger in that polluted
stream.

OFFICIALS WHO SEEM-
INGLY ARE SUSPICIOUS of

|water that flows pure out of

the ground require a sample
of that water to be sent in
for testing every two weeks.
The report comes back ‘“‘pure
water” and is posted on a
bulletin board outside of the
post office for all to see.

THIS SEEMINGLY DOES
NOT SATISFY TECHNICIANS
who come along and nag the
water commissioner for a
valve to be placed here and
an unmneeded storage tank to
be installed there. hTey also
tell the town that it must
plan for the future in order
to handle increased popula-
tion. The fact that the popu-
lation of Hillsboro has not
varied significantly jn the past
200 years does not matter.
Thte State hired a planning
firm to make a population
projeclion =< tc what the pon-
ulation might be by 1995. They
wanted them to build a mod-
ern sewer system but the City
Council says that a moderoy
sewer system would mo2an
suburts whick they Adont
want.

IN THE REPORT OF THE
SURVEY, it says, ‘“The town
is very clean and well kept.””
In the body of the report it
|says that the community is
is.cr\'ed by ‘nadequate septic
tanks and malfunctioning
| cesspools an doutdoor privies,
this in spite of its cleanliness.

IF THE PEOPLE OF
HILLSBORO UNDERSTAND
the matter properly, what the
pianners want is to take water
from the Catoctin Creek fed
by the spring, pour chemicals
in it and use this treated wat-
er to supply their needs. The
sewage would then be treated
with more chemicals and
dumped kasck into the creek.
All this could be done at am
estimated cost of $230,000
which amounts to about $2,000
for every man, woman or
child in the town. The aver-
age monthly sewer charge,
advise the planners, would be:
about $18.00 per month, mak-
ing the rate one of the highest
in the area.
