Recruiting Station. 

Applications of Combat  .Wound-
ed Veterans of World War II must 

Navy, Marine Corps, or Coast 
Guard who desire immediate as-
signment to the European Com-
mand must have their enlistment 
accomplished on or before that 
date. 

Combat Wounded enlister men 
will be enlisted in the grade held 
on discharge. Former officers, 
warrant and flight officers will be 
enlisted in the first pay grade. 
These combat wounded may re-
main in the Army until retirement 
service is reached, but in the event 
they elect to return to civil life 
before that time, they are entitled 
to receive the disability they were 
receiving prior to re-enlistment. 

Men desiring assignment to the 
European Command will be en-
listed in grades up to and includ-
ing staff sergeant, depending on 
past training and experience.

Saw City Detective Howerton 
the other day--he has solved some 
big murder mysteries in Ft.

Health Notes 
Austin, Texas—This is the season 
of the year when influenza or "flu" 
is most prevalent, according.to Dr. 
Geo. W. Cox, State Health Officer. 
Colds, grippe, influenza or what-
ever we may call them, are believ-
ed to be spread from person to per-
son through discharges from the,  
nose and throat. To protect your-
self and others from such diseases 
here are some of thg things to re-
member: 

Influenza is highly infectious. 
Practically everybody is suscepti-
ble to it. No matter how many 
times you have had the disease you 
may contract it again. Therefore, 
keep away from people who are 
coughing, sneezing, or who are ac-
tively ill with colds, influenza, or 
pneumonia. Keep away form crow-
ded places. Have your own towel; 
always wash your hands before 
eating; and sneeze or cough into 
your handkerchief. . 

Keep fit by drinking plenty of 
water, eating simple nourishing I 
food, and taking some exercise 
each day out of doors. Dress ac-
cording to the weeather; get plenty 
of sleep in a well-ventilated room; 
and keep the bowels regulated. 

Disastrous results may ensue 
from this disease if influenza cas-
es are allowed to get about too I 
soon. Persons convalsecing from 
this disease are particularly sus-
ceptible to other infections; so, if 
you are just getting over some ill-
ness, return to your normal routine 
of life gradually.

—KOKOMO NEWS— 

The Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi-
neers, Brotherhood of Locomotive Fire-
men and Enginemen and the Switchmen's 
Union of North America, representing 
125,000 railroad employes, have refused 
to accept the offer of the Railroads of a 
wage increase of 1534 cents an hour. 

This is the same increase awarded 
1,000,000 non-operating employee by an 
arbitration board in September, 1947. 

This is the same increase accepted by 
175,000 conductors, trainmen and switch-
men by agreement on November 14, 1947. 

Agreements have been made with 
1,175,000 employes, represented by nine-
teen unions. But these three unions, rep-
resenting only 125,000 men, are trying to' 
get more. They are demanding also many 
new working rules not embraced in the 
settlement with the conductors and train-
men. 

Incidentally, the Switchmen's Union of 
North America represents only about 7% 
or all railroad emtchmen, the other 93% 
being represented by the Brotherhood of 
Railroad Trainmen and severed by the 
settlement with that maim. 

Strike Threat 
The leaders of these throe unions spread a 
strike ballot while negotiations were still 
in progress. This is not a secret vote but is 
taken by union leaders and votes an 
signed by the employee in the presence 
of union representatives. 

When direct negotiations failed, the 
leaders of these three unions refused to 

M
the railroads in  asking  the National 

ediation Board to attempt to settle the 
dispute, but the Board took jurisdiction 
at the request of the carriers and has been 
earnestly attempting Since November 24, 
1947, to bring about a settlement. The 
Board on January 15, 1948, announced 
its inability to reach a mediation settle-
ment. The leaders of the unions rejected 
the request of the Mediation Board to 
arbitrate. The railroads accepted. 

What Now? 
The Unions having refused to arbitrate, 
the Railway Labor Act provides for the 
appointment of a fact-finding board by 
the President. 

The railroads feel it is due shippers, 
passengers, employes, stockholders, and 
the general public to know that through-
out these negotiations and in mediation, 
they have not only exerted every effort to 
reach a fair and reasonable settlement, 
but they have also met every requirement 
of the Railway Labor Act respecting the 
negotiation, mediation, and arbitration of 
abor disputes. 

It seems unthinkable that these threeunions, 
epresenting less than 10 per cent of railroad  

employes, and those among the highest paid, 
can successfully maintain the threat of a par-
alyzing strike against the interest of the en-
tire country—and against 90 per cent of their 
fellow employes. 

The threat of a strike cannot justify grant-
ing more favorable conditions to 125,000 em-
ployes than have already been put in effect 
for 1,175,000, nor will it alter the opposition 
of the railroads to unwarranted wage in-
creases or to changes in working rules which 
are not justified. 

A glance at the box shows what employes 
represented by the Engineers and Firemen 
make. They are among the highest paid in 
the ranks of labor in the United States, if not 
the highest.
