It
can, if you haven't made
some preparations for the
cold weather ahead. !

This accumu-
ation can hamper drafts
while operating the fireplace
and could cause a chimney
fire.

Also, although a raging
fire would appear to in-
crease warmth, more heat is
probably going up the flue
than into the room. High
flames and sparks could set
the chimney on fire by
igniting accumulated resins
coating the lining of the
flue. A medium-sized fire of
hardwood, such as ¢ak,
cherry or maple, is prefer-
able to pine. Also remember
to place a tightly-fiited
screen against the opening
of the fireplace to prevent
sparks from damaging or
igniting rugs and furniture
in the room.

The heating system which
keeps you and your family
warm during the winter
months can pose a danger as
well. The danger is carbon
monoxide poisoning which
can result from improperly
maintained central heating
units, and space and water
heaters.

An odorless, colorless and
tasteless gas, carbon mon-
oxide claims 900 victims in
their homes annually in the
United States. A reported
10,000 each year are ex-
posed to carbon monoxide
levels dangerous enough to
reql‘:i_re medical attention.
