Tax Re-evaluation
Set To Get Underway Laid To Rest

+The re-evaluation of all
taxable property within East-
land County will begin within
the next few days.

The reason behine the
re-evaluation is a new State
Law which requires that all
property within the State be
‘valuedat its fair market value
and placed on the tax rolls at
a 100% assessment ratio by
1982.

In order for the taxing
districts of our county to
comply with this deadline, it
is necessary that work must
begin quickly. By 1982 each
County within our State must
have these values estab-
lished and have set up a
County wide Appraisal Office
whose duty it will be to keep
these values up to the market
level.

This law was passed by the
1979 legislature and leaves
no choice to the counties
within our State that have not
had re-appraisals in many
years, they must re-evaluate
in order to get the fair market
values required.

Although the re-evaluation
is to take place during the
1981 year, none of the new
values will be used for the
1981 tax rolls.

The law requires that all
property owners be notified
of the new value of their
property and given the op-
portunity to meet with a
County-wide Board of Re-
view if they feel their value is
either too high or low.

This Board of Review will
be held in the spring of 1982
and the values that they
certify will show up on the
lax statements received-in
the fall of 1982. This Board of
Review will approve the
values but will not set the tax
rates. The tax rates will still
be set by the governing body
of the individual tax district,
whether it is a school board,
hospital board, city council,
college board, or etc.

The amount of taxes that a
property owner will pay will
still depend upon the rate
that is set by his local board.
The value of much of the
property may increase
several times higher than it
is presently valued, but the
actual tax increase, if any
will be dependent upon the
tax rate set by the local
boards.

The purpose of the Legis-

lature in forcing re-evalu-
ation was to equalize the tax
rolls of the State sc that all
property owners are paying
on the same % of value on
their property.

The re-evaluation of the
property within Eastland
County will be done by the
firm of McMorries and Com-
pany of Hereford, Texas.
They have been in the re-
evaluation business for over
25 years and were employed
by the districts of the county
to begin work as soon as
possible.

The firm has been working
on maps and property re-
cords for the past several
weeks in the tax offices of the
County.

The actual field work is
expected to begin within the
next few days according to
Jim McMorries, owner of the
company. They plan to start
their field work in the Rising
Star area of the county.

Mr. McMorries states that
all of his appraisers are
experienced and will take all
steps necessary in cooper-
ating with the property
owners. Each appraiser will
identify himself to the pro-
perty owner befor attempting
to do any type of evaluation
of the property.

If the property owner feels
that another time will be
better for the appraisal the
company representative will
leave him a card with a
phone number on it so that a
more convenient may be set
up.

If a property owner has
any question concerning the
re-evaluation work to be
done please contact the local
tax office.

This new requirement in
the law will require the help
and cooperation of all of the
citizens of Eastland County if
we are to be able to comply
with the mandated time
schedule of 1982.

As work on the county re-
evaluation continues the
Eastland County Appraisal
District in cooperation with
this paper will make all
attempts to keep the pro-
perty owners of the County
informed as to the progress
of the work.

Again, you as a pr y
owner are urged to
with your local tax office if
you have any questions con-
cerning the re-evaluation.

Senator Glasgow
Sworn in January 13

In the ceremony at the Capitol in Austin on
Tuesday, January 13, 1981, Bob Glasgow of
Stephenville, was sworn in as State Senator from
Senatorial District 22. Over 100 residents of the
District journeyed to Austin for the swearing in
ceremony.

Seantor Glasgow occupies the seat formerly
held by retiring Senator Tom Creighton of
Mineral Wells.

On the opening' day of the Session, Senator
Glasgow was appointed to serve on the Commit-
tee on Economic Development, Committee on
Human Resources, Committee on Jurisprudence
and the Subcommittee on Public Health.

In addition, Senator Glasgow has been named
the Vice Chairman of the Subcommittee on
Criminal Matters. This is a significant position
as several important and controversial bills
have been referred to this Subcommittee that
propose changes in the criminal laws.

One of these measures is sponsored by Senator
Glasgow. He has introduced the ‘‘oral confes-
sion” bill which will allow the introduction of an
oral confession into a criminal case.

“As far as I know, Texas is the only State that
does not allow the introduction of oral confes-
sions, and the Federal government allows in-
troduction of such oral confessions,” stated
Senator Glasgow.

“I have had many good cases where a person
was obviously guilty and had confessed orally his
guilt, but we could not convict him because he
would not sign a written confession,” said
Glasgow.

Senator Glasgow further said that the bill had
built-in safeguards which would help prevent the
abuse and fabrication of oral confessions. Two
people must witness the oral confessions, it must
be reduced to writing within 48 hours and such
written statement must be sworn to the
witnesses before a magistrate within the 48
hours.

The other measures sponsored by the Senator
include a courts bill and a bill that would give
rate relief to private water utility subscribers.

Senator Glasgow’s office is located on the third
floor of the Capitol, room number 321.

BASIC SKILLS TEST
TO BEGIN HERE FEB. 4

Third, fifth, and ninth
grade students from the Gor-
man Independent School Dis-
trict will participate in the
second Texas Assessment of
Basic Skills test program
scheduled to begin February
4, 1981.

The assessment plan, first
of its kind in this state, is
scheduled once each year
under requirements set by
the Texas Legislature during
its 1979 regular session.

The Gorman ISD students
will be among 700,000 ex-
pected to take the reading,
writing composition, and
mathematics tests during the
February 2- 20 statewide
testing period. Each of the
tests will require a maximum
of 40 to 60 minutes to com-
plete.

The Gorman ISD will re-
port its district and campus
aggregate scores to the pub-
lic at a May or June meeting
of the board of trustees, ac-
coring to G. W. Maxfield,
district superintendent.
“*However, individual stu-
dent scores will be reported
only to the student, parents
or guardian, and the school
personnell directly invol-
Maxfield adds.

“This testing program is
designed to help to student
and the school improve
acheivement,"’ Maxfield
points out. ‘‘For this reason,
results will be reported in a
manner that will help every-
one become more effective.”

“*We use the term ‘criter-
ion-referenced” simply  be-
cause it is a short way of
saying the answer to each
question must lead back to a
specific objective,'’ Maxfield
explains.

Ninth grade students who
do not make a satisfactory
“‘exit level’' score my re-take
the test each year they
remain in high school. How-
ever, they will not be re-
quired to take it more than
once. Later attempts to im-
prove scores and evauate any
remedial programs will be
voluntary.

The annual test will be
administered by specially-
trained personnell in each
school district under the
guidelines and supervision of
the Texas Education Agency.

The tests will be adminis-
tered in Gorman as follows:
February 4 and 5 -- Grade 9;
February 10 and 11 - Grade
5; Febiuary 18 and 19 -
Grade 3.
