Alcohol Fuels Stage a Comeback

The use of alcohol fuels in
motor vehicles is as old as
the Model T and as new as
this year's Indianapolis
500-mile auto race.

Henry Ford, for example,
designed the Model T to run
on gasoline, alcohol, or any
mixture in between. And all
cars competing in the 1979
racing classic at “Indy" were
powered by alcohol fuels.

During World War |l the U.S.
operated an ethy| alcohol
(ethanol) plant in Omaha to
produce fuel for the Army,
and gas stations in Kansas,
Nebraska, and lllinois sold
an alcohol-gasoline blend
called "“Agrol.”

Today, “‘gasohol” is rapidly
becoming the universal term
for a blend of 90 percent
gasoline and 10 percent
ethanol. It's currently being

The alcohol that goes into
the gasohol blend may be
distilled from corn waste,
sugar waste, cheese whey,

and numerous other waste

products from the food and
fiber manufacturing
processes. It sells for about
$1.50 a gallon, but
exemptions from Federal
and, in some cases, state
taxes make the pump price
of the gasohol blend about
two or three cents lower
than unleaded premium.
And the alcohol raises the
octane of the gasoline by
about two points.

Through 1985, according to
the U.S. Department of
Energy, the contribution of
alcohol fuels is expected to
be modest nationally—
perhaps enough to reduce
oil imports by as much as
four-tenths of one percent.
There just isn't enough
distillation equipment avail-
able to produce more than
that in the near future. The
President's synthetic fuels
program could overcome
this bottleneck, however,
and greatly increase alcohol
production quickly, DOE
officials believe.

However, the short-term
regional impact is likely to
be much greater. In agricul-
tural states, alcohol fuels
may become significant
sources of local supply. And
the potential beyond 1985
might be quite large—
especially if major-new
production facilities are
developed during the early
1980's.

Ethanol—made from food
and fiber wastes—is the
only alcohol fuel commer-
cially available now, and the
one likely to be available in
quantity before 1985. Meth-
anol (methyl alcohol) also is
useful as a fuel and can be
made from coal. Methanol
could be used in large quan-
tities in the mid-to-late
1980s when plants— if

Methanol contains less
miles-per-gallon energy than
ethanol, but it's cheaper to
produce. The growing
market for gasohol could

NEW COOKBOOK OFFERS BEST RECIPES OF 100 YEARS

“Eventually — Why Not
Now?" was the long-running
advertising slogan launched
by the Washburn Crosby
Company m 1907 for
Gold Medal® Flour. Back
then, it was thought by
most in the milling industry
to be a sheer waste of good
money to advertise flour.
However, as late as the early
1950's, “Eventually — Why
Not Now?'' was still appear-
ing nearly everywhere—
printed advertisements, bill-
boards, company trucks,
train cars and flour bags.

The company today is
General Mills but its Gold
Medal flour is in its 100th
year and has been Amer-
ica's largest selling flour for
decades. In celebrating a
century of baking success,
Gold Medal flour has had a
long history of events all
based on the goal of con-
sumer service.

It was at the first Millers’
International Exhibition in
1880 where Washburn
Crosby Company won the
gold medal award for its
Superlative Flour. The Gold
Medal trademark adopted
that same year reflected the
honor as the best flour
shown at the Exhibition.

In that same year, the
company offered its cus-
tomers a cookbook for the
first time. As the story goes,
a company executive and
his wife had been traveling
on the East Coast and had
bought a large quantity of
Miss Parloa’s New Cook
Book. Washburn Crosby
imprinted its own identifi-
cation on the cookbooks,

A string of popular flour
cookbooks were to follow
until 1925 when they were
replaced by the Gold Medal
Flour Home Service Recipe
Box.

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Killing the Sales Tax Attraction — i o G, e T R |

THERE PROBABLY is no such
thing as a “popular” tax. No one
likes to pay taxes. And most people
would prefer someone else to pay
whatever
taxes are nec-
essary.

But since
taxes are “the »
price we pay L%
for civiliza-
tion," the ap-
proach most
elected offi-

.cials take is to
use the least
obnoxious. -
tax. And in mssmu
Texas, that's the sales tax.

It has been just over a decade
since the Legislature gave the
state's cities the option to levy a 1-
cent sales tax if their citizens ap-
proved the tax in a referendum.
And most Texas cities have found
it a lifesaver in generating new
revenue.

Now, however, everyone wants
in on the act. Dallas County offi-
cials recently revealed they plan
to make a run at getting the Legis-

;-“-a'eﬁ
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lature to allow them to levy a sales
tax of up to one-half a cent, on ap-
proval by voters,

Mayor Robert Folsom wants the
Legislature to authorize cities to
add another three cents to the city
sales tax if voters approve. =

And school officials want au-
thority to levy a sales tax o sup-
plement state support.

The regional transportation au.
thority already has authorization
to levy a sales tax of up to one cent
if citizens give their assent at the
polls.

Obviously, if everyone has his

way — which isn't likely, knowing
the Legislature — Texans could
end up paying the highest sales
taxes in the nation.

Polls 1indicate, howeve’r that
the sales tax is palatable. The US.
Advisory Commission on Inter-
governmental Relations = found
that only 15 percent of the Ameri-
cans interviewed recently consid-
ered the sales tax the “worst tax.”
Both the federal income tax and
the local property tax were far
and away the most obnoxious
forms of taxation.

In Texas, the quest for alter-
nate sources of revenue by local
governments 1s a long-established
activity. Only cities, under state
law, have any real alternatve
sources of revenue, and the mu-
nicipalities can levy whatever tax
they want that 1sn't either prohi-

.bited by the state or their own

charters.

