have reported success in using 
the gel to treat peptic ulcers 
and to inhibit bacteria 
growth.

Bill Mangum. one Valley 
aloe vera farmer. now 
harvests 25 acres on U. S. 83 
between La Feria and 
Harlingen. His business has 
gross n steadily to annual sales 
approaching S200.000, a 
fourth of which go toward 
harsesting and care of the 
crop. 

Aloe vera takes about three 
to five years to grow to 
maturity. When the leases are 
about two feet long, they are 
ready for harvesting. Just the 
outer leaves are snipped for 
shipment. with new ones 
sprouting from the center of 
the plant for future harvests. • 

The number of manufac-
turers and products using aloe 
vera is increasing in Texas, 
mainly in Dallas. One of the 
older cosmetics firms, carries 
a line of 168 items using aloe 
vera, including those for facial 
and hair care. bath oil, foot 
creams, and a muscle balm. 

According to company 
head James Swope, "The 
value of aloe vera lies in its 
penetrating qualities." 

is increasing Acreage 

commercial production of 
aloe sera, according to 
Agriculture Commissioner 
Reagan V. Brown. And sshile 
the aloe vera plant. which 
looks like a cactus but is 
actually a member of the lils 
genus. is currently in 
abundance, continuing 
research by pharmaceutical 
and cosmetic firms may soon 
spell tight supplies until more 
acreage is planted. Brown 
added. 

Users of aloe sera can be 
almost fanatical in their 
praises for the plant's 'gel. 
Modern salesmen are quick to 
point out that they can make 
no medicinal claims for the 
gel. but for some 3,500 years 
aloe Vera has been used to 
treat burns and minor skin 
problems. 

Scientific evidence is slowly 
building to support many of. 
the curative testimonies of 
advocates of aloe vera. U. S. 
Atomic Energy Commission 
studies, for example, showed 
a rapid healing rate for 
radiation burn ulcers when 
aloe vera was used while 
respected scientific journals

Proteins from legumes, espe-
cially soybeans, chickpeas 
and peanuts, are almost 
as good as proteins 
from animal sources. 

There are many reasons 
for an exceptionally good 
crop this year. The caldfiwt 
winter was exCeP 
preparation for this spdn4 
growing season. The• fact 
that we had a low crop in 
1978 means the trees were 
not in a stressed condition 
when growth began this past 
spring. Cool weather and fre-
quent rain in April and May 
incouraged a large crop. By 
the middle of May, growers 
throughout the state had 
recognized that 1979 was ga-
ing to be a good year. Rains 
were above average in many 
areas this summer, but not 
in all areas of Eastland 
County. The low spring 
temperatures also suppress-
ed pecan scab which is a ma-
jor disease in many areas. 
The insect know as the pecan 
nut casebearers can fre-
quently reduce the crop 30 to 
90 percent, however, in 1979 
this pest caused little 
damage. 

We expected damage from 
the pecan weevils in late 
summer, but probably due to 
the dry soil the weevils caus-
ed very little damage.

Although many plants 
contain the toxic material 
that causes poisoning, those 
causing thellighest mortality 
in livestock when grazed 
after they have been frozen 
and wilted are Johnson and 
Sudan grasses and sorghum 
or hybrids of these. 
The most dangerous time as 

far as the grazing of these 
plants is concerned is follow-
ing frost when the plant 
material begins to wilt. live-
stock should not be allowed 
acess to the wilted material 
until it has dried completely. 
This usually takes three or 
four days of good sunlight. 
New plant growth usually 
becomes nontoxic and can be 
grazed within 10 days to two 
weeks following a rain. 
As far as prussic acid 

poisoning is concerned, the 
poison acts rapidly and can 
kill animals within minutes. 
In most acute cases, animals 
become affected within 10.15 
minutes after eating toxic 
material and can die in two or 
three minutes. Symptoms 
may include a brief period of 
stimulation followed by 
depression and paralysis. 
Signs of colic may be 
present. Stupor (loss of 
sensibility), difficult breath-
ing and frequent convulsions 
may result. Death is caused 
by suffocation since oxygen 
remains in the blood and is
