RABIES CLINIC AT 
GORMAN MILLING CO. 
SATURDAY MARCH 7 

Larry Damron, D.V.M. 
from Stephenville will be at 
Gorman Milling Co., Satur-
day March 7th from 1:00 to 
3:00 P.M. to administer ra-
bies immunization to your 
pets. 

An acute viral infection of 
the central nerveous system 
and salivary glands, rabies is 
characterized by a syndrome 
of excitation, 	depression. 
paralysis, coma, and death. 
The disease occurs in all 
species of warm blooded 
animals, but especially in 
mammals, and is widely 
distributed throughout the 
world. The disease occurs 
commonly in dogs. cats. 
chunks, and foxes. 

In cattle. rabies is transm-
mined exclusively from the 
bite of saliva infected rabid 
animals. Rabid dogs, cats. 
foxes and skunks are the 
usual vectors in the United 
States and when infected 
these animals wander widely 
and often fearlessly enter 
cattle feedlots. Being curious 
animals, the cattle closely 
approach, smell the intrud-
ing rabid animal. and fre-
quently are bitten on the 
muzzle or other parts of the 
face. 

Prevention 	programs 
should be administered by a 
veterinarian. Dogs should be 
immunized periodically, and 
prevented from free roam-
ing. 

Bring your pets to Gorman 
Milling Saturday and help 
keep our community free of 
rabid animals. 	Immuni- 
zations will be $4.00 per 
animal.

3.1 INCHES OF 
PRECIPATION 

Gorman received 3.1 
inches of rainfall from Satur-
day through Tuesday. This is 
the most precipation the area 
has received in a long, long 
time. The moisture means so 
much to farmers and ranch-
ers. as well as everyone. 
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Allan Gibbbs has been 
appointed by the North-East 
Texas Chapter of the Cystic 
Fibrosis Foundation to or-
ganize a Spring Special 
Event for Cystic Fibrosis in 
Gorman. 

CF is the heading genetic 
killer of children and young 
adults in this country. Pre-
sently there is no cure nor 
long-term control, nor is 
there a test to discover the 
one in every 20 persons who 
is a symptomless carrier of 
the CF gene. 

To facilitate the early diag-
nosis and treatment that 
lengthens lives, the CF 
Foundation urges parents to 
be alert to the signs of CF in 
their children. These signs 
include: recurrent wheezing; 
persistent coughing with ex-
cessive mucus: pneumonia 
more than once; excesive 
appetite but poor weight 
gain; clubbing enlargement 
of the fingertips; persistent, 
bulky diarrhea; and a salty 
taste to the skin.,

goal of finding a cure for CF 
through support research. 
the CF Foundation also con-
ducts program of public and 
professional education, and 
support diagnosis, care and 
treatment centers across the 
United States.
