I hope our State Representa-

tive Joe Hanna and State Senator 
Toni Creighton, vote against this 
new Penal Code. From all re-
ports if the new Penal Code is 
enacted the hands of law-abid-
ing citizens and officials will be 
tied tighter and the right to de-
fend ourselves will be almost 
eliminated. Farmers and ranch-
ers who carry shotguns and rifles 
in their pickups could not do so 
unless the weapons are  disassem-
bled. 

Emory C. Walton, County-Dis-
trict tborney, has called to my at-
tention the following: 

"As you will note in the analy-
sis, it appears that inotirication 
can be  a defense to  a criminal 
act, or it may be used to mitigate 
the alleged criminal act. My ex, 
perience has been that  a  high 
percentage of crimes, have been 
committed when people were 
drinking. Consequently, to give 
them a statutory defense would 
only encourage crime by per-Miff-
ing them to have such  a  defense. 

There is a  compulsory joinder 
of all offenses growing out of the 
same criminal episode, which is 
more fully explained in the analy-
sis. Also, there is  a provision in 
the proposed Code whereby  a 
judge cannot stack or make cum-
ulative a sentence imposed upon 
a  defendant to exceed  30  years. 
Consequently, if a defendant com-
mitted several acts and the na-
ture and circumstances of each 
was such as to warrant the judge 
making a  sentence cumulative to 
another sentence received by the 
defendant, the maximum the de-
fendant could get would be 30 
years. This, in my opinion, would 
perhaps encourage a defendant, 
once he had committed one seri, 
ous crime, to commit others be-
cause of the maximum sentence 
he might receive. With our parole

Mr. 'Charles E. Kings, Director 
of Civil Defense and Traffic Safe-
ty of the Texas State Department 
of Health, was director of the 
school. The course went very 
deeply into such subjects as mouth 
to mouth resisitation, external 
cardio-vascular heart massage, 
fractures, strokes and heart at-
tacks, drownings, electrical shock 
and emergency childbirth. Most 
of  the  instruction was given Eby 
local physicians in the Abilene 
area.

"Pollution" is Topic 
of WSCS Program 
Monday &ening 

Members had a full evening of 
serious study, entertainment, 
work and fun last Monday when 
the Woman's Study Club met in 
the home of Mrs. G. C. Acres-. 
President, Miss Ozella Pulley, 
called the meeting to order and 
suggested the two part program 
on two entirely different type 
subjects be the first order of the 
evening. 

Mrs Dick Foster was program 
chairman for the first part, "To-
morrow's World — Keep It Fit 
For The Future — Fight Pollu-
tion," a high priority matter of 
serious interest indeed. Mrs. Fos-
ter introduced 'Coach Joe Neill 
as guest speaker. Well qualified 
by special summer school study, 
Mr. Neill stated that most people 
belong to neither the dooms-
slayers (those who believe our 
planet too polluted to save); nor 
to -the fad-set (those who believe 
that the current concern -and ef-
fort -are  temporary fads); but that 
most people are truly concerned 
and willing to work to make our 
earth -a -better -place, "tomorrow's 
world." Listing the life support 
systems — atmosphere, land, wat-
er — and the principal polluting 
agents of each — factories, cars, 
jets, trash, chemicals, oil spills, 
sewage- Coaeh Neill then con-
tinued by citing some of the ways 
people can begin to correct this 
tampering with the natural sys-
tems of rejuvenation that man 
has wrought. Cars must be cor-
rected to -eliminate their contri-
bution to air pollution; population 
control -appears to be a necessity; 
factory pollution must 'be elimi-
nated; and all must strive to cut 
trash accumulation. Mr. Neill was 
able to stress the grave danger 
and at the same time present 
season -  for hope for the world. 
Everyone had questions, and the 
discussions were interesting and 
inspiring After having read and 
heard bits of news on  pollution, 
club members really appreciated 
Coach Neilrs comprehensive pres-
entation on this problem. 

Changing the mood completely, 
the second program part, present-
-eel by Mrs .Clancle Fuller,  was a 
pleasure in entertainment. Mrs. 
Fuller gave a  brief sketch of the 
life of Strauss and the titles of 
some -of his more popular works, 
then introduced one of her stu-

Resolution Passed 
By Grand Jury of 
91st District Court 

Following is a resolution of the 
Grand Jury for the 91st Judicial 
District Court of Eastland County, 
Texas for the February Term, A. 
D., 1971: 

WHEREAS, the Members of the 
Grand Jury of the 91st Judicial 
District. Court of Eastland County, 
Texas, at its final meeting for 
the February Term, A. D. 1971, 
has discussed the proposed Penal 
Code now pending in the State 
Legislature of the State of Texas 
and 

