Progress Report of 
Sabanna Valley 
Watershed Project 

The steering committee mem-
bers 'of the Sabanna Watershed 
Association, 'sponsor's mid  SCS 
personnel met at Gorman March 
12, 1971 to review progress of 
the surgeying party and to deter-
mine the next phase of operation. 

Joe Camp, watershed work plan 
staff leader, advised the group 
that the first phase of surveying 
had been completed. This phase 
consisted of running equal eleva-
tions around the perimeter of the 
main stem and major tributaries 
and running of needed valley sec, 
bons. This work has progressed 
in an excellent manner due to 
the fine work of steering com-
mittee members and the outstand-
ing cooperation of land owners 
involved. 

Based on this ;basic information 
the planning party will now be 
able to complete 'mid analyze the 
venous effects of flooding condi-
tions on the Sabana to include: 

(1) capacity of Sabana River 
within ;basks; (2) flood plain 
acreage and locations of areas of 
damage.; (3) effects of structural 
control on the various individual 
tributaries; 'and (4) the selection 
of sites that offer most promise. 

In the near future staff special-
ists to include hydrologist en-
gineer, geologist and economist 
will be in the watershed to note 
high water marks teen. flooding, 
scour and sediment damage, crit-
ical areas, gather rainfall records, 
and question landowners of dam, 
ages experienced f 	nun flooding. 
This type of information will en-
able them to identify and locate, 
stream reaches that have the most 
damage ;and also give them an 
opportunity to select and investi-
gate the better sites for detail 
surveying. 

Mr. Camp indicated that due to 
a 'temporary shortage of funds it 
is possible that field survey oper-
ations may have to be suspended 

The steering committee set a 
date for a public meeting to be 
held in regards to the Sabanna 
Watershed proposed project. The 
purpose of this meeting is to 
keep all people informed to in-
clude (1) those landowners whose 
property may have works of im-
provement; (2) other landowners 
and residents of the watershed 
area; (3) 'any special interest 
groups who may be concerned 
over the effects of the project; 
and (4) the general public, par-
ticularly those down stream who 
may believe that the proposed 
project will ;affect them or the 
environment adversary. This 
meeting will give all people an 
opportunity to be heard and ask 
questions. The date for this meet-
ing has been set far May 14, 1971 
at 7:30 p. m. in the Gorman High 
School Auditorium in Gorman, 
according to Ross Wilson, chair-
man of the Sabanna Watershed 
Association.

The 1970 census counted 8,235 
housing units in Eastland County, 
5,094 of them occupied by owners, 
1,816 occupied by tenants, and 
1,328 vacant. These included va-
cant units for seasonal use. The 
proportion occupied by owners its 
1970 was 61.8 percent, compared 
with 64.0 percent in 1960. 

Among year-round dwelling 
units there were 7.366 single fam-
ily houses; 616 housing units in 
multi-unit buildings, and 165  11101-
bile homes or trailers. The per-
centage of occupied units with 
more than one person per rooms 
was 5.5 compared with 9.1 in 
1960. Of ail the occupied housing  
units, 6,277 had piped water, toilet 
and bath, while 633 lacked some 
or  all plumbing. 

The median value of owner-
occupied housesin Eastland C.coln.... 
ty was $6,200, compared with less 
than $5000 in 1960. The median 
rent paid by tenants in 1'970 was 
$42 per month compared with $41 
in 1960. Half were over and half 
below the median figures.
