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History Of New
Hope Baptist Church

The New Hope Baptist
Church was organized in
April of 1907 in the New
Hope school house. Bro.
W.S. Evans, the Cisco asso-
ciational missionary, acted as
moderator. He served as
pastor the remainder of the
associational year. It was
then a % time Church. The
first officers were: J.A.
Duncan, Supt.-A. Kinnison,
Assistant Supt.-church clerk.
Pearl Gollehon, Sect.

In Oct. 1907 Bro. O.T.
Hunt was called as pastor.
He served untill May, 1910.
Bro. W.E. Holley was the
next pastor. He was called in
May, 1910 and served untill
July, 1911.

In July 1911 Bro. J.W.
Rudd was called as pastor.
In Feb. 1912 the Jewel
church and the New Hope
church were consolidated. It
was then called Plainview
Baptist Church, and was
named by Bro. W.T. Dun-
can. It was located about 14
miles south-west of the pre-
sent location.

On the second Sunday in
March 1912, Bro. B.F. Cle-
ment was ordained to the
ministery. Bro. J.L. Smith
preached the ordination ser-
mon, Bro. W.S. Evans
examined the candidate.
Bro. O.A. McAdoa prayed
the ordination prayer.

.Bro. Rudd served as pastor
untill Sept., 1916. In Oct.
1916 Bro. B.F. Clement was
called as pastor of the
church.

In March, 1917 the New
Hope Church (then called
Plainview church) was mov-
ed to the present location. In
Feb. 1918 the dedication
service was held. Bro J.C.
Taylor preached the dedica-
tion sermon.

In Aug. 1918 the church
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SCENES FROM NEW HOP
BAPTIST CHURCH
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voted for a %2 time church,
having church on the second
and fourth sundays of each
month.

The tabernacle for the
church was built in July,
1912. In Sept. 1921 the name
of the church was changed
from Plainview to New Hope
as there was some confusion
in the name of the church.

In 1913 the B.Y.P.U. (now
B.T.U.) won the district Ban-
ner four times for the largest
attendance, won the zone
Banner four times for the
largest attendance, and won
the efficiency banner three
times for highest percentage.

Bro. Clement served as
pastor untill August 1949,
having served as pastor for
33 years.

In Sept. 1949 Bro. Floyd
Allen was called as pastor.
He served untill march 1950.

Bro. W.B. Haynie was the
next pastor. He was called in
March 1950. About the same
time new pews were made
for the church Bro. Haynie
served as pastor untill May,
1950.

In June of 1950 Bro. Mart
Agnew was called as pastor.
In Sept. 1950 the Sunday
School rooms were built onto
the church. Bro. Agnew
served as pastor until Sept.
1953.

Bro. E.M. Hilliard was the
next Pastor. He was called in
Oct. 1953. On Oct. 25, 1953
the church voted for a full
time church. In Feb. 195§
the new hardwood floor was
put in the church. Bro.
Hilliard served as pastor
until Aug. 195S.

In Sept. 1955 Bro. Eddie
Rogers was called as pastor
and served untill Aug. 1958
Bro. Rogers was ordained at
this church on Oct. 23rd,
195S. Bro. Wayne Peck
preached the ordination ser-
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mon, Dr. W.T. Todd exam-
ined the candidate, and Bro.
Loyd Elder prayed the ordi-
nation prayer.

In Oct. 1958 Bro. Bud May
was called as pastor. He
served untill August, 1959.

In Oct. 1959 Bro. Walt
Wilson was called as pastor.
Bro. Wilson served untill
July of 1961.

In August of 1961 Bro.
Arlan Clement was called as
pastor. Bro. Clement accep-
ted the church as interim
pastor and served untill Oct.,
1961.

In October of 1961 Bro.
Altie Hardin was called as
pastor. Bro. Harden served
untill July of 1963.

Bro Arlan Clement was
called as pastor in August of
1963. He served as pastor
untill October of 1967.

Bro. Clarence Wilson was
called as pastor in November
of 1967. Bro. Wilson was
ordained here on June 30,
1968. Bro James Shields
brought the ordination mes-
sage.

During 1970 and 1971 the
bell tower was removed and
a new roof installed, new
ceiling and lights were instal-
led, and new paneling was
putin.

