Economic logle stems from the posi
tion of the U. S. in pumping huge sums
into the economy of Japan im order that
that country might not enly recover but
make some token payments on lis repara-
tions. In effect, the American taxpayer
would be subsidizing the reparations.

The other side of the picture Is the ef-
fect this course of action has and will
bave on the Far Eastern policy. Gen.
Carlos Romulo, expressing a Philippine
reaction and perhaps one typical of the
victims of Japanese aggression, was dis-

mayed. How generai that feeling Is among
Asfatics we do not kndw, but there is a
possibility that it Is widespread on the
part of those who suffered so much at
the hands of the Japanese.

This is especially so lin the light of dee-
larations from the Far Eastern Commis-
sion that Japan needd more prime in-
dustrial works. whichl might be easlly
converted to war purpdses,

It would be wise perhaps lo gear in-
dividual decisions to the over-all policy in
the Far East. It would be wise, too, to be
Md of the popular myth that evervthing
is rosy in Japan. The same problems
exist there as exist in ’tur occupied ter-
ritories. o

Judith Coplon, 28, former Justice Depart-
ment employe, Is charged here in Wash-
ington, where she used to work, with
taking government papers (o mjure the
United States and help a foreign power.

iThe FBl says she took the papers to
New York and there met Valentine A. Gu-
bitcheév, a Russian. Both were indicted in
New York on a charge of espionage con-
spiracy. Miss Coplon will be tried there
later .

Her attorney, Archibald Palmer. a short
man who hurries when he walks and
burries when he talks, has wrangled re-
peatedly at the trial with the government

Envisioned By Edward Bellamy

* The current Ford strike, deplorable as
it is in its effects upon those immediately
concerned, as well as up on the ecomomy
of the nation in general, marks a lomg
step forward on the part of both labor and

Dearborn very seasibly declined—
there has been no particular incitation to
violence. Picketing has been quiet and or-
derly, and despite the immense number of
jdle workers, the public has remained
calm.

It would seem that the day of bloody
strikes has about rum its course. Bosses
and labor leaders have learned the hard
way that violence merely defeats its own
ends. If any gains are to be made f(rom
striking, they must come by -‘ay of the
conference table.

Some people may ask why we should
have strikes at all, im view of the erip-
pling of the national economy that the big
walkouts entail. The answer is that the
xtrike still remains labor's onlv protection
against unscrupulous emplovers

Incidentally, the Ford sirike is almost
unique im that the bone of contention is
not wages. but an alleged ‘“speed-up’.
Practically all other strikes are called be-
cause the workers feel that thev are not
being paid enough. or at least not as much
as their brothers in another plant receive
This motive holds good not only throughout
industry, but In the skilled trades and
professions as well. No matter how much
money an auto worker, a watchmaker or
a doctor may be recelving. he feels that he
Is being imposed upon when he learns that

another in the sarie business is gefting
more. It is » vicious circie, and the net
result is widespread dissatinfaction, um-
happiness and trouble.

Obviously, the only solution of the probe
lem lies in some form of nationalization—
either complete, as in Russia, or partial,
as in Engiland. But Fere again we shall
encounter the wage difficulty. Even un-
der nationslization, wage rates will con.
tinue to vary from group to group, with
unskilled labor receiving a mere pittafee,
while a physician or an engiteer will
draw a princely salary. Changing the
name of an industrial system will not
change human nature nor do away with
the smouldering resentment that ever Iy
threatening to break through im bloody
violence.

Edward Bellamvy. in his' magnificent
“Looking Backward,” eavisions an Amers
ican Utopia in which the federal govern-
ment will take over the whole Industrial
machinery, There will be ne mere
strikes, and there will be no more dissatia-
faction with wages. for everyone—common
laborer, doctor and engineer—will receive
the same pay for doing his best Such a
svatem, of course. would do away with
poverty, crime and a myriad of other
social evils, and make the brotherhood of
man something more than an idle chimera.

Even todav, Bellamy's great vision
seems to many as fantastic as when his
book first was published I 1887 We
have come r long way on the road o social
justice since then, but the goal still {s not
in sight. However, let no one call Belllas
my an impractical dreamer. for in the last
analysis it is the dreamers who chart the
course of human progress.—R. G. MAC-

The relation between the pact and the

arms bill which i= troubling Congress
will be greatly alfected, and., one may
hope, clarified, by wha' happens at the
Council of Foreign Ministers, There I8
strong support for the pact and the Senale
can ratify it during the early days of the
Paris meeting

But the arms bill. and particularly the
appropriations, cannot pass until the end
of June at the earliest. By that time the"
Soviet government will have shown IS
hand in Paris. And so Congress, as it
eonsiders the arms bill. will know fairly
well whether the danger of military ag-
gression against Western Europe s wax-

ing or waning.

As a matter nf fact, the arms hill it-
sel bears little +elation to the nriginal
eonception or to what bas been generally
said about it A billion dollars is a trif-
ling amount of money, evem as a first
{nstallment, if the purpose of the arms
bill is to create forces in Western Europe
to contain the Red Army. All that the
arms bill arctually contemplales is the
supply of sufficient equipment out of the
American surplus to bring the existing
forces in Western Furope. which are ex-
tremelv small, up to a reasonable mill-
tary standard. A modern armored divi
sion costs about 250 million dollars, and
80. if the whole sum were used In Western
Europe alone. it could not begin to produce
a force capable of playing a decisive part
in a war. All that the arms bill can do is
to arm belter the forces which are now
almost unarmed.

That Is well worth doing, indeed im-
portant to do. but mot for the reasons
gsually given, not for the reasons which
have left Congress so unconvinced The
real value of creating somewhat better
armies in West Europe is that they will

manifest that the arming of Wesiprn En
rope is a matier of internal security and of
being prepared for the revival of Ger
many.

If. on the other hand. the Soviet gow
ernment s Intransigent and aggressive in
Paris and determined to expand rather
than to comtract its military pesition in
l‘:um‘w then it will be manifest that the
arms bill is quile inadequate, and that it
should st once be enlarged and speeded
up. For then it will be necefsary to con.
eentrate our offorts on giving Europe im-
mediately the means of resistance. That
will call for a radical revision of our own
strategical plans and our military pro-
gram.

In either event the arms bhill and the
Paris meeting are now Intimately connect-
ed It was not planned that way, of
course, but what is developing may be
better than what was planned. For Mr,
Acheson's hand will be strengthemed in
Paris if it transpires that the scale and
tempo of European rearmament are re-
lated to the sincerity and reasonableness
of the Soviet proposals,

He will be playing a stronger hand if,
with the pact ratified. the arms bill be-
ecomes a function of the agreements that
are being negotiated—if in substance, sats
Isfactory agreements mean a very modest
rearmament, if no agreements mean more
rapid and larger armaments.

LAWS BEING RE-CODIFIED

Federal Statute Is Related
To A Needle In A Haystack
