Peanut Producer Tour To Showcase 
esearch Projects In Central Texas 

Central Texas peanut producers have not had much to 
brag about in the last few years. Since 1996 peanut yield 
in this area have not been good and yet producers still 
seem to hang in there. Even though times are tough be-
cause of weather there have been great advances in dis-
ease prevention, variety improvement, cultural practices 
and nematode resistance. Many of these advances will be 
highlight of the Cross Timbers Peanut Producer Tour to be 
held Wednesday, September 13th. Plans are to meet at 
the Comanche Community Center in Comanche for regis-
tration at 8:00 a.m. and leave by 8:30 a.m. for the tour. 
The Peanut Producer Tour includes two hours of continu-
ing education credit, one hour of IPM and one hour of gen-
eral. A sponsored noon meal will be served. To preregis-
ter please contact the Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
office in Comanche at 915/356-2539. 

Individuals with disabilities who require an auxiliary aid, 
service or accommodation in order to participate in this 
program are encouraged to contact the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service in Comanche County at 915-356-2539 
to determine how reasonable accommodations can be 
made. 

The first stop on the Peanut Producer Tour will be of the 
nematode resistant variety trials conducted by Dr. Simpson 
of the George Bingham farm. This test will give producers 
a chance to see the progress made on improving nema-
tode resistance in an area that has high nematode popula-
tions. This type of research has great promise for Cross 
Timbers producers. 

The second stop will be at the Steve and Jerry McGinnis 
farm where producers will get a chance to see the latest in 
peanut varieties. Dr. Robert Lemon will discuss progress 
in variety improvements and which varieties hold prom-
ise for this area. Another part of the discussion will be 
about germination problems that may be variety specific. 

The third stop will be on the Stewart Farm that is farmed 
by Larry Don Womack. Producers will see a seeding rate 
study of twin row peanuts and if there is a long-term weed 
control study will be evaluated. 

The final stop will be back in De Leon for a sponsor up-
date and a sponsored lunch. Tour sponsors include UAP

When is a peanut made out of corn? 
Who cares about osmosis and apple-
sauce? And why does an egg yolk turn 
green when it's boiled? These are not 
million-dollar questions, but the answers 
can be found in a billion-dollar industry 
right here in Texas. It's about agriculture. 
And finding the answers is about educa-
tion. 

Teaching the world about the signifi-
cance of agriculture is a Texas-sized task. 
But considering the burgeoning popula-
tion of the world - and of Texas - it's 
certainly a task to be reckoned with. 

Few people know that cornstarch can 
be used to make biodegradable packing 
peanuts, that osmosis is key when mak-
ing homemade applesauce and that the 
green ring in hard-boiled eggs is caused 
by a chemical reaction between iron and 
sulfur. 

All too often, agricultural knowledge 
is collected by reading a chapter in a 
science book or whizzing by row crops 
on a family vacation, rather than by 
hands-on experiences.• Rarely does a 
child in an urban center have the oppor-
tunity to plant a flower, haul water or bale 
hay. 

In fact, according to the U.S. Census 
Bureau, the Texas population in 1900 was 
classified as 82.9 percent rural and 17.1 
percent urban. As of 1990, the Texas pop-
ulation was 19.7 percent rural and 80.3 
percent urban. With this increased urban-
ization, fewer children live on farms and 
ranches or have contact with people who 
do. 

TDA is working to give all children an 
opportunity to see and experience the 
wonder of agriculture firsthand. By 
providing programs. research, work-
shops, urban school grants and internships, 
we've made agricultural literacy a top 
priority. We are in the process of granting 
nine urban schools $2,500 each for 
agricultural projects. Also, I'm hosting a 

series of educational TV shows for kids 
with HEB's Televentures program. 
TDA's Project TEACH provides a 
curriculum for elementary school teachers. 
And at the 1999 State Fair of Texas, TDA 
sponsored an agricultural project contest 
for elementary students. 

The focus is on educating people on 
the science behind agriculture and how it 
affects their everyday lives. The cotton in 
a T-shirt, the peanuts in peanut butter and 
the corn in laundry detergent are all 
products of agriculture. While agriculture 
is charged with feeding and clothing an 
exploding population. TDA today is edu-
cating children, nourishing their minds for 
an even better future

What other reasons declare that we 
must receive the Spirit of Christ into 
our hearts? 

Romans 8:6-14 
For to be carnally minded is death; 
but to be spiritually minded is life 
and peace. Because the carnal mind 
is enmity against God: for it is not 
subject to the law of God, neither 
indeed can be. 

1. So then they that are in 
the flesh cannot please 
God. But ye are not in 
the flesh, but in the 
Spirit, if so be that the 
Spirit of God dwell in 
you. 

2. Now if any man have 
not the Spirit of Christ, 
he is none of his. 

3. And if Christ be in you, 
the body is dead be-
cause of sin; but the 
Spirit is life because of 
righteousness. 

4. But if the Spirit of him 
that raised up Jesus 
from the dead dwell in 
you, he that raised up 
Christ from the dead 
shall also quicken your 
mortal bodies by his 
Spirit that dwelleth in 
you. 

Therefore, brethren, we are 
debtors, not to the flesh, to 
live after the flesh. For if ye 
live after the flesh, ye shall 
die: 
5. But if ye through the 

Spirit do mortify the 
deeds of the body, ye 
shall live. 

