NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH PROGRAM
MEETING SET TUESDAY JUNE 7

With the economy in the
shape it is in, there has been
a significant increase in the
number of burglaries in the
area, with the largest in-
crease being in residential
burglaries. As unemploy-
ment climbs, the situation
will likely worsen, and ex-
perts in the field of criminal-
logy are predicting a surge in
criminal activity as a result.

In order to protect our
community from this increas-
ed likelihood of criminal acti-
vity, the Gorman Police De-
partment, in cooperation
with Gorman Crimestoppers,
is initiating a program simil-
ar to the Neighborhood
Watch programs in larger
cities. This program involves
citizen awareness and parti-
cipation in the control of
crime in Gorman through
observation and reporting of
criminal activity.

In larger cities that have
implemented this type pro-
gram, residential crimes
have been completely elimi-
nated. In 1982, we had 12
burglaries in Gorman, and
only 4 persons were arrested

for burglary. While this 33.3
percent clearance rate is
above the national average of
18 percent, it is not nearly
good enough for Gorman.
We should have 0 burglaries,
and failing that, we should
shoot for 100 percent clear-
ence. Believe it or not, this
CAN be achieved, but only if
we have enough people who
are interested enough to
watch for suspicious activity
and then take the time to
REPORT it.

We are closely-knit com-
munity, where everyone
knows everyone else, and we
should be proud of our
relationship. Gorman is like
a very large family, and we
should watch out for our
own. Most of us know when
a strange car is in town, and
we know generally when a
car is in a place where it
should not be. When you see
something that doesn’t look
just right, please pick up the
phone and call the police at
734-2730, so we can check it
out. Maybe...just maybe...
that car shouldn’t be in the
alley behind Higginbotham's

at 11:00 PM! Maybe it is
there legitimately...but we
need to find out, so please
don't hesitate to call.

The police are not going to

. go down there and tell the

person who called the police
on them. It is none of their
business who called. We
would rather answer one
thousand false alarms than to
miss one call where a burgla-
ry is in progress. As mem-
bers of this large family, we
have an obligation to help
our fellow family members,
and this can be done by
simply taking notice of unus-
ual or suspicious activities
and reporting them to the
police.
