Many of us in the legisla-
ture are aware of the exces-
sive burden caused by ever
increasing local property
taxes and are attempting to
provide relief to residential
homeowners through re-
form legislation.

$100,000 of value of resi-
dences from school opera-
tion and maintenance tax-
es and replace the revenue
with a 1-cent state sales
tax.

Recognizing the local tax
base funding problem,

other states, such as
Missouri, Vermont and
Nevada, have provided

significant relief to their
homeowners through the
sales tax.

Proposition Zero will be
introduced in the next
legislature session. We are
currently refining the pro-

" posal and quantifying the

effects that Proposition
Zero will have on specific
school districts to ensure
equity to every district and
its taxpayers.

This was the first
time Texas has actually
executed a prisoner since
1964.

The fact is that while
Texas has the second high-
est deathrow population in
the country at approximate-

ly 140, that number is a

minute percentage of
TDC’s population which in
over 35,000.

The Honeydew aphids on
pecan trees are causing a
lot of concern around the
county. As the yellow aphid
feeds on the underside of
leaves, ‘‘honeydew’’ or su-
gar watcr is excreted by the
pest. This sticky liquid falls
down through the tree and
is deposited on the upper
leaf surface of leaves over
which the aphid feeds.

The honeydew  aphid
does not do a great amount
of damage to the trees
unless the infestation is
severe. If the infested trees
are in your yard or near the
driveway the greatest pro-
blem is the honeydew that
falls on walks and cars. In
this case, most people want
to control the aphids.

There are several ways to
control the honeydew pro-
blem. If the trees are not
too large the aphids can be
washed off with the use of a
water hose provided you
have good water pressure.
Another method is to spray
the trees with Malathion or
Zolone or Guthion. Sevin
will not kill the aphid. If you
spray your trees for weevils
this week and you have a
honeydew problem you
should mix one of the aphid
insecticides with Sevin.

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We are seeing more and
more oak trees drought
injury. The first sign is
browning of the leaf
margins with the dead area
progressing into the leaf
and causing dessication of
leaf tissue between the
veins toward the mid-rib.
These leaves begin to fall
and in some cases the trees
die. This happens even in
lawns where the lawn grass
is regularly watered. The
oak tree roots are very deep
and due to our drought for
the past several years the
root zone area has dried
out. The drought of 1980
was especially hard on
trees. The results of drough
is still showing up.

These symptoms can also
be man-made. An accumu-
lation of salt in the soil will
cause drought symptoms.
Salt accumulation can de-
velop from using irrigation
water containing salts or by
the use of excessive rates of
inorganic fertilizer. High

.salt concentration simply

reduces the root absorption
by the root hairs and may
finally result in death of the
roots. This salt injury,
which is a form of man-
made injury, is usually
more severe in dry weather
than in times with adequate
rainfall.

Other man-made drought
injury to oak trees may be
caused by soil compaction,
new construction near the
trees, disturbance of the
soil such as plowing or
adding soil, gas leaks or
misuse of herbicides.

Extension Plant Patholo-
gist Dr. Chip Lee, told us
oak trees are showing these

sypmtoms, throughout
Central and West Texas.
Valuable yard trees

showing these  drought
symptoms may be helped
by slow, deep soaking with
good quality water. Do not
over fertilize these trees as
this might add to a salt
problem.

Be on the look out for the
Pecan weevil on  pecan
trees. They may not be a
problem until we get a
general rain. Some areas
have had showers while
some have not. Those who
have some soil moisture
under the trees should look
for the weevils and spray
when they see one to two of
these insects. If pecan
shuck worms have been a
problem in the past, now is
the time to control them for
this year.
