If
you have a pet that likes to chew,
it’s a good idea to store appliances
in a safe place when not in use.”

-Make sure your pet cannot
reach appliances, such as irons or
hair dryers when in use. “Cats
sometimes like to jump on top of
ironing boards and if the iron is on,
it can be tipped over and may start
a fire,” says Boothe.
