“‘The tragedy is that price
help is needed right now and
the new program admittedly
will not do that,”” Stone
explained. ‘‘'If Congress and
the Executive branch do
nothing now about low pri-
ces, some farmers will have
difficulty getting refinanced
for the 1983 crop year and
others may not be around for
the 1984 season."”’

Stone noted that because
of the lateness of the pro-
gram and the fact that not
enough farmers have suffici-
ent understanding of it, par-
ticipation may be rather spot-
ty.
He recollected that a
‘‘Payment-in-Kind"’ ap-
proach had been tried before
as part of a special agricul-
tural conservation program
for feed grains in the years
1961 through 196S.

At, that time, farmers
were given the option of
taking their diversion pay-

ment in cash or in kind,"”” he
continued. ‘‘Most farmers
chose to take the cask pay-
ments and only a handful of
farmers took the in-kind op-
tion.”’

Stone commented that a
cash payment program
would have been much more
effective, would have assur-
ed more participation, and
would have been much simp-
ler to understand and to
administer.

The problem is that the
program is motivated more
by reducing government
farm program outlays than
by achieving a substantial
price improvement for far-
mers,’’ he added.

‘““Congress ought to legis-
late at least a 10 percent
increase in the already-an-
nounced CCC loan levels for
1983 in order to offset the
price damage which will
occur in forcing vast quanti-
ties of surplus products into
an already demoralized mar-
ket,”’ he concluded.

History of
Arbor Day
Observance

Arbor Day, an observance
which recognizes the impor-
tance of planting trees, was
celebrated in Texas on Janu-
ary 21, this year.

Beginning in a Swiss vill-
age more than fifteen hun-
dred years ago, Arbor Day
symbolizes the need to plant
trees in cities and towns as
well as for wood and paper
products.

In the United States, Arbor
Day began in a state which
had at the time less than
three percent of its land
area covered with trees --
Nebraska. Since that first
Arbor Day in 1872, the idea
has spread to fifty states and
the Virgin Islands.

Temple was the site of the
first Arbor Day in Texas in
1889. An Arbor Day resolu-

tion was passed shortly after
that first ceremony by the.

Texas State Legislature. In
1949, the third Friday in
January was designated as
Arbor Day in Texas.

Because only 13.6 percent
of Texas’ total land area is in
forest land, and this mostly
in East Texas, many Texans
are not aware that this
amounts to an estimated 11.7
million acres, or 18,583.2
square miles.  This, while
perhaps a small portion of
the entire state, nevertheless
amounts to an area larger in
size than the states of Mary--
land (10,577 sq. mi.) and
New Jersey (7,836) combin-
ed.

Besides the obvious bene-
fits of the timber industry in

““When it costs $6.31 to
produce a bushel of wheat
that sells for $3.35, what else
do you need to know?'’ he
asked rehetorically. ‘‘Even
U.S. Secretary of Agriculture
John Block can figure that."’

The Reagan Administra-
tion’s ‘‘payment-in-kind"’
plan came in for a special
dose of Hightower’s scorn.
““They're gonna give us
grain,”" he told the 500
farmers and family mem-
bers. ‘“Well, when Chrysler
was in trouble, did they offer
them more cars?”’

Hightower said that he
explained the program to
reporters who asked him his
opinion of the plan by saying,
‘“What if you were to be paid
in newspapers?”’’

A better plan, Hightower
argued would be a paid
diversion program, ‘‘To get
rid of the surplus’’ commodi-
ties glutting the nation’s
storage bins and forcing
down prices. He called for
higher loan rates and target
prices paid by the govern-
ment. ‘‘We need a farmer
program, not a farm pro-
gram,’’ he said.

Hightower vowed that his
agency would be aiding the
state’s farmers with water,
transprotation, energy and
marketing programs.

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68TH LEGISLATURE
REPORT BY
SENATOR BOB GLASGOW

Now that the brouhaha of
the first two weeks is over
the 68th Legislature can fin-
ally sit-down and go to work.
This Session promises to be
one of the more controversial
and improtant.

Particularly of interest this
Session will be the thirty-two
agencies up for Sunset re-
view. Sunset review is a
process requiring review by
the Legislature of each State
agency every twelve years.
The Legislature must review
and pass legislation continu-
ing the agency for the next
twelve years or else the
agency goes out of existence.

The largest agencies up for
review are the Public Utility
Commission, the Railroad
Commission, the State Bank-
ing Department, the State
Banking Commission, the Fi-
nance Commission, Savings
and Loan Commission, State
Board of Insurance, Industri-
al Accident Board, Texas
Department of Community
Affairs and the Texas Em-
ployment Commission.

Although these bills are
less glamorous and less sen-
sational than other legisla-
tion, the treatment of these
subjects will have by far the
greatest imput on your
everyday life than any other
legislation being considered
this year.
