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RAILROAD COMMISSION 
ALLOWS S3.2 MILLION GAS RATE 

REDUCTION 
AUSTIN - The Railroad Commis-

sion has approved a S3.2 million rate 
reduction involving four contracts for 
gas sold by Ferguson Crossing Pipe 
Line Co. to Texas Utilities Fuel Co. 

Electric customers of TUFCO's 
affiliated generating plants will re-
ceive reductions in the cost of fuel 
portion of their monthly bill. 

Current rates of 54.831 	per 
MMBtu (milliion British thermal 
units)* in three of the contracts will 
be reduced to 54.07 in two and 54.01 m 

in one. In the fourth contract, the 
current rate of 54.081 per MMBtu 
will drop to S3.34 per MMBtw. 

The new rates will go into effect 
for bills rendered on and after Nov. 
13, 1984.

RRC APPROVES S23 111111.10N GAS 
RATE REDUCTION TO LONE STAR 

AUSTIN - The Railroad Commis-
sion approved Monday natural gas 
contract changes between Delhi Gas 
Pipeling Corp. and Lone Star Gas 
Co. which will reduce rates to Lone 
Star and its customers by some S23 
million annually. 

The new rate are effective Jan. 1. 
Customers of Lone Star will bene-

fit from lower gas costs under the 
contract changes since the company 
must pass the reduced costs directly 
to customers using previously ap-
proved automatic adjustment claus-
es. 

Two separate rate reductions are 
included in the contract changes. 
First, the rate charged by Delhi for 
the gas itself will be reduced from 
approximately 56.36 per MMBtu to 
$3.30 per MMBtu.• Annual savings 
to Lone Star from this change are 
estimated at 523,059,895. 

Second, Lone Star agreed not to 
charge Delhi any transportation fees 
for gas transported under three 
agreements between the companies.
