The new rates will be effective on
July 11 in the environs of Blue
Ridge, Lindsay, and Sadler, and on
July 13 in the environs of Chico,
Gorman and Lometa.

The Railroad Commission has the
authority to approve rates for gas
service in unincorporated areas of
Texas. Proposed gas rates for these
areas are examined in light of the
company’s operating efficiency and
the rates that have been approved by
the nearby city governments.
