a big water bill. Water usage has
been extremely high. In July we
used over 7,000,000 gallons of water
and due to the big usage during the
last half of the month after meters
were read much of this will be
reflected on this bill. We are billed
by the Water District by the calendar
month but your bills are figured from
around the 15th to the 15th of each
month. You may have had a big bill
last month and decided to cut back in
watering, but you must remember
that you had already used water
during the last half of July which is
billed this month. I hope that you will
understand why you may have a big
bill. You also may have -a leak
somewhere in your system.

We got an increase this year of
about 10c per 1000 gallons which we
have not passed on to you at this
time.
