used in • manufacturing, are im-
portant to keep our factories and 
machinery in a producing condi-

tion. 
In order that the problem of the 

choice of foods might be 
solved; physicians and scientists 
have combined their knowledge 
and discoveries to build a food 
standard which the housewife can 
use as a guide in choosing the 
food for her family, so that she 
can be assured of a healthier, 
happier homelife. This food 
standard was made for the pur-
pose of including a proper diet 
for each member of the family 
each day; yet it includes the 
products that can be produced in 
Texas and be very ' economical. 

the  Texas Food Standard for 
a day includes the following: 

1 pint to one quart milk. Chil-
dren under 16 require 3-4 to 1 
qt. milk. 

1 egg. Dried beans, peas, or 
nuts may be substituted for meat 
or eggs. Dried peas or beans May 
be the other vegetable. 

1 serving meat, poultry, fish or 
cheese. 

1 serving Irish or sweet potatoes. 
1 serving green or yellow vege-

tables. 
1 other serving vegetable. 
1 serving citrus, tomatoes, raw 

cabbage, strawberries, or melon. 
1 other serving fruit. 
1 serving whole grain products. 
Other cereals and bread as de-
