A delegation from Eastland County visited Best Maid Products, Inc. in Fort Worth last week and 

came away with a new ag outlook for the county. 
The group included: Burwood Burgess and Danny Burgess, growers from Kokomo; Delton Ake, 

represeriting Eastland County Program Building Committee and Eastland County Development 
Organization; Carl Conger, representing Eastland County Development Organization; and DeMarquis 
Gordon, county agent. 

The purpose of the visit was to convince company owners that Eastland County has the land, water 
and other resources to supply cucumbers to the Fort Worth plant. 

The plant agreed to contract up to 150 acres of cucumbers for pickling in Eastland County in spring 
1986. 

Records will be 
kept on the crops to determine the exact expenses and net income.

Your uncle Jim drowned last week 
in a vat of whiskey in the distillery. 
Some of the fellow workers jumped 
in and tried to pull him out but he 
fought them off. We cremated his 
body and it took three days to put the 
fire out. Your father didn't have 
much to drink for Christmas. I put a 
bottle of cator oil in his beer and it 
kept him going till New Years day. 

I went to the doctor the other day. 
He put a tube in my mouth and told 
me not to open it for ten minutes. 
Your dad tried to buy it from him. 

It rained twice last week, and it 
was so windy that one of our 
chickens laid the same egg four 
times. 

We had a letter from the under-
taker. He said if we didn't pay the 
last payment on your Grandma 
within seven days. up she comes.
