EASTLAND — Eastland County's 
countywide incumbents won renomi-
nation in Saturday's Democratic pri-
mary, but runoff races will be 
needed to determine several precinct 
offices. 

Incumbent County Clerk Joann 
Johnson withstood the challenge of 
Sherry Staggs Johnson, winning 
2,087 to 1,706. 

District Clerk Mary Jane Rowch-
Brown won renomination by less 
than 200 votes over Dorothy J. 
Pyke. The final, unofficial count was 
1,941 to 1,792. 

Veteran Criminal District At-
torney Emory Walton edged past 
Eastland attorney Leslie Vance, 
1,948 to 1,810, to win his fifth term. 

Runoffs will be required to deter-
mine the Democratic nominees for 
county treasurer and both commis-
sioner and justice of the peace slots 
that are up for election this year. 

Ruth Publiese was the top vote 
getter in the county treasurer's race 
with 1,642. Betty Cross polled 1,312 
to gain the runoff. Rita Reid Byrd 
was the third candidate. She had 
864. 

Norman Christian led the field in 
the Precinct 2 commissioner's race, 
but he will have to face Roy H. Tha-
ckerson in the runoff. Christian had 
574 votes to only 229 for Thacker-
son. 

Throwing the race into a runoff 
were the votes given the other candi-

The Democratic nominee 
will face a GOP opponent in Novem-
ber. 

Alford Bush led the ticket ii. the 
justice of the peace. Precinct 2, race, 
with 323 votes. Donna Justice gained 
the runoff slot with 306. 

Unsuccessful candidates were Tru-
man Miller, 223; O.D. Cooper, 209; 
and Melvin J. "Skip" Pattenaude, 
147. 

The winner will replace former 
Justice of the Peace Luther Max-
well, who is now serving a probated 
prison term for theft. 

In the Precinct 4 justice of the 
peace race, incumbent H.V. Heyser 
led the field with 505, but he will 
face Bruce Speedgle with 316 in the 
runoff. Unsuccessful candidate Will-
iard L. Johnson received 219 votes. 

Democratic voters favored Jim 
Parker over Joseph B. Swanner, 
2,160 to 1,395, in the state represen-
tative, District 65. race.
