the program, points out Dr. Bill
Harris, soils specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Serv-
ice, the Texas A&M University
System.

‘“Last year Texas famrers put
more than a million acres in the
program, which is aimed at curbing
soil erosion while at the same time
improving water quality and wildlife
habitats,’’ Harris explains.

Land accepted into the CRP must
be kept out of production for 10 years
and prescribed conservation prac-
tices must be follwed, he points out.
This includes planting the land to
grass or trees to prevent wind and
wate erosion, with costs shared by
the government.

Landowners must submit a bid on
eligible land to their local Agricultur-
al Stabilization and Conservation
Service office during the signup
period. Land eligibility is deter-
mined by the Soil Conservation
Service. If the bid is accepted,
landowners will be paid that price
annually over the 10-year period
provided they follow the prescribed
conservation plan. The average
acceptable bid in Texas was just
under $30 an acre during the last
signup period.

‘‘Essentially, program provisions
are the same as last year although
there has been a slight revision in
land eligibility calssifications,’’ says
Harris. ‘‘That may allow additional
land to qualify for the program, so
landowners need to check with their
local SCS office.”’

Also, a maximum of 25 percent of
any cropland in a county can be put
in the CRP unless a special exemp-
tion is obtained, notes the specialist.

Jail expansion study
at Eastland requested

EASTLAND — Eastland
County Commissioners Monday
requested that Vance Wheeler,
architect with the Abilene firm
of Boone Pope Wheeler Pullin,
conduct a feasibility study con-
cerning jail expansion here.

Wheeler will attempt to deter-
mine if enough space is avail-
able on the west side of the
Eastland County Jail to con-
struct additional jail cells. He
was asked for an opinion on uti-
lizing space in the old county
jail to hold pre-release prisoners.
He will estimate costs of the
projects. )

The architect has until March
23 to report to commissioners.
On that date, county officials
are scheduled to report to the
Jail Standards Commission in
Austin on Wheeler's findings.

In December, Eastland County
was mandated to restrict the jail
population to no more than 25
prisoners. On Monday, 19 were
lodged in the jail.

Wheeler also had good news
for commissioners. He advised
them the roof of the building
housing the sheriff's offices and
jail carries a 10-year uncon-
ditional warranty. The roof was
built in 1980,

Commissioners had decided to
assume the expense of repairing
leaks in the roof before Wheeler
came into the room. They also
voted to repair the roof of the
old iail.

In other business, commission-
ers made a decision to determine

repairs needed in several court-
house offices and advertise for
bids.

Improvements will be paid
from unspent revenue sharing
funds.

Also, commissioners gave the
City of Cisco authority to adver-

' tise five parcels of 'and for sale

with no minimum bid required.

According to a letter from
Cisco City Manager Michael
Moore, six properties were ad-
vertised in December with price
restrictions in an attempt to gen-
erate revenue for delinquent
taxes on each.

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DISASTER PAYMENT PROGRAM
OPEN JANUARY 12

Farmers who lost more than S0
percent of their crop production in
1986 because of EXCESSIVE MOIS-
TURE may apply for the Disaster
Payment Program starting Janury
12th at the Eastland County Agricul-
ture Stabilization and Conservation
Service (ASCS). Program applica-
tions may be filed through January
30, 1987.

The 1986 Disaster Payment Pro-
gram compensates elegible produc-
ers in disaster-affected counties for
production losses on program and
nonprogram crops, according to
county ASCS official David Martin.
For the 1986 Disaster Program,
program crops are wheat, corn,
grain, sorghum, barley, oats, upland
cotton, and peanuts.

To apply for assistance on a wheat,
feed grain, and upland cotton crop,
Martin said farmers must have
particiated in the acrreage reduction
program for the crop. For assistance
on other crops, the acreage for
disaster payments is limited to the
1985 acreage of the crop. ‘‘Produc-
ers who apply for disaster assistance
must furnish to the ASCS office 1986
acreage and crop production reports,
and under certain conditions, pro-
vide evedence of their actual yields
for 1983, 1984, or 198S for all crops
except wheat, corn, grain sorghum,
barley, oats, cotton, and peanuts,”’
said Martin.

In determining whether producers
qualify for compensation under the
1986 Disaster Payment Program,
ASCS will consider program crops
individually on a per farm basis, and
nonprogram crop’s value was ad-
versely affected by the disaster, this
factor will be considered in deter-

mining elegibility for assistance as
well as the payment level. ““We will
also consider whether there has been

nonprogram crop and whether an
economic emergency has occurred.”’

Martin said the program provides
only for consideration of a loss of
actual production for program crops.
Therefore, a quality adjustment will
not be considered for these crops.

Disaster payments to elegible
farmers will be made in generic
commodity certificates.

The ASCS official said disaster
payments to producers will be limit-
ed to $100,000 for program crops and
$100,000 for nonprogram crops.

THE GORDON SPOT

Eastland County residents who
had some of their choice shade and
fruit trees damaged by last week-
end’s ice storm should take immedi-
ate action to save the damaged trees.

First decide whether it is practical
to attempt to save a damaged tree.
A tree can usually be considered
damaged beyond repair if more than
30 to SO percent of its trunk or main
branches are severly split, broken or
mutilated.

On the other hand, there may be
some good reasons for wanting to
save a certain tree, especially if it is

one of the more desirable species,
such as oaks, pecans or hollies.

Tree repair time is also a good
time to consider correcting land-
scape errors. A tree too close to a
power line or building might better
be removed rather than repaired.
Also, consider age when deciding

- whether to remove or repair the tree.
A lack of vigor might its recovery.

In case of special value trees such
as rarities, historical or sentimental
meaning, extra consideration might
be given to a damaged tree.

When applying first aid to a tree,
remove only those branches in need

Too much
pruning in one season can help to
create other problems such as sun-
scald, weak branching habits, and
soft sucker growth.

When treating tree wounds, re-
attach the bark to the inner wood
with galvanized nails, if healing
seems possible.  Reshape bark
wounds in a vertically elongated
shape for faster healing. Coat all
wounds and pruning cuts with a good
commercial tree wound dressing.

Avoid leaving branch stubs by
making removal cuts at side branch-
es whenever possible. Strive to
maintain an attractive shape or
balance for the entire top.

If major repairs are needed, it is
usually better to rely on a profes-
sional tree surgeon. If you do it
yourself, follow all safety precau-
tions relative to falling branches,
ladders or contacting power lines.

If the repairs are done by a friend,
investigate beforehand if you have
adequate insurance for personal
injury, liability and property dam-
age.

Prompt removal of all debris
caused by eithe ice or pruning will
help eliminate breeding areas for
insects and diseases.
