It seems our fruit has been killed
again by a late freeze. Peach, plum,
apricot and nectarine trees were in
bloom Sunday night when the temp-
erature was below 28 degrees for
over eight hours. I have examined
several trees and have found no
signs of live fruit.

Last year the fruit was killed on
March 29 and 30. The late freezes
seems to kill our fruit more often
than not. March 16, is the average
last frost or freeze date of the year,
but this may not be an average year.

Today is National Agriculture Day
and it offocoally ushers in the 1988
spring season. Agriculture Week is
March 20-26, with the theme of
‘‘Honoring America’s Providers’’.

It's a good time to recognize the
people, organizations, and business-
es responsible for producing the
abundant, high quality food and
fiber supply for today’s consumers.

A healthy agriculture keeps the
wheels of the economy turning. The
food and fiber system not only
provides reasonably priced nutriti-
ous diets and beautiful clothes, but it
also means jobs and peyrolls.

These jobs stem from the produc-
tion, storage, processing plants,
transportation, offices, wholesalers,
retailers and supermarkets needed

‘to move food and fiber from farm or
" ranch to consumers.

Agricultural producers and con-
sumers depend on each other for
products and services that are vital
to modern businesses and lifestyles.
Even though only one out of every
forty Texans is a farmer or rancher,
about 25 percent of the state’s retail
trade business is directly associated
with the selling of food and fiber
prodcuts.

In Texas during 1987, cash re-
ceipts to producers from farm mar-
keting alone amounted to an estimat-
ed $10 billion. Another $750 million
was generated from the expanding
agriculturally-related industries of
timber, fish, fishing, hunting leases,
horses and outdoor recreation. Cash
receipts from farm marketing in
tastland County was estimated at
$31,758,000.

Agriculturally, Texas ranks third
nationally behind California and
lowa. Texas is traditionally number
one in the sales of cattle and calves,
cotton, grain sorghum, sheep and
wool, goats and mohair, cabbage and
spinach.

In addition, farm real estate values
in Texas are estimated at $64 billion.
With 160,000 farms and ranches in
the state, assets average $401,000
per farm, although many commercial
family farms have far more than a
million dollars invested in their farm
or ranch businesses.

Many of today’s farmers are
professional, college-educated, busi-
ness people with high dollar value
assets and capital needs. Farming
requires a broad range of skills to
operate complicated machinery, use
a variety of chemicals properly, and
manage animal nutrition, crop pro-
duction, genetics and marketing with
sophisticated computer technology.

Food is still a bargain. Because of
the U. S. farmer’s productivity,
Americans can buy their food for less
of their disposable - income today
than even a few years ago.

Presently, the average American
spends about 15 percent of his

“income on food. Just over a century

ago, food spending in the U. S.
accounted for 61 percent of income in
1869, when average income was $791
a year and $479 of that went for
groceries. Today's spending for food
in China amounts to 52 percent of
income, 36 percent in Korea, and 32
percent in Mexico.

One U. S. farm worker today
supplies enough food and fiber for 80
people, 21 of whom live abroad.
Producing an abundance of high
quality food and fiber is inherent to
American agriculkture.

As the world’'s largest exporter,
the U. S. has the greatest stake in
the changing world market.

Developments in any major im-
porting conutry ultimately affect U,
S. agricultural exports and the
economic health of related indus-
tries.

Texas A&M researcher
says martial arts effective
for juvenile deliquency

COLLEGE STATION — Court and
juvenile center officials are expressing
interest in a Texas A&M University re-
searcher’s findings that some tradi-
tional martial arts training can be effec-
tive in reducing juvenile delinquency.

Several offices charged with address-
ing delinquent teens have even insti-
tuted such programs for dealing with
the youths, said Dr. Michael Trulson,
who taught neuroscience and psychol-
ogy at Princeton University before
coming to Texas A&M to join the medi-
cal faculty.

Trulson has found that delinquents
taught the traditional philosophy and
psychology of martial arts as well as the
physical aspects for a period of six
months showed less aggressiveness,
lower anxiety, more self-esteem and in-
creased awareness of social values even
a year after completing training.

Another group of students simply
taught how to fight better showed gen-
erally opposite results, including more
aggression, said Trulson, himself a
holder of a black belt in martial arts.

“An estimated 10 million Americans
have taken some form of martial arts
lessons and another half million sign up
each year,” he said. “The majority of
these clubs and schools teach only fight-
ing and self-defense techniques. Our
findings suggest that this type of train-
Ing greutl) enhances negative pcrsonul-
ity traits that already he
explained.

“Therefore, it is crucial that parents
carefully check out a martial arts school
before enrolling their children in such
classes. The ‘non-traditional’ or ‘mod-
ern’ versions of the martial arts can be
very harmful, while the traditional ap-
proach to training clearly leads to a
number of positive personality traits,”
said Trulson.
