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LOOKING FOR A BARGAIN? 	HERE'S ONE JULY FOURTH CELEBRATION 
IS ANOTHER CROWD PLEASER

Eastland County people may go to 

the polls in July to vote for the 
biggest bargain ever offered to its 
citizens. 

The question is: Should Eastland 
County accept a $65 million dollar 
state prison if offered by the Texas 
Department of Corrections? The 
prison would be built on a site to be 
provided by Eastland County people 
and operated by the state. It would 

aie
utilized as long as people violate 

e law and need to go to jail. The 
minimum time might be 50 years and 
the maximum could easily be 100 
years. It is a recession-proof indus- 

try. 
What Do We Galn? 

A 2,250 ped maximum security 
state prison would provide: 

Employment of construction work-
ers for a 2 year period of time...(dirt 
moving equipment operators, ce-
ment workers, brick masons, weld-
ers, plumbers, electricians, painters, 
carpenters, etc., at the Eastland 
County site, building a $65 million 
dollar facility.) 

Permanent employment as state 
civil servants for 826 persons at 
verious jobs from correctional offic-
ers, clerks, typists, medical technical 
staff, nurses, doctors, dentists, and 
teachers, etc., at salaries varying 
from S12,000 a year minimum to 
549,000 a year for more senior 

They normally choose an area of at 
least 600 acres to well over 1,000 
acres. We have found one thousand 
acres of land with a single owner 
willing to give an option on this 
property free of charge for a period 
of 9 months. The ultimate price for 
this property is 5650 per"acre for a 
total cost of $650,000. 

While this may seem to be a lot of 
money it is a lot of land and the cost 
is only about one third of the monthly 
payroll and 1 percent of the total cost 
of the facility, a real bargain! With 
careful planning it can be budgeted 
and purchased withno added taxes 
for our citizens if we choose to go 
that route. It can also be purchased 
by Certificates of Obligation issued 
by the county payable in from 1 to 30 
or so years. With the increased 
business activity and rejuvenation of 
our economy there could be a broad-
ening of our county tax base such 
that no additional taxes will be 
collected from each individual. 

people. About one-third of the 
employees will be women. About 2 to 
3,000 people, (families of employees) 
will be relocated into Eastland 
County - some are coming back home 
to be with parents or grandparents 
again remembering that they left 
because there was no work here. 
This coming home could be as many 
as the number of people now living 
in Eastland. 

A monthly payroll of 51.6 million 
dollars which will be spent for 
housing, food, clothing, recreation of 
employees and their families who 
will have the money to pay their bills 
and buy new things. 

A revitalizing of our communities. 
We've lost almost 30 percent of our 
businesses in the last 10 years. Good 
jobs and good payrolls can complete-
ly remake towns of this area. We will 
gain what we are ready to receive. 
More people could put some of our 
hospitals on a laying basis. Good 
housing can be re-occupied. Schools 
can flourish with children whose 
parents are taxpaying citizens. Chur-
ches can be rejuvenated with young 
families who want the best for their 
children. 

What Does It Cost& 
If Eastland County wants a state 

prison here we must provide a 
building site of a minimum of 300 
acres of land. However, seldom does 
the state build on so small a site. 

Several facts are clear - 
If we do not offer to buy land for a 

prison site we will NOT get a prison. 
If we do offer to buy land and It is 

not accepted as a site, it costs us 
NOTHING, zero. 

If we offer a site and It is accepted 
our cost is minuscule when compar-
ed with the benefits - the biggest 
bargain in Eastland County!

"Additional items may be includ-

ed in the contract. However, the 
additional items may not negate any 
of the required provisions of the 
contract," Mr. Martin said. 

In the event of a contract dispute, 
ASCS approval of the contract does 
not constitute a determination of the 
respective rights and obligations of 
the handler and producer. 

Peanut producers and handlers 
who have entered into contracts 
must submit the contracts to each 
respective contracting producer's lo-
cal ASCS office before the July 31 
deadline. 

David Martin, County Executive 
Director of the Eastland County 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Service, reminds peanut 
producers and handlers that con-
tracts drawn up to sell 1989-crop 
additional peanuts for export or 
crushing must be filed by July 31. 
Additional peanuts are those grown 
in excess of the farm's poundage, 
quota or on a farm that does not have 
a poundage quota. 

Mr. Martin said peanut producers 
and handlers are responsible for 
contract agreements, 	and they 
should check to see that the peanut 
contract is in their best interest. 

Peanut contracts submitted to 
ASCS for approval must contain the 
name and address of the producer 
and handler, the handler's registra-
tion number, the code of the State 
and County in which the additional 
peanuts are to be produced. the 
pounds of segregation 1,2 or 3
