Special care, such as shelter and
adequate nutrition, should be given
to protect family pets from winter-
time hazards during the cold months
ahead.

Winter temperatures in Eastland
County are not at such extremes that
animals accustomed to staying out-
doors will be hurt. If the pet can seek
shelter that keeps out chilling winds
and covers.cold ground, it will be
adequately protected.

Animals that are never outside or
are very old or young should not be
kept outdoors.

Healthy animals can tolerate cold
weather. More food may be needed
because the pets need more calories
to produce body heat.

The daily water supply also should
be checked to make sure the water
has not frozen or the pet may suffer.

Each pet also should have a check-
up before cold weather sets in.
Animals should be checked for
internal parasites and blood parasit-
es such as heartworms, and they
should have all needed vaccinations.

The time is fast approaching for
the planting of new trees in commer-
cial orchards and backyard gardens.
Hopefully commercial growers have
had their trees booked a year in
advance in order to avoid surprises
this planting season. It is a good idea
to have fruit trees planted by early
January as fruit trees will develop
new roots (unlike pecans) during the
winter and be ready for rapid growth
next spring. Fruit trees can be
planted late in the winter, although
they tend to grow off better if
planted early. Pecans do not make
root growth during the winter,
however, it is still a good idea to
plant trees early to avoid root dryout

Hold off pruning until just before
budbreak. Of course growers will
have to start early enough to get the
job done before budbreak.

However, pruning actually stress-
es trees and so it is best to let the
trees make it thought the winter and

then prune them. This seems to
result in greater tree longevity.

Water continues to be short in
Eastland County. Trees need water
at least every 4 to 6 weeks even
during the winter months. Severe
freeze damage can result from
drought stressed dormant plants. So
we encourage growers and home-
owners to thoroughly water plants
prior to severe cold spells unless it
rains at least an inch.

Direct Deposit of Eastland County dispatch
to call ambulance meeting

Social Security
Checks Is Best

People who will be applying for
Social Security benefits should have
their bank information handy when
they call or visit Social Security
because direct deposit is now the
normal way to make benefit pay-
ments. It’s also the best way for most
people to get their benefits.

Why the emphasis on direct
deposit? Well, safety is one reason.
People who receive their benefits in
the mail sometimes find that the
check has been stolen from the
mailbox. Occasionally, a check is
reported as lost.

With direct deposit, benefit pay-
ments are deposited electronically
into a savings or checking account.
That means the check is not sent
through the mail where it may spend
several hours or longer unprotected
in the beneficiary’'s mailbox. And
there is no paper check which could
become lost.

A second reason is convenience.
Neneficiaries do not have to set aside
all or part of a day to make a trip to
the bank to deposit the check.

Another reason is its reliability.
Every month on payment day, the
money is credited to the benefici-
ary’s account. The beneficiary is
then better able to plan for payment
of purchases knowing that the money
to pay for them will be in his or her
account by a certain time each
month.

For the Government, direct depos-
it has advantages, too. It costs 25
cents less to make a payment by
direct deposit instead of by paper

check. That is because there are no -

costs of processing and mailing
paper checks. This represents sub-
stantial savings to the Government.

So, in a nutshell, direct deposit
makes sense. It also saves cents. If
you're going to be applying for
benefits, or if you're already getting
benefits but are still receiving them
in the mail, why not try direct
deposit. Just contact Social Security
by calling 1-800-234-5775. In addi-
tion to your name and Social Security
number, you’ll need to give them
bank account information which can
be found on one of your personal
checks, a deposit slip, or your
savings account passbook.
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EASTLAND — Board members of
the Eastland County Cooperative
Dispatch decided Wednesday to
conduct a meeting between ambu-
lance personnel, hospital personnel
and dispatchers to discuss commu-
nication problems.

Dispatch board members decided
a meeting after the holidays was
needed to resolve a few problems in
the communications network.

For example,
three ambulances responded to one
recent accident in Gorman.

Also, if personnel at the hospital
receive a call for an ambulance

they in turn call the dispatch.

“If someone reports an accident
to the hospital, why should we be
called to dispatch an ambulance?”
Mercer asked.

In other business, board members
discussed purchasing tape re-
cording equipment.

Mercer told board members they
need to decide what recording
equipment will be needed to op-
erate the emergency 911 system
that is expected to be in operation
about 1992.
