The Gorman Panthers took the
opening kickoff and moved to a quick
touchdown to set the theme for the
game against the Wildcats at Santo
on Friday night, and were never
tested as they raced to a 42-0
halftime lead, then coasted the last
half to a 42-14 win. The Wildcats
didn’t score until the 7:16 mark of
the fourth quarter, and were held to
just one first down the first half.

Gorman ran the kickoff back to the
Panther 37. On the first play Jason
Ditmore took the handoff, broke free
and raced for 30 yards. Later in the
drive Stephen Scitern ran for 12
yards and a first down. Then Jason
added another first down on an 11
yards run, before Kevin Hirst went
the final 8 yards for the score with
9:56 left in the period. Hirst booted
the point after and the Panthers were
ahead to stay.

After a couple of exchanges of
possession the Panthers took the ball
on their own S yards line and went
the distance in six plays. Following a
3 yard run, Hirst ran for 11 yards and
a first down. Then the Panthers were
hit with a holding penalty. Hirst then
passed to Jason Ditmore for 15 yards
and a first down. On the next play
Stephen Scitern ran for 12 yards and
another first. At this point Hirst
found Ditmore open again and hit
him for a 19 yard first down gain to
the 36.

After passing the
LEGISLATOR OF THE YEAR House overwhelmingly, the bill died

The Texas Municipal League
(TML), representing over 940 Texas
cities and over 13,000 local officials,
named State Representative Jim
Parker (D-Comanche) as its Legislat-
or of the Year at the TML Annual
Conference in Corpus Christi Oct.
25-27.

The award was unprecedented in
that it was given a year during which
the state legislature did not meet in
regular session. TML normally make
a Legislator of the Year presentation
following each regular session to
outstanding members of the House

of Representatives and the Texas
Senate. However, in appreciation of
the work Representative Parker did
during special sessions on legislation
limiting the personal liability of all
public officials, the League made the
award in an *‘off-year."’

The bill would have limited the
individual liability of public servants
if the action giving rise to a claim
was within the scope of their official
duties. Governments across the
country are experiencing a crisis in
hiring and retaining qualified em-
ployees because public employees

in the Senate on the final day of the
last special session.

TML President Joan Baker (Mayor
Pro Tem of Lubbock) said in making
the award that Rep. Parker ““...is a
true and great friend to Texas cities
and all public employees in the state
and we can never thank him enough
for the work he did."" Rep. Parker
said he plans to refile the legislation
as soon as possible for consideration
in the next session, which begins in
January 1991. *‘Like General Doug-
las MacArthur, ‘I shall return’,”
said Parker.

They are caused by haste,
carelessness or disregard for safety
rules.

With an increasing number of
hunters the possibility of firearm
accidents is also increased. Hunters
and other sportsmen should review
and practice firearm safety rules to
reduce the possibility if firearm
accidents this hunting season.

Here are some guidelines for
firearm safety:

Treat every gun with the respect
accorded to a loaded gun.

Watch that muzzle. Be able to
control the direction of the muzzle
even if you should stumble.

Be sure the barrel and action are
clear of obstructions and that ammu-
nition is of the proper size for the
gun you carry.

Be sure of your target before yoy
pull the trigger. Know the identify-
ing features of the game you hunt.

Unload guns when they are not in
use. Take down or have actions
open. Guns should be carried in
cases to the shooting area.

Never point a gun at anything you
do not want to shoot.

Never climb a fence or tree or
jump a ditch with a loaded gun; and
never pull a gun toward you by the
