TFU Says Farm 
Bill Falls 
Way Short 

Members of the Texas Farmers 
Union meeting this week in Austin 
say farmers are headed for another 
depression that could cost rural 
Texas billions of dollars. 

During a "Town Hall Farm For-
um" held during the group's state 
convention Friday, farmers present-
ed testimony asbout the rural situa-
tion to a group of state and federal 
legislative officials and farm lobby-
ists. "Certainly, the 1990 farm bill 
will do little to improve the situation 
in agriculture," TFU Vice-President 
Robert Green told the panel. The 
group has joined with Farmers Union 
organizations in other states in a 
petition drive aimed at reopening the 
farm bill. 

Green cited difficulties he's expe-
rienced in getting operating credit 
this year. He said bankers are 
reluctant to make loans while com-
modity prices remain low. Over the 
last six months, Texas wheat prices 
have dropped by over a dollar a 
bushel. and dairy prices have drop-
ped more than three dollars per hun-
derdweight. But. Green said easier 
credit is not the answer to the farm 
sector's problems. "We don't want 
loans. We want a price; a fair price." 

A 22-year ols farmer from Castro 
County. Daniel Higgins, told the 
panel that the farm bill will cut his 
income considerably. "In my opinion 
this farm bill makes no economic 
sense," he said. 

H. R. Pruett, a dairy farmer from 
Denton County, said higher petrol-
eum prices resulting from the Pers-
ian Gulf crisis are hitting farmers 
particularly hard. Pruett said fuel 
costs, electric costs, and fertilizer 
and chemical costs have all risen 
dramatically in the last few months. 
"At the present time, mu fuel costs 
have gone up approximately forty 

Start Preparing 
Now For Filing 
Tax Return 

It's never too early to begin 
preparing for filing your 1990 tax 
return. You need time to collect your 
records and be sure they are in 
order. Time is also needed to get a 
Social Security number for your 
children over age 2. 

Beginning with the 1988 tax year. 
each dependent child older than 2 
years must have a Social Security 
number to be claimed as a depend-
ent. The number must be listed on 
the parent's or guardian's tax re-
turn. And, starting with tax returns 
for 1991 (due in 1992) Social Security 
numbers will be required for all 
dependents age one or older. 

To obtain an application (Form 
SS-5) and instructions, call 1-800-
234-5772 from 7 a. m. to 7 p. m. 
weekdays. Evidence of a person's 
age, U. S. citizenship (or mawful 
alien status), and identity are need-
ed. Parents can mail the completed 
form and required documents to 
Social Security in the pre-addressed 
envelope that will be provided with 
the form. The documents will be 
returned promptly, and a Social 
Security card usually will be issued 
within 2 weeks. People age 18 and 
over applying for an original Social 
Security number must apply in 
person at a Social Security office, but 
they may call first to get the 
application and instructions. 

If you have lost your Social 
Security card or the care of your child 
and don't have the number, you will 
need to complete an application and 
submit proof of identity before the 
number can be given to you. So. 
don't wait until the last minute. call 
now for an application.

The economic problems among 
farmers have led to other problems 
for rural Texas, said Linda Lowery, 
the Criminal District Attorney in 
Yoakum County.

Dowery said Texas lost 
sixteen small-town hospitals last 
year. "Fifty-five of our counties now 
have no hospital." 

Norbert Schlegel of Wheeler

lation of rural Texas, and may even 
cause employment problems in me-
tropolitan areas as farmers and 
ranchers are forced to move to cities. 
"If we are going to survive until 
1995, we have to change this current 
legislation. It's disastrous."

FARMS AND 
GARDENS

START GETTING THAT 
GARDEN SITE IN SHAPE 

Now is a good time to be getting 
your garden site worked up. This is 
especially true if you're looking at 
starting a new gardeb site. 

The first step is to select a good 
site for your garden. Choose a 
location where the soil is loose, rich, 
level and well drained. Avoid low 
areas and soils which stay wet. The 
site you select should also receive at 
least 6 hours of sunlight. Areas 
which may have trees right on the 
border of a garden site can cause 
problems, too. 

The next step is to prepare the 
site. The sound and proven method 
is by use of a shovel or spading fork 
but most people look for the easier 
method. the rototiller. 

When using a rototiller skip rows 
between passes. This will make it 
easier to turn the tiller and till the 
garden better. Till the skips once you 
have gone through the garden. 

Don't try to work the ground too 
deep when tilling the ground for the 
first time. Set the brake stake or 
depth guide for half of the desired 
tilling depth on the first round. Then 
set it at full depth for the second 
round. 

Till soil only when it is slightly dry. 
Tilling soil which is too wet will 
result in clods which become very 
hard when dry. 

Fertilization should be the next 
consideration for the garden site. 
The best method for determining 
fertilizer needs is by getting the soil 
tested at least every 2 years. Soil 
testing information is available at the 
county extension office. 

If you don't have a soil test you 
should use a complete fertilizer with 
twice as much phosphorus as nitro-
gen or potassium such as 10-20.10 or 
12-24-12. The number represents the 
percentages of nitrogen-phosphorus. 
potassium in the fertilizer. A SO 
pound sack of 10-20-10 would contain 
5 pounds of nitrogen. 10 pounds of 
phosphorus and 5 pounds of potassi-
um. 

Use 2 to 3 pounds of fertilizer such 
as 10-20-10 for every 100 square foot 
garden area if you have not had your 
soil tested. Use 2 pounds of fertilizer 
on sandy soils and 3 pounds of 
fertilizer on mostly clay type soils. 

Do not over fertilize. Generally. 
two cups of fertilizer will weigh 
approximately 2 pounds. If a fertiliz-
er has more nitrogen use less and if a 
fertilizer has less use more fertilizer 
and work it into the soil. 

These starting steps will help you 
get your garden off to a good start.
