Jesus knew that 
baptism stands between a sinner and 
(1) the salvation of his soul (Mark 
16:16); (2) the remission of his sins 
(Acts 2:38); (3) becoming a child of 
God (Ga1.3:26-27); (4) having his sins 
washed away (Acts 22:16); (5) getting 
into Christ (Rom. 6:3); (6) being for-
given (Col. 2:11-14); (7) becoming a 
Christian (1 Cor.

Reapportionment and representation 

The United States constitution 

mandates a census every ten years. 

Secretary of State Thomas 

Jefferson conducted the first census in 

1790, and membership in the U.S. 

House of Representatives then swelled 

from 65 to 106 when Jefferson deter- 
- mined- that there-were four million 

people in the csanilry. The House kept 

buying more desks until 1911, when 

Congress fixed their number at 435. 

Once the number of representatives 

was limited to 435, new problems sur-
faced. Apportionment, the process that 

determines the distribution of congres-
sional seats tot he states, depends on 
the population in each state. Obvi-

ously, states can gain or lose represen-

tation in Congress as their populations 
shift relative to other states. The same 
thing can happen within a state upon 
redistricting. 

Once the Census Bureau has com-
pleted all of its fieldwork and tallying 

in November 2000, it must deliver the 
apportionment count to the President
