Phone Calls Being Blocked 
Nationwide Due To Bell Breakup 

Some Comanche County Telephone Company customers, along 
with other callers scattered across the country, are finding their calling 
card calls and collect calls are being blocked. 

According to Toney Prather, Manager, "It's an industry-wide 
problem that began January 1 when the telephone industry switched 
to a new database system as part of the Bell system break-up." He said 
that calling card calls along with collect calls are affected. 

In the past, AT&T's database processed most of what are called 
"alternately billed calls." That system is being discontinued and 
replaced with 12 databases, owned by 12 different companies. 

"Each of our customers who had the number-based AT&T calling 
cards should have received new ones in the past few months. The new 
cards should be used now, as the number-based ones are undergoing 
a phase-out. If the customer has not received their new calling cards, 
they should contact our business office immediately," Prather advised. 

"Because there are so many different players involved with this new 
database system, the industry is having problems getting calls 
okayed," said Prather. "We are working with the national companies 
and hope to have the problems fixed in the near future. The network 
does appear to be stabilizing." 

Most calling card or collect calls are going through, but there are 
isolated problems. Telephone company officials suggest waiting a 
few minutes and trying again before simply giving-up. 

"If it's a technical problem, the system may correct itself in a few 
minutes," said Prather. "If it continues to be blocked it's probably 
something else. Let us know here at Comanche County Telephone 
Company, and we'll do everything we can to research and correct the 
problem. It's not a problem caused locally, but we will use our 
influence to get the calls through." Prather said the call blocking 
problem is affecting most local telephone and long distance compa-
nies nationwide. 

Comanche County Telephone Company is asking its customers to 
call the business office, at (817) 893-2003 or to contact their long 
distance carrier, it a call is not being processed.

ces located in Eastland and Callahan 
Counties, FmHA County Supervisor 
Jack Phillips said today. 

Eastland and Callahan Counties 
are 2 of 31 in Texas recently named 
by Secretary of Agriculture Edward 
Madigan as eligible for loans to 
cover part of actual production losses 
resulting from the flooding. 

Phillips said farmers may be 
eligible for loans of up to 80 percent 
of their actual losses or the operating 
loan needed to continue in business 
or $500,000, whichever is less. For 
farmers unable to obtain credit from 
private commercial lenders, the in-
terest rate is 4.5 percent. 

"As a general rule, a farmer must 
have suffered at least a 30 percent 
loss of production to be eligible for 
an FmHA emergency loan," Phillips 
said. Farmers participating in the 
PIK or Federal Crop Insurance 
programs will have to figure 
proceeds from those programs 
determining their loss. 

"Applications for loans under this 
this emergency designation will be 
accepted until August 26, 1992 but 
farmers should apply as soon as 
possible. Delays in applying could 
create backlogs in processing.
