Eastland County Sheriff Ronnie
White appeared to be winning easily
in his race to secure a full term at his
position by taking the Democratic
Primary vote in the county on
Tuesday by a large margin, defeat-
ing both of his challengers by a large
majority of votes.

With the Precinct One and early
voting boxes still uncounted, White
had 1,511 votes compared with 278
for Ben Sancillo and Randy Moncrief
with 333.

The count for the Eastland was
late getting in and the total number
of votes for the county was unknown
late Tuesday night.

In the Precinct 3 Commissioners
race the incumbent L. T. Owen came
out the victor following a late night
total over the challenger Dick Bur-
gess by only 426 to 414 votes. Owen
ran well in his home box of Rising
Star polling 279 votes to Burgess'
total of 108. In Gorman, Burgess
polled a better than two-to-one
margin with a 205 to 94 margin. In
Carbon, the home box for Burgess,
the challenger also got a two-to-one
margin with a count of 75 to 35.
There were 44 absentee votes in the
precinct with Burgess totaling 26
while Owen received 18. So the
incumbent edged the challenger by
only a 12 vote margin in the closely
contested race.

In the Precinct S Constable’s race
the incumbent Dewey Keesee out-
distanced the challenger Lee Wood
by less than 20 votes. In the Gorman

voting Keesee polled 164 votes while
Wood was close with 132 votes. In
the Carbon box Wood polled 59 while
Keesee received 43 votes. The exact
total was unknown at press time, but
the incumbent was ahead by the
small count.

In the Gorman balloting the total
count was 307.

In the Precinct S Chairman voting
Francis Simpson polled 284 votes.

Mrs. Scott Bailey outpolled June
Tucker Hicks in the County Demo-
cratic Chairman race in Gorman by a
margin of 180 to 106.

There were a total of 34 votes in
the Republican Primary Election in
Gorman.

Richard Watson totalled 30 votes
in the County Chairman voting.

Jamie Snider received 30 yotes in
the Gorman box for the Ptecinct S
Chairman position.

George Bush outpolled Patrick
Buchanan 20 to 14 in the Gorman
box.

We will have the total vote count
on the Constable race in next weeks
paper, along with the totals in the
Sheriff’s race.

In a surprising vote in Comanche
County the challenger Billy Works
scored an impressive victory over
Sheriff W. G. *'Shilo’” Garmon with
a 2692 total to Garmon's 1408. This
vote seemed to be a surprise for the
Comanche County residents as the
almost 2 to 1 margin was not
expected.
