AGRICULTURE VIEWPOINT

By M. Davy Vestal

COASTAL HAY PRODUCTION

Dr. George Alston, Agronomist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice at Stephenville shared some inter-
esting information Tuesday evening at
an Extension sponsored Hay Quality
meeting. Dr. Alston relayed that in
recent fertility studies using nitrogen
fertilizer in one lump sum, instead of
commonly used three applications
(Spring, after first cutting, after second
cutting), coastal produciton has re-
sponded very favorable.

Alston states that "not only do pro-
ducers realize an economic grain in
reduciton of application cost, they should
benefit from the early season moisture
availability for activaiton of the nitro-
gen".

Many times after the first cutting
rainfall becomes short. With an early
scason application of a large amount of
nitrogen the fertilizer is in the ground
working for a quick regrowth.

Alston cautions producers not to try
this procedure with Liquid N because of
aburn and set back of the growth. "Am-
monia Nitrate is preferred for this proce-
dure over Urea as well" states the agrono-
mist. Urea tends to activate with wet
soils and tums to gas before it incorpo-
rates.

However, a good rain after fertiliz-
ing is just what the doctor ordered, but
who can count on that.

Special State Benefits
For Low-Income
Medicare Beneficiaries

Income eligibility guidelines are

higher this year for the Qualified
Medicare Beneficiary (QMB) pro-
gram, according to Glyn Hammons,
district managerin Abilene. "If your
income was 100 high to qualify last
eyar, you may want to reapply be-
cause the income eligibility guide-
lines were raised to conform with
the new national poverty guidelines,"
Hammons explained.
- The QMB program is run by the
Health CAre Financing Administra-
tion, the federal agency that runs
Medicare, and Texas Department of
Human Services. UnderQMB, state
Medicaid programs were required to
pay Medicare medical insurance
(Part B) premiums, deductibles and
copayments for certain elderly and
disabled persons with low incomes
and very limited assets.

Generally, to qualify for theQMB
program in 1992, you must: be en-
titled to Medicare hospital insur-
ance (Part A); have an annual in- .
come at or below the national pov-
erty level; not have resources such
as bank accounts, stocks and bonds
in excess of $4,000.00 ($6,000 for a
couple). The national poverty levels
for 1992 are $6,810 for an indi-
vidual, $9,190 for an famil of two.

If you think you qualify for
assitance under this program, you
whould file an application at Texas
Department of Human Services. If
you think you might qualify for as-
sistance but do not have Medicare
Parta contactalocal Social Security
office or call the Social Security
toll-free number - 1-800-772-1213 -
any business day from 7 a.m. to 7
p.m. to inquire about filing an appli-
cation for Medicare Part A.
