@Stenholm Meets With
Concerned Area Citizens

Peanut farmers and other concern-
ed citizens in the peanut industry
filled the conference room at South-
western Peanut Growers’ Associa-
tion on Tuesday, January 14th, when
Rep. Charles Stenholm met for a 45
minute meeting.

All concerned were anxious to
hear of the General Agreement on
Trade and Tariffs (GATT).

Rep. Stenholm, in his 14th year as
Representative from the 17th District
said ‘‘he had worked diligently for 13
years for the peanut program and
agricultural producucts, and that
many of his colleagues do not have a
real understanding of the peanut
program."’

He said he has had the support of
the farmers in the past which was
very important in his accomplish-
ments in getting peanut programs
passed.

Many of the farmers expressed
concern over his backing of Fast
Track trade agreements passed with
speed by Congress and with GATT,
especially Section 22. Stenholm rep-
plied that he ‘‘feels trade agree-
ments leading to free and fairer
trading rules’ will be in the best
interest of farmers in the long term
and that he fears a program without
GATT more than with it."”’

The U. S, economy is ‘“‘sick’” Sten-
holm said, and added that he has
sincere concerns that protectionism
(trade rules) would make it worse.
“There are no quick fixes'', he said.

Stenholm said he will continue to
work to improve the peanut program
and that in his opinion there is more
to gain over.the long term with free
and fairer trade,

This year’s imports of peanuts was
not necessaryin Stenholm’s opinion.
He feels imports should be brought
in to fill definite shortages, with
people from the industry setting in
on meetings before those imports are
alllowed.

Imports of peanuts are to be con-
trolled and limited to 3 percent,
under the agreements, he said.

Having the president make trade
an issue is a plus, even though the
recent trip abroad did not meet
expectations, Stenholm said.

He urged his listeners to ‘‘keep
letting Congress know,"’ your opin-
ions. Congressmen need to know
how their consittuents feel on the
issues facing the nation. §

Business Spotlight of Month

Peanut Corporation of America

b
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In the summer of 1975 a small sales organization headed up by Mr. Hugh S. Pamell out of Lynchburg, Virginia was selling chopped Peanutsto the Dairy Industry,
primarily for their "'NUTTY BUDDY" Ice Cream Cones. Mr. J. O. Jackson, then of Gorman, and a couple of local Gorman Peanut Farmers approached Mr. Pamell
trying to sell him on the idea of utilizing their building on the outskirts of Gorman and putting up a processing plant for the purpose of roasting peanuts.

In the fall of 1976 with one small batch type peanut roaster they began this new business. Peanut Corporation of America. (PCA), was incorporated with the
purpose of Roasting and Chopping Peanuts primarily for the ice cream industry. It quickly became obvious that the Ice'Cream business being so secasonal that Mr.
Pamell had to broaden his customer base so as to be able to operate this plant on a year round basis. PCA quickly expanded into selling to the Baking and Candy
Industry. Also at this time the Health Food Craze was just beginning to take off in California and Peanut Corporation quickly became one of the leaders in supplying
this enormous market with pcanuts for the Health Bars and Trail Mixes.

In that first year PCA employed 8 people and processed just over 250,000 Ibs. of peanuts. The Parnell family has guided this operation so that now they are
processing over 50,000,000 pounds of peanuts annually and employing around 70 persons at the Gorman location. The plant has grown from this small batch roaster
to several Ultra Modern Continuous Dry Roasters as well as a new Continuous Oil Fryer which processes in excess of 5,000 Ibs. per hour of O1l Roasted Peanuts.
Also they can produce several truck loads per day of High Quality Peanut Butter which they market around the world.

Washington — The New Year has
brought a 3.7 percent increase for
Social Security beneficiaries, says U,
S. Senator Phil Gramm.

‘“That brings the new maximum
monthly payment to a worker who
retired at age 65 to $1,088,"" the

senator said.

Gramm also noted that Social
Security recipients ‘‘may now earn

more than ever’' before becoming
subject to the earnings limit. ‘‘Social
Security beneficiaries younger than
65 may earn as much as $7,440 a
year before the so-called wearnings
test is applied,”” he said. ‘‘And
retirees aged 65 to 69 can now earn
up to $10,200 a year.”’

The change affects a rule which
reduces Social Security payments to
those who earn more than the limit.

‘“These changes are good news for
working retirees, but I am committed
to totally eliminating the earnings
test and allowing every Social Secur-
ity beneficiary to earn as much as
possible without incurring a cut in
benefits,’”’ Gramm said.

Low-income
households may be
eligible for energy
assistance

AUSTIN —Some low-income Texans
may be eligible for help in paying heating
bills this winter through the Home Ener-
gy Assistance Program, according (o
Texas Department of Human Services
Interim Commissioner Burton F. Raiford.

