made before jointing occurs, which is 
usually late February. Once jointing 
occurs, additional nitrogen will do 
very little to increase yield potential. 
Jointing may be delayed a couple of 
weeks this year due to the rainy 
warm periods we've been experienc-
ing. 

As the rains continue across the 
area, I've continued to notice wide-
spread leaching of nutrients from the 
soil. 

This leaching affects both the ni-
trogen and phosphorous levels in the 
soil and consequently, will affect the 
growth of the grain. 

One indicator of this affect is the 
pale green color of both wheat and 
oats in the area. 

If the weather permits and allows 
for top dressing od these crops, 
farmers should consider the addition 
of extra nitrogen and phosphorus.

Millions of low income families 
with children aren't claiming tax 
credits worth up to $2000, that they 
are entitled to. Many workers who 
miss out on this credit earn so little 
they had no tax withheld from their 
paychecks and were not required to 
file a return. Workers who lost their 
jobs or only worked part time may be 
eligible foe this credit. 

You may be eligible for this credit 
if you worked during the year, had at 
least one child and your earned 
income was less than 520.000. 

Working families with wages be-
tween 56,000 and $13,000 can qualify 
for a credit of at least $1,000. There 
is also additional credit of up to 5357 
for a child born in 1991 and another 
for help to buy health insurance. 

This Earned Income Credit was 
provided to give low-income parents 
an extra incentive for working and 
staying off welfare rolls. 

Earned Income Credit is the only 
credit that is refundable. That means 
it can go to a family whose income is 
so low that it owes no tax but can 
receive a refund check of up to 
$2,000. 

To find out more about Earned 
Income Credit call the Gorman 
Senior Citizens Center and make an 
appointment with an AARP Tax-
Aide Counselor.
