Ronald E. Gots, M.D., Ph.D., presi-
dent of the National Medical Advi-
sory Service in Bethesda, Md., has 
written "Toxic Risks: Science, Regu-
lation, and Perception" (Lewis Pub-
lishers, $49.95). And his overriding 
admonition is that consumers must put 
this myriad of risks in perspective. 

Gots contends that sensational re-
ports ant misapplication of test re-
sults have overplayed such issues as 
Alar, hazardous waste sites, Agent Or-
ange, asbestos in school buildings and 
the effects of electromagnetic fields.

(NU) - The good people of this 
nation are scared. And rightfully so. 
Headlines and news broadcasts ev-
erywhere offer the same startling 
mayhem: Murder. Rape. Car-jack-
ing. Assault. Robbery. 

Some think we're back to the Old 
West again, where everyone needed 
a gun. 	. 

Not so. The Old West was far 
safer. 

Old West violence was primarily 
limited to clashes with bandits, for-
eign nations or along frontiers. 

This is not to say we should all 
start carrying guns in holsters again. 

But as history 
shows, the an-
swer is not in 
disarming citi-
zens either. 

Unfortu-
nately, public 
fear is creating 
misguided and 
ineffective gun 
control laws. 
Politically mo-
tivated police 

chiefs and police commissioners cre-
ate the mistaken impression that po-
lice officers on the street support such 
laws. 

They don't. Law enforcement sur-
veys show rank-and-file officers 
overwhelmingly oppose gun control. 
Their views are not being represented 
by their various association leaders. 

Police officers know the dirty little 
secret: No matter how many gun laws 
are passed, criminals are unaffected. 
The vast majority of them obtain fire-
arms illegitimately. Criminals get 
whatever they want, whenever they 
want it, from black markets selling 
hot guns at a fraction of their retail 
value. 

Laws such as five-day waiting pe-
riods on gun purchases only infringe 
on the rights of law-abiding citizens 
to protect themselves — such as the 
college coed killed by a serial killer 
in Gainesville, Fla., who like her 
schoolmates was told by sheriffs 
deputies to go to another county to 
get a firearm faster. 

Even outright gun bans in Cali-
fornia, New York and Washington, 
D.C., failed to slow the crimes of 
murder, rape and armed robbery. In 
fact, Washington, along with New 
Jersey and Hawaii, experienced sharp 
murder-rate increases after passing 
tough gun control laws. 

Meanwhile, we can only wonder 
"what if' about victims like the slain 
Florida coed. 

Despite popular belief, guns do 
help in defending against criminals. 
Potential victims use firearms nearly 
one million times a year in self-de-
fense — more often than criminals 
use guns. In nearly 98 percent of the 
cases, merely brandishing a firearm 
scares off a would-be attacker. Mis-
haps are rare. Private citizens mis-
takenly kill people only 30 times a 
year, compared with about 330 mis-
taken killings by police. 

The numbers, compiled by the 
National Center for Policy Analysis. 
revealed that criminals succeed in 
disarming a victim less than one per-
cent of the time. 

No matter what our views on gun 
control, every law-abiding citizen is 
on the same side. Everyone wants 
guns kept away from criminals. 

"The general public is dissatis-
fied by the sensationalism or obvi-
ously biased 
positions avail-
able in con-
sumer-oriented 
publications," 
Gots writes. 
"We need to 
weigh each risk 
according to its 
severity, be-
cause not all 
environmental 	Gots 
toxic risks are 
as dangerous as we think." 

He questions the reliance on ani-
mal studies, for instance, because test 
doses are thousands of times higher 
than what humans ingest. 

Gots also points out that humans 
eat 10,000 times more of the "natu-
ral carcinogens" made by plants — 
which are found in a variety of foods 
— than they do of residual pesti-
cides on food; but that doesn't mean 
they should stop eating them.

Mark Stanford, Head of the 
Rural Fire Defense Section 
of the Thxas Forest Service, 
echoed the Governor's con-
cerns. He said the fire danger

CEILING FANS CAN REDUCE 
SUMMER ENERGY COSTS 

Ceiling fans can circulate air that 
will make you feel cooler and allow 
you to set the thermostat on your air 
conditioner as much as 5 degrees 
higher. Your air conditioner won't 
have to work so hard, and the 
electricity used by the fan won't cost 
you any more than the electricity to 
light a 100-watt light bulb. 
In addition to being a good supple-
ment to air conditioners during the 
hottest part of the year, ceiling fans 
can replace air conditioning altogeth-
er during moderately warm weather. 

