Wa may sxpect shortages In the
supply of aluminum pressure cool-

ors, metal lids and ‘rubber rings
for serew type glass fars, and tin
cans. Dealors still have a ocon-
aldarable stock of cookers on hand,
and manufacturers have designed
equipment made of substitute
matals which we hope will be satls-
factory.

Thers is already enough equip-
ment In the hands of Texas farm
famillen to process a tremendous
volume of food. Bhortages of a
chomical used In the manufec-
ture of glass are anticlpated;
poeople who Intend to presarve food
will do well to start collecting
glass containers. There are enough
tin cans for normal needs, but
lend-leass commiments oall for
more processing than Ameriea has
ever done before, so commercial
packers will got first call on oana,
At the same time we may expect
a big increass in home canning,

THe extenslon service recom-
mends Increased storage of fruits,
vogetables and meats in cured and
dried forms as one step In reliev.

CHECK PRESSURE COOKERS:
Preasure cooker gauges should be
checked before each canning wsea-
mon and after any hard jar. This
check 1s especlally important now
that many people will wipe the
dust of years off of thelr eanning
equipment and start processing
food mgain. Petcocks and safety
walves should be cleaned each time
food has beer cooked or open con-
tainers exhausted in the cooker.
Mo clean, unscrew, take apart and
wash in boillng water. Exercise
pare to sea that the parts are not
scarred. Usea a toothpickk or neadls
to check the openings in the bot-
tam of the cover. Dry carefully
pnd put back together again be-
fore storing.

Commercial ecans may be re
flanged and used for home oan-
ning, but should be fllled with
foods similar to the ones they orig-
inally contained; use the plain tin
cans and enamsel cans for the
same purpose you would new ones.
BTORAGE OF TIN CONTAIN-
ERS and METAL BCREW TOPS:
In molst regions tin cans and metal
screw tops should be reassd with
a saltiesn fat, or dried and stuffed
with looss paper. Btors in a dry,
well ventilated place,

GLABS CONTAINERS: 0Odd
sizes may be used for preserving
Jellles;, jams and marmalade. Only
those ginss containers: designed
for standard rubbers can ba used
for canning frults and vegetables
by the water bath method; and
then the containers munst be tough-
ened to withstand heat. Only stan-
dard glasa contalners dealgned to
withetand extremes of tempera-
ture can be used for processing
in pressure cookers and for pre-
sorving food in freeser lockers,
RE-USE OF RUBBER RINGS:
Test rings by folding and pressing
tightly between the thumbs and
forefingers, Unfold and stretoh, If
there is m crease at the fold, the
ring has Jost its elasticity and is
no jonger safe for canning.

Used rubber rings that have
been tested and found good should
be saved for water bath canning.
Use only new ringa for pressure
cooker canning.,

Give Up Rallies
To Save Rubber,
McGee Suggests

FORT WORTH, June 4 UP) —
Btate OUA Director Mark MoGees
called upon Texas office seskers
today to forego political rallles and
campalgn tours this summer In
order to conserve rubber.

Hs Warned that rationed tires
are not to be used for political
campaigning, and sald county ra-
tioning boards will mnot grant
authority to replace other tires so
used.

McGee's warning was directed
particularly at the prevalent prac-
tice of holding a series of political
rallies in each of the larger coun-
ties attended by candidates and
their followers and held usually
at points that ean be reached only
by automobile. These rallies, he
sald, should be discontinued.

He paid the rule against re-
placement of tires used for eam-
paign purposes applies also to
state and national candidates, who
he suggested could reach the larg-
er centers of population in the
state by using rallroads or buses.

McGee nlso reminded sheriffs
and peace officers that they can-
not obtaln new tires for automo-
biles used In serving eclvil and
criminal processes, but only for
those used for prevention and de-
tection of erime. The ban applies
also to use of automoblles for sum-
moning jurors and witnesses, he
sald.

Cactl, for the banafit of those
among us who are not native to
this section, are now in bloom.

Cactl, still for the benefit of
new-comers, happens to be the
plural of what sticks the thumder
out of you in case you touch, sit,
squat, step on, or brush against
same, When you are stuck by just
ome of the specle—that's cactus.

Now for the second lesson, Few
things ean be as lovely as the
cactus flower, Thelr colors are
rich and the blossoms <ddelicate
But do not let this beauty begulle
you into trylng to capture the rare
fragrance of the bud, Few things
can be quite mo annoying cs hav-
Ing next of kin plucking pesky
stickers from the proboseis,

There ia always the temptation
of taking home a few of the small-
or plants or even a few gars of the
stuM which contalns those deep
red, purples, bronze, gold, ste, flow-
sre. Beware. This is a short cut to
pain., No matter how oareful you
think you are, chances are you
will plck up those extremely fine
stickars that slowly but steadily
run one craxzy. God made them so
they bore deeper tha longer they
stay in contact with human skin.

Most of the cact! In this ares are
of the prickly pear, botanleally
known as the “opuntla vulgaris"
Presumably, the first part of the
handles denotes the plant, the lat-
tar the faet that thoss vexatious
spines are attached.
