Senate Farm Bill

The Senate continues to work on the farm bill and, as of Thursday,
December 13, this legislation is still a work in progress.

Farm groups have continued to urge the Senate to complete work on
the farm bill as soon as possible so that Senators and House Members can
meet in a conference committee to work out differences between the two
bills.

Once a conference is completed, both the House and Senate would
still have to vote on the final version before it could be sent to the presi-
dent for a signature.

The House pushed hard to complete a farm bill this year and I hope

Senate will do likewise.

Senate Finance Committee Approves TPA

Last week, the House passed legislation granting the President trade
promotion authority (TPA). Formerly known as fast track authority, TPA
would increase the president’s authority to negotiate international trade
agreements with other countries.

This week, the Senate Finance Committee overwhelmingly voted to
give the president such trade authority. It appears, however, that this
measure will not be brought before the full Senate until sometime next
year.

U.S. Extremely
Unlikely to Get Mad Cow Disease

Harvard University has now released a study indicating that the U.S.
was "extremely unlikely” to get bovine spongiform encephalopathy (BSE

Y hr mad cow disease).

~ According to the report, the measures that have been taken by gov-

tnment and industry make the U.S. robust against the spread of mad

Pow disease, in the event it should occur in the U.S. at some point in time.

The U.S. livestock and meat industries were understandably pleased
with the report that confirms the effectiveness of the steps that have al-
ready been taken to suppress mad cow disease.

These include import controls that block imports of meat and live
animals from nations with BSE; feed controls that prevent the introduc-
tion of the disease into herds; and a surveillance program that is statisti-
cally designed to detect, with a high degree of certainty, BSE in cattle.

The USDA indicated that next year it intends to double the number
of cattle it tests for BSE to more than 12,500.

U.S. Ag Exports on the Rise

U.S. agricultural exports for fiscal year 2002 are expected to reach
$54.5 billion, according to USDA. This will be the highest export figure
in five years.

I should point out, however, that this forecast is $2.5 billion less than
USDA's August projection. This is because growing world surpluses
and shrinking demand have reduced the prices that had been expected.

The fact of the matter is that the strong U.S. dollar makes U.S. ex-
ports less competitive with other nations. In terms of agricultural im-
ports into the U.S., the figure remains steady at $39 billion, which is
unchanged from last year.

In an interesting development this week, a ship carrying 24,000 tons
of U.S. com is on its way to Cuba. This is a very positive development
for U.S. agriculture.

The decades old embargo the U.S. has had on trade with Cuba has
only served to hurt our own farmers and ranchers. Our trading partners
benefit from trade with Cuba, and the U.S. needs to do likewise.

The trade potential with Cuba is tremendous, and I am hopeful this
shipment of corn will be the'fifst of many future shipments of U.S. com-
modities to Cuba.

Ethanol Production Increases

Ethanol production continues to rise and, in October, averaged a
record-high 121,000 barrels per day, according to the U.S. Department of
Energy.

This year, U.S. ethanol production is on course to produce an annual

‘ford of 1.8 billion gallons, according to the Renewable Fuels Associa-

n. Increased ethanol production is another positive development for
U.S. agriculture.

In fact, September the 11"
would have never occurred, if
Sarah and Abraham had pa-
tiently believed God concerning
His promise. The birth of
Ishmael, son of Abraham and
Hagar, produced great bitter-
ness. And, the struggle contin-
ues today.

It is sobering to think how
widespread and how long this
bitterness has grown, and the
hardships that it has brought
about since that time. Now, it
has touched our lives almost
5500 years later. This thought
should motivate us to careful
consideration concerning the
decisions that we make. We
need to understand that it is
possible that we could make a
decision that would not just rock
our world, but also affect world
of generations far removed.

The study of mankind's

struggle to believe should encourage us to know that we are not
the only ones who have struggled. In addition we need to take
into consideration the promise of God in 1 Corinthians 10:13.
There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to
man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted
above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a
way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it. |