Counties do have fees, but any
change in the fee schedule must
be authorized by the Legislature,
which is a time-consuming pro-
cess.

School districts can rely only
on the property tax for local reve-
nues, although they get substan-
tial state support.

Dallas County commissioners
have found the sales tax attractive
because a one-half cent levy
would allow them to reduce the
property tax by 61 percent. Some
property tax must be retained to
service outstanding bonds, but the
sales tax would allow substantial
relief of the county property tax
burden.

But there is a fly in the oint-
ment. The sales tax 1S regressive
Low-income residents are hardest
hit by the levy. A recent study by
State Comptroller Bob Bullock's
office found that families with i1n-
comes less than $4,000 a year paid
between 381 and 1.57 percent of
their money 1n Sales tax. Persons
with incomes of more than $25 600
a year paid between 1.24 and &7
percent of their money in sales
taxes

While Texans may be quietly
accepting the present sales taxes,
1t 1s doubtful that they would let
all governments adopt the levy
without fussing. Although the
sales tax 1S considered painless
now, 1f too many governments try
1o use 1t, officials might find a real
tax revolton their hands

Chances are good that your
home’s annual heating and
cooling costs are a lot higher
than they need to be.

Care to find out how much
higher?

Then take an hour to audit
your home's energy efficien-
cy. You may be surprised at
the amount of fuel and mon-
ey you are wasting — fuel
and money could save, simply
by installing such readily
available home improve-
ments as building insulation,
storm doors and windows,
and caulking and weather-
stripping.

To begin diagnosing your
home's savings potential,
you'll need the following
tools: a flashlight. a ruler and
a screwdnver. You might also
want to take along a pad
and pencil to keep a record
of whatever savings oppor-
tunities you discover, and the
improvements needed to take
advantage of those oppor-
tunities.

There are two basic types
of insulation. One type has
been prefabricated into a
“blanket™ configuration that
fits neatly between joists and
studs. The second comes in
a loose, chopped-up form
that is either poured or blown
into place with special pneu-
matic equipment.

Either type is acceptable,
although blankets, because
of their consistent dimen-
sions, offer a more uniform
thickness and density, and
hence, greater assurance of
installed performance.

To check for insulation,
look between floor joists in
the attic, between exterior

wall studs (if exposed), a-
round heating and cooling
duct work and between floor
joists over unheated crawl
spaces. Also, check forduct
work. Heating and cooling
ducts in unconditioned spac-
es should be insulated, (If
your attic is “floored,” pry-
up one of the boards with
your screwdriver and look
below, between the joists).

In older homes — homes
built before the late '60s when
energy was cheap and plenti-
ful — you may not find any
insulation, or at best only a
few inches in the attic. In
newer homes, homes built

.after 1970 and homes com-

pleted within the past year
or so, you might discover as
much as 12in. of insulation.
How Much Insulation

Is Enough?

Most utility and industry
experts agree, that at today's
high fuel costs. any home —
new or existing — should
contain no less than 6 in. of
insulation in the attic. And
in colder parts of the country,
these experts recommend up
to 12in. (R-38) in the attic, 6
in. (R-19) in walls, and 65
in. (R-22) in crawl spaces.
These amounts vary, of
course, according to climate
conditions and local fuel and
utility prices.

As a guide to how much
insulation is the most cost-
effective in your area, Owens-
Coming Fiberglas Corpora-
tion has prepared detailed
recommendations, based on
a comprehensive computer
analysis of energy cost and
climate conditions nation-
wide. For additional infor-

Storm Windows And Doors

While you're checking the
doors and windows, you
might want to give some
thought to two other impor-
tant energy-saving improve-
ments — storm windows and
doors.

If you already have storm
sash all around, take comfort
in knowing that you're saving
energy. If you don't have
storm windows and doors,
but do have double-glazed
or “thermo-pane” type win-
dows, storm windows still
provide a good way to lower
fuel bills and cut down on
drafits.

Insuating Walls

Insulating walls is not a
do-it-yourself job. It's best
done by a professional insu-
lation contractor who has the
expertise and special pneu-
matic equipment to perform
the work quickly and effi-
ciently. To find the name of
the contractor nearest you,
check the Yellow Pages un-
der “Insulation Contractors
— Cold and Heat.”

Last Stop — The Basement

The last stop on the ener-
gy-efficiency check up tour
is the basement, an area that
wastes more of your home's
energy than you think.

To stop energy waste
through unfinished basement
walls, insulate them by apply-
ing furring strips to the walls
and installing a minimum of
¥ in. (R-3) of Fiberglas insu-
lation (3%5in. (R-11) in severe
climates).

While you're in the base-

ment, be sure to check your
fumace and central air-condi-
tioning units. For maximum
operating efficiency, these
should be inspected regularly
and maintained in accord-
ance with manufacturer's
instructions. Also, be sure
to check the furance filters.
During peak operating sea-
sons, they should be changed
at least once a month. Dirty
filters cause your furnace and
air-conditioner to work over-
time.

Look Outside, Too

Lastly, in addition to check-
ing the energy saving poten-
tial of a home’s interior fea-
tures, you'll also want to
check outside for such things
as protective foliage and roof
color.

Trees on the lot can help
a house save energy during
the hot months. So too, can
light colored shingles. They
reflect the sun's rays during
the summer and, together
with insulation, can help
reduce your air-conditioning
bill. :

Also, note whether your
home has any unheated crawl
spaces. Floors above these
areas should be insulated with
minimum of R-19. And, if
these unheated areas also
contain duct work, be sure
it's properly insulated, too.