WHEREAS, the individual 
members of the said Grand Jury 
have received information via the 
various news media concerning 
the pros and cons of the proposed 
Penal Code; and 

WHEREAS, members of the 
Grand Jury have discussed and 
reviewed -numerous aspects of the 
proposed Penal Code and are of 
the opinion that the proposed 
Penal Code has not been made 
available to all interested parties 
for a 'sufficient amount of time to 
properly analyze and make rec-
ommendations -and that said mem-
bers are of the further opinion 
that the passage of the proposed 
Penal Code should be postponed 
and deferred at leash until the 
next  session of the Legislature 
in 1973,  thereby enabling all in-
terested parties to have more 
time to sufficiently study the 
proposed Penal Code and its ram-
ifications; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RE-
SOLVED by the members of the 
said Grand Jury that passage of 
the proposed Penal Code as  is 
pending before the State Legis-
lature of the State of Texas in 
this the 1971 session, be deferred 
for two years hence. 

Passed on this the 23rd day of 
March 1971, by unanimous reso-
lution, by members of the Grand 
Jury, 91st Judicial District Court 
-of Eastland County, Texas, Febru-
ary Term, A. D. 1971.

Schedule for Fruit 

Gordon says the first applica-
tion should be made when 75 
percent of the blossom petals have 
talks:. A second spray should be 
applied 10 days after petal fall. 
A third application should be 
made 10 to 14 days after the sec-
ond spray. The fourth spray 
shoUld be applied 14 to 21 days 
after the third application. 

The agent says that Malathion 
will control most insects that 
cause damage to fruit. The sulfur 
will help control many diseases 
such as brown rot and peach scab. 
It is important that ,a11 four spray 
applicatians be applied properly 
and on schedule. Malathion should 
be discontinued after the fourth 
application, but sulfur should be 
sprayed every 2 or 3 weeks if 
diseases have been .a problem.

WASHINGTON, D. C. — FOR 
TWO CENTURIES WE HAVE 
ASSUMED that the issue of "tax-
ation without representation" was 
settled when American colonists 
broke from British rule to estab-
lish the United States of Amerce. 
In our repuible it was decreed 
taxes would always be controlled 
by the elected representatives of 
the people. 

THE ARCHITECTS OF GOV-
ERNMENT could hardly have en-
visioned how a serious gap could 
develop between theory and prac-
tice in assuring taxpayers of this 
protection. Local, State and Fed-
eral Governments, along with 
their budgets, have grown and a 
system has developed to diminish 
control over expenditures. Local 
governments find much of their 
budget dictated by its participa-
tion in Federal-aid programs. At 
the Federal level, where so many 
strings of responsibilities gather, 
Congress bows to a host of re-
curring spending requirements, 
all built in 'by long-range com-
mitments. In the budget for the 
corning Fiscal Year, there is this 
type of spending amounting to 
close to $100 Billion over which 
there is really no discretion. 

"TAXATION WITHOUT REP-
RESENTATION" in colonial times 
was a battle cry against a mon-
arch across the seas. As we view 
our current tax bills, of which 
we are all soon to be painfully  

reminded, we can direct com-
plaints closer to home. Over the 
years, we have allowed to de-. 
velop an abdiction of authority 
by creating ungovernable de-
s sets on the public purse. 

IT IS PERFECTLY WELL TO 
MEET a portion of  our  local 
needs by voting bonds to pay for 
them. It is a capital investment 
to improve our community fa-
cilities serving all people alike. 
This becomes a matter of collect-
ive community judgment. 

LIKEWISE, IT IS A MATTER 
OF COLLECTIVE judgment to 
contribute to efforts to promote 
our personal and collective inter-
ests. An example is farmers and 
ranchers spending their own mon-
ey to promote their products. We 
have a program which by vote, 
cotton farmers permit a collection 
of $1.00 per bale to develop new 
uses for cotton. On April 19-30, 
goat raisers will decide if they 
want li cents deduction per 
pound for the promotion of the 
use of mohair. Sheep raisers will 
decide on June 7-18 whether they 
are for or .against 	cents de- 
duction per pound for wool and 
71 cents per hundredweight on 
lamb, in order to continue deduc-
tions to promote the use of this 
natural fiber and to promote the 
sale of lamb in the market place. 

THIS IS SET  F-HELP AND 
THE IDEA of doing something 
for themselves.

THE SHEEP AND GOAT IN- 

DUSTRY is a highly important 
part of the agricultural economy 
of Texas. It is an amazing statistic 
that 97 percent of all the goats 
in the United States are raised 
in Texas and about 50 percent 
of the goats in the world are in 
our State. The sheep industry and 
its tremendous importance to 
Texas is in need of promotion 
and unless the raisers are willing 
to take the initiative it is not 
likely anyone else will. This is 
true both in the uses of wool, as 
well as lamb for the table.