Bro. Wilson served as
pastor untill July, 1971. Bro
Carlisle Wright was called as
pastor in August of 1971. He
served untill May of 1973.

Bro. Lanny Spruill was
called as pastor in September
of 1973.

New Siding was put on the
church in April of 1974. The
pews that are presently in
use were purchased in Octo-
ber of 1974. A new roof was
put on the tabernacle in
197S.

Work was started to make
the tabernacle into a fellow-
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ship hall in 1976 and comple-
ted in 1978.

Bro. Wilson served as
pastor untill November of
1977.

Bro. Richard Watson was
called as pastor in December
1977. Ordination services
were held on July 1, 1979.
Bro Dwayne Martin preach-
ed the ordination message.

In 1979 an over head

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projector, P.A. System, and
air conditioners wére added
to the auditorium. Also the
baptistry was added in 1979,
and the trailer house was
purchased for extra sunday
school rooms and a nursery.

In 1980 new windows,
storm doors, and carpet was
installed and in 1981 the
ceiling fans were installed.

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Along with hot
temperatures, mid-summer
in Ea.tland County may br-
ing special lawn problems -
drought, weeds, insects and
disease.

These lawn problems can
cause concerns for
homeowners unless accurate
diagnosis and proper treat-
ment takes place before they
become severe.

Dry spots, thin turf and
weeds can resull from im-
proper watering, fertilizing
and mowing practices.
Follow recommended
cultural practices before ap-
plving a chemical o correct
lawn problems.

Drought stress most often
occurs in mid-summer and
shows up as wilted,
discolored turf. Adjust
watering schedules to wet
the soil to a depth of four to
six inches, and water only
when grass shows symptoms
of moisture stress.

Also, raise mowing heights
one-half inch to improve
drought tolerance in mid-
summer.

Lack of nilrogen or iron
often creates a lawn pro-
blem. Grass with a nitrogen
deficiency may have a pale
color and be heavily infested
with weeds. A light applica-
tion of a nitrogen fertilizer
will improve the lawn’s ap-
pearance.

Grass leaves that have
yellow stripes parallel to the
leaf margins may be defi
cient in iron. An applicatior
of iron sulfate or iron chelate
at six ounces per 1,000 sq. ft.
will usually solve this pro-
blem.

If St. Augustine lawn has
symptoms similar to
nitrogent or iron deficiency
but does not response to ap-
plications of either material,
suspect St. Augustine
Decline (S.A.D.). Close ex-
amination of S.A.D. infected
turf will show green and
yellow blotches on the
leaves. Continue good
maintenance practices
where this problem exists.
Also, Floratam, a new St.
Augustine grass variety
resistant to S.A.D. may be
sprigged into the infected
area.

Leaf spol diseases are
generally a problem when
lawns are under stress and
increase with high
tmperatures, drought, heavy
shade and close mowing.
While proper mowing and
water will reduce these pro-
blems, fungicides may be re-
quired Lo prevent serious
damage.

Chinch bugs and white
grubs feed havily on lawns
during mid-summer, and
their damage resembles
drought injury. If turf does
not respond to applications

of water, suspecl these in-
sects. Both pests damage St.

Augstine grass, but only
white grub damages ber-
mudagrass lawns.

Chinch bugs and white
grubs can be controlled with
insecticides. Water the lawn
thoroughly prior to applying
an insecticide for chinch bug
control, and follow with a
light watering.

Peanut Stocks Grow Huge

WASHINGTON (AP) — Peanut stocks in commercial stor-
age after the first six months of this year totaled over a bil-
lion pounds of farmer equivalent, more than double the
amount on hand a year earlier, the Agriculture Department

said Friday.

With storage at 1.08 billion pounds, the department also
said June peanut millings were four times higher than a
year ago, totalling 204 million pounds.

The total included 211 million pounds of actual farmer
stocks, almost four times the 58.8 million pounds in storate

at the midpoint of 1981.

As of June 30, shelled peanuts totaled 811 million pounds
compared to 425 million pounds a year earlier. Roasting
stock stood at 61.5 million pounds, well above the 23.1 million

pounds of a year ago.