6. For as many as are led 
by the Spirit of God, 
they are the sons of 
God. 

The previous scriptures found in 
Romans 8, lists 6 reasons why we must 
have the Spirit of Christ residing in our 
hearts. Let's discuss them one at a time. 

Paul is stating in this passage, that 
to be carnally minded is to die. He also 
states that the carnal mind is an enemy 
of God's. Then he stresses that it is 
impossible for the carnal mind to be 
subject to the law of God. He concludes 
these statements by saying, "So then 
they that are in the flesh cannot 
please God. But ye are not in the 
flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that 
the Spirit of God dwell in you." 

As we can see according to this pas-
sage, it is ultimately important that the 
Spirit of Christ dwell in us. *(Please 
note that Paul refers to the Spirit of 
God and the Spirit of Christ as be-
ing one and the same) It is the only 
way that we can overcome being in the 
flesh. Remember what Jesus told 
Nicodemus in John 3:6, "That which 
is born of the flesh is flesh; and that 
which is born of the Spirit is spirit." 
It is impossible to overcome the ten-
dencies ofthe flesh without being born 
of the Spirit.

Eastland County's 2000-2001 Bud-
get process is complete and I want to 
begin by giving my public thanks to 
each of your County elected officials 
for their efforts over the past year. 

In addition, I want to acknowledge 
the contributions of Terry Langford, 
Eastland County Auditor, without 
whose help, we would not have 
achieved the vast strides accomplished 
over this past year. 

Here are the nuts and bolts: On 
August 16, 2000, the Eastland County 
Commissioners Court passed the 2000-
2001 budget in the amount of 
$3,919,562. Estimated revenue is 
$3,919,756. 

The budget is balanced and we ex-
pect the effective tax rate to fall from 
its current 53 086 cents per $100 valu-
ation to approximately .52 cents per 
$100 valuation. 

Estimated fund balances (surplus) 
at the end of Fiscal year 1999-2000 is 
expected to be in excess of 1.3 million 
dollars. 

This budget includes long overdue 
salary and wage increases for the de-
partment heads and employees of your 
county government. 

In July 2000, the Texas Association 
of Counties released its salary survey 
for elected officials in the State of 
Texas. Of the 69 counties reporting in 
our population bracket, Eastland 
County elected officials average rank-
ing is 60th of 69 in annual salary. Our 
Sheriff's salary currently ranks 66 of 
69. 

With the salary increases included 
in this budget, our elected officials re-
main in the bottom 1/3 of an average 
of 44th of 69. 

In addition, our county employees 
receive a 5% cost of living adjustment, 
the first since 1997. 

Perhaps the most important change 
in this years budget is that our County 
Law enforcement salaries were ad-
justed upward in an effort to retain and 
support our officers invaluable service 
tot he County. We have a way to go in 
this regard, however, this is a good step 
in the right direction. 

Several people have questioned me 
about how this amazing turn around 
has been accomplished in such a short 
time. The answer is simple and I want 
to give credit where credit is due! 

First and foremost, the good Lord 
has blessed us with good fortune overt 
he past year. 

Our tax appraisal is up over 19 mil-
lion dollars from last year. One half of 
this increase is due to increased Oil and 
Gas prices, the other half to new busi-
ness in the County. 

Secondly, I credit your elected 
County Officials with tightening their 
fiscal belts in the last half of 1998-99 
and the 1999-2000 budget year. 

In the last half of the 1998-99 fis-
cal year, the County restrained spend-
ing and ended the year with over 
$300,000 surplus. In budget year 
1999-2000 we cut over $300,000 from 
the previous year's budget and still 
expect a significant surplus with one 
month to go. 

In addition, we deposited approxi-
mately $77,903 from tobacco settle-
ment funds and recovered suspense 
money from the District Clerk due the 
County in the amount of approximately 
$85,335. 

Simple addition tells us that this 
represents a $763,238 turn around in 
the past 18 months. 

Finally the County has maintained 
a separate road and bridge surplus ac-
count which has not been statutorily 
authorized since the abolition of the 
County Road and Bridge Tax in the 
1980's. As such, we have transferred 
previously segregated funds to the gen- 
eral fund yielding an estimated $1.3 
million reserve. 

I sincerely hope that these facts en-
courage you as much has they do me! 

We have a sufficient surplus to 
withstand the unforeseen! We have a 
balanced budget! We will have an ap- 
proximately .1 cents (1.88%) tax de-
crease! Our County employees and 
law enforcement are better compen-
sated! And finally, our local economy 
is moving forward as indicated by the 
4.5% gain in our tax base. 

In the year to come, I am excited 
by the prospect of continued growth. 
The Commissioners Court has bud- 
geted $25,000 toward the establish-
ment of a county wide economic devel- 
opment initiative. We hope that this will 
be the first step in the County's efforts 
to aid and augment each of our communi-
ties' efforts at Economic Development. 

In addition, I believe the coming 
year holds great promise as we con-
tinue to explore opportunities to make 
your County government into a more 
effective and efficient service. 

Having said all that and I believe 
you will agree, "IF IT WOULD ONLY 
RAIN, WE COULD ALL FEEL 
MUCH BETTER."