Raiford said the one-time payment is
available to many low-income house-
holds. Applications for energy assistance
were mailed to households that received
food stamps, Aid to Families with Depen-
dent Children, or Supplemental Security
Income in December. Other low-income
individuals may request an application hy
calling the toll-free number 1-800-252-
8060 during the enrollment period of Jan.
15 through Feb. 28.

Eligibility is determined by gross in-
come and resources. Aid is available for a
one-person household having less than
$662.49 gross income per month. The
gross income limits are $876.49 for

Households are eligible if the cost for
heating is included in the rent payment or
if the household pays part of its home en-
ergy costs.

Energy assistance checks are sent di-
rectly to the people who are eligible for
assistance. However, the checks are made
payable to the energy provider.

Someone receiving an energy assis-
tance check should mail it or take it in
person to the energy provider business of-
fice with their regular energy bill. The
check can be cashed only by the energy
provider. If the check is more than the en-
ergy bill, the additional amount will be
credited to the person’s account for the
next month's bill. If the energy bill is
higher than the check, the person is re-
sponsible for paying the difference.

Free Income Tax

Advice For Area
Residents

Free Income Tax assistance will be
available for area residents during
February, March and April, through
the TAX-AIDE program of the
American Association of Retired
Persons.

Volunteer Counselors, trained by
the Internal Revenue Service Certi-
fied  Instructors, will be staffing
counseling sites in all Senior Citizen
Centers throughout REastland Coun-
ty from February 1 thru April 15th.

Walter Knowlden, Coordinator for
the Central Texas area of the AARP
TAX-AIDE Program, said the service
is designed to help older persons and
also taxpayers who are unable to
afford professional advice. AARP
Counselors will help them under-
stand tax forms and help them to be
familiar with the special benefits
available,

The Counselors, many who have
been in the Tax-Aide program for
several years, receive 40 hours of
training by IRS each year and are
trained on all the new tax changes.

According to Mr. Knowlden, past
experience has indicated that many
older persons are unaware of special
tax benefits they are entitled to
claim. Many are paying more than
theu are required to pay. Some may
not even be required to file a return
because of limited income.

Taxpayers using the service shluld
bring copies of their previous year’s
return and their forms for the current
year. They should also bring with
them all their W-2 and W-2P forms
along with their 1099 forms regard-
ing income received, including their
1099SSA form from Social Security.
They should also have all their
receipts of expenses, such as medi-
cal bills, prescription drugs, medical
insurance for possible medical de-
ductions. They will need to bring
receipts of real estate taxes, mort-
gage interest and charitable contrib-
butions paid during the year so that
all taxable deductions can be app-
plied.

February 1, at the Gorman Senior
Citizens Center. You may telephone

The Birdsong Corporation waz founded in May, 1914 by Thomas Henry Birdsong, Sr. of

Isle of Wight County, Virginia.

Thomas Henry Birdsong, Sr. assisted in organizing and operating numerous businesses,
| primarily in the handling of agricultural commodities such as peanuts, hay, grain and cotton.
The businesses offered farmers seed, fertilizer and other supplies. Through the years, he

acquired farm land.

Thomas Henry Birdsong, Sr. had five sons and two daughters and the family experienced
hard times before his passing in 1933. The depression of the 1930's was being felt by all
people engaged in farming and dealers in farming products. Under the leadership of Harvard
R. Birdsong and with the able help of all the Birdsong brothers and sisters, the company

managed to survive the Great Depression.

Birdsong operated jointly in several small shelling plants. In the fall of 1940, a new and
larger shelling plant was constructed in Suffolk, Virginia. These operations were conducted
under the anme of Birdsong Storage Company, a partnership composed of the five sons and

two daughters.

Birdsong acquired Pretlow Peanut Company in the early 1950's and it operates today in

Franklin, Virginia.

In 1973, Birdsong acquired the partnership interest of Gorman Peanut Company and the

Texas Central Railroad.

Devine Nuts shelling plantand its properties in Pearsall, Texas were acquired by Birdsong

in 1984,

The Farmers Gin and Warehouse Company, Blakely, Georgia, and its southeast buying

points were acquired by Birdsong in 1985.

Today, Birdsong is headquartered in Suffolk, Virginia. Its operations include eight
shelling plants. They are located in Suffolk, Virginia, Franklin, Virginia, Blakely and Cordele,
Georgia, Plant 1 and Plant 2 in Gorman, Texas, Pearsall, Texas and the newly acquired plant
in Memphis, Texas. The company has such allicd peanut operations as a peanut crushing plant,
hull grinding and pelletizing, seed shelling and marketing., The allied operations also include
drying and cleaning facilities, fanmers' stock storage and cold storages for processed peanuts.

The Texas Central Railroad services the peanut shelling plants and storages in the Central

Texas arca and is known as the "Peanut Line”.

Birdsong Corporation operates in all three peanut producing areas and markets Virginia,
Runner and Spanish type peantus to all major U. S. processors and is amajor exporter in worl

markets.

The company is pnvately owned primanly by members of the Birdsong family. Opera-