Ceiling fans work best when the 
blades are 7 to 9 feet above the floor 
and 10 to 12 inches below the ceiling. 
Placing fans so the blades are closer 
than eight inches to the ceiling can 
decrease the efficiency by 40 per-
cent. Fans also require at least 18 
inches of clearance between the 
blade tips and walls. They should 
never be hung where excessive 
moisture could damage the wiring or 

High blood pressure may 
be the "Silent Killer.' but it 
speaks volumes about its 
danger to women: 

• If you're taking oral 
contraceptive pills, you 
increase your chances of 
high blood pressure.

• If you're postmenopausal, 
your chance of having high 
blood pressure becomes 
greater than a man's as you 
age. This is true even if 
you've had normal blood 
pressure most of your life. 

The disease with no known 
symptoms is even more preva-
lent and serious among black 
women. And if you're over-
weight, or your parents and 
other close blood relatives had 
the disease, there's a good 
chance you may have it, too. 

That's why it's smart to take 
a simple and quick blood pres-
sure check at least every two 
years if your pressure is normal

has seen in recent years. 
"I've been doing this for 

15 years and I've never seen 
a summer that concerns me 
as much as this one," Stan-
ford said. He explained that 
two years of record rainfall 
allowed vegetation to grow 
abundantly.

"We've experienced droughts 
in 'Maas before, but the cur-
rent drought combined with 
the fuel-loading has intensified 
the fire potential," Stanton' 
said.

"Local fire departments are 
finding themselves outgunned 
because of the frequency of the 
fires, the number of fires and 
their intensity. Fire loading 
and drought have placed an 
added burden upon them.

texas and gradually spread 
across the state.

Fires have tested fire depart-
ment capabilities for several 
months now, Millwee noted. 
The demand placed upon their 
equipment and firefighters is 
great and will continue to in-
crease. He said that state 
agencies are on alert to assist 
affected communities that re-
quest help and to encourage  

prevention measures. 
"This is a substantial threat 

and we must be prepared," 
Milwee said, adding that the 
first step is prevention. "The 
best fire is one that doesn't 
start." 

Mark Stanford, Head of the 
Rural Fire Defense Section of 
the Thxas Forest Service said 
citizens must help reduce the 
fire threats in their own com-
munities by protecting their 
homes and property. 

He said they should exercise 
caution when burning trash 
and brush. Many counties, he  

noted, have begun burning 
bans because the fire danger is 
great. 

"It is important to create 
an environment around your 
home that is inhospitable to 
fire," Stanfod said. 

Homeowners should create 
a safety zone of 30 to 100 
feet around a home, remov-
ing leaves, limbs and veg-
etation. They should prune 
trees and shrubs from around 
stovepipes and chimneys, re-
move vines from walls of 
homes, and water and mow 
grass regularly.

Your doctor may suggest 
you lose weight, exercise 
regularly and limit your salt 
intake. You may also have to 
take medicine.

PUBLIC MILLIONS OF DOLLARS 

Dalas/Ft. Worth — The U. S. 
POstal Inspection Service announced 
recently that it was taking the fight 
against fraudulent postcards to the 
streets with an unusual twist to an 
old scam. 

In an extraordinary effort to 
educate potential victims about this 
perennial scourge. inspectors mailed 
more than two hundred thousand 
postcards to individuals all over the 
country, offering the recipients a 
"GUARANTEED PRIZE." 

This familiar ruse promises that 
you have definitely won one of 
several seemingly big-ticket prizes, 
such as a luxury automobile, vaca-
tion cruise. diamond necklace or 
cash. To claim your free prize, you 
simply call an 800 or 900 number 
furnished on the postcard. At this 
point, you're connected to a high-
pressure "yak" (sales agent) who 
spells out the real deal. 

Guess what? Before any prize is 
awarded, you'll have to pay the 
promoter a fee of some kind, be it a 
registration fee or shipping charge. 
This is the tip-off to the rip-off. The 
scheme is aimed at separating the 
prize winner from enough money to 
cver the worthless vacation certifi-
cate or cheap costume jewelry which 
may or may not be sent in return, 
plus a nice profit for the operator. 

Those who respond to the Inspect-
ors' postcard and call 1-800.448-5656 
will get some helpful advice instead: 

* Don't pay anything for a "free 
prize" if you don't know what you're 
getting. (Remember, calling a 900 
telephone number costs money.)
