Statement by Agriculture 

Secretary Ann M. Unman 
December 19, 2001 

"The Senate today appears to have ended 
debate for the year on a farm bill. The Adminis-
tration had hoped that a bipartisan consensus 
bill would be developed, as all Senate farm bills 
of the past have been. However the process has 
yet to produce a bipartisan bill that provides a 
strong and certain safety net for producers, 
strengthens conservation and rural develop-
ment programs, is pro-trade, and meets the 
budget targets. 

"We want to reaffirm that this in no way 
jeopardizes the assistance that farmers can 
expect next year. We remain committed to 
working with the Congress to complete a farm 
bill quickly and expect this can be accom-
plished soon after the Congress returns. We 
must work together to complete a farm bill that 
is fair, responsible and helps a broader range of 
farmers and ranchers. 

"This year, our farmers have faced many 
challenges. Natural disasters, drought, low 
commodity prices, and global surpluses have 
hurt producers. We have been there when they 
needed our help. Together, we worked with the 
Congress to provide $5.5 billion in supplemen-
tal assistance. And, we will be there in the 
future. 

"There is now a new opportunity to come 
together to develop a truly bipartisan farm bill 
that provides adequate funding and producer 
certainty. The AdminMration will continue to 
work with Congress to achieve this important 
goal."

The Secondary Rut 

I
f you are fortunate enough to 
live where the deer season 

extends into December or 
January, you can take advan-
tage of the secondary rut. All 
adult does and sonic yearlings 
that were not impregnated dur-
ing the primary rutting period 
come into heat again some 2.8 
days later. This revival of rut-
ting activity may pull some 
%vary, old "survivor" bucks out 
of hiding. 

But they won't conic out far. 
Remember, these arc the sur-
vivors, the ones that took your 
best shot about a month ago 
and won. 

Secondary rut sign is subtle. 
Suddenly, a few old scrapes arc 
freshened up or a few new ones 
are made. Just as suddenly, a 
few fresh rubs show up where 
you haven't noticed them 
before. The bucks arc on the 
prowl but arc keeping a low 
profile. 

The usual rut strategies, 
involving grunting, rattling and 
sex scents, are useful hut 
should be used with equal sub-
tlety. Keep your strategy low-
key in the second half of the 
secondary rut.

Keep Your Holiday Buffet Fresh—And Safe 

When setting up a holiday buf-
fet, be sure that foods are prop-
erly prepared and served. 

meat, poultry or seafood. 
Cook. Cook foods thoroughly 

to safe internal temperatures. 
• Use a food thermometer, 

which measures the internal tem- 
perature of cooked meat and poul-
try, to make sure that the meat is 
cooked all the way through. If a 
thermometer is not available, do 
not eat meat or poultry that is 
still pink inside. 

• Cook eggs until the yolks and 
whites are firm, not runny. Don't 
use recipes in which eggs remain 
raw or only partially cooked, 
unless the eggs are pasteurized. 
When making eggnog, be sure to 
only use pasteurized eggs. 

• Cook fish until it is opaque 
and flakes easily with a fork. 

• Bring sauces, soups and 
gravy to a boil when reheating. 
Heat other leftovers thoroughly to 
165°F. 

Chill. Refrigerate or freeze 
perishables, prepared food and 
leftovers within two hours. Food 
safety experts recommend setting 
the refrigerator at 40°F and the 
freezer unit at 0°F and occasion-
ally checking these temperatures 
with an appliance thermometer. 

• Never defrost food on the 
kitchen counter. Use the refrigera-
tor, cold running water or the 
microwave. 

• Divide large amounts of 
leftovers into small, shallow con-
tainers for quick cooling in the 
refrigerator. 

• With poultry and other 
stuffed meats, remove the stuffing 
and refrigerate it in a separate 
container.

USDA Announces 1002.-Crop 

Peanut National Poundage Quota 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture an-

nounced a national poundage quota for pea-
nuts for the 2002 marketing year of 
1,180,000 short tons, (2,360,000 billion 
pounds) unchanged from the 2001 level. 

James Little, Administrator of USDA's Farm 
Service Agency, said this level has been de-
termined to be the quota level which will 
provide peanuts for domestic use in accor-
dance with the statutory formula for estab-
lishing the quota. The announcement of the 
final national poundage quota must be made 
by December 15, 2001 for the 2002 market-
ing year, which begins August 1, 2002. 

The 2002-crop national poundage quota 
price support level is set by statute at $610 
per short ton. The price support level for 
additional peanuts must be set by February 
15, 2002. 

The Farm Bill currently being considered 
by Congress would dramatically change the 
peanut program. Poundage quotas would 
be eliminated and price support would be 
replaced with a target price and deficiency 
payment plan. If pending legislation is en-
acted as law, the 2002 poundage quota and 
price support announced by this release may 
be altered or rescinded. 

Eastland County FSA 

Anyone in the community who has completed all graduation re-

quirements except for passing the TAAS may take these tests to try to 

earn a high school diploma. A person only has to take that portion of 

the test that he or she did not pass in high school. Individuals who are 

no longer enrolled in a Texas public school and who wish to retake a 

portion of the TAAS may pick up a registration packet at any high 

school campus. At Gonnan High School registration forms are in the 

Counselor's office. Registration forms may also be completed online 

by accessing the web site at littp://k12testing.txmcspearson.coniloos.  

Forms must be completed and are to be received in Iowa City, 

Iowa, no later than January 18, 2002. Students who are currently en-

rolled in Gorman High School do not need to register for this test. 

Persons who have not finished high school and who arc interested 

in obtaining their diplomas, must fulfill the requirements for gradua-

tion that were in effect when their class graduated. Therefore, if the 

TAAS was not required for a person's class, it would not be required 

today. Texas Tech also has a correspondence program enabling a per-

son to receive a high school diploma through correspondence courses. 

GED tests are offered monthly at Ranger College and Cisco Junior 

College.

(NAPS)—'Tis the season for 
parties and family gatherings, 
and good food is at the top of the 
invite list. However, even the 
most carefully planned menu can 
be spoiled if food isn't properly 
prepared and served. 

When planning a holiday buffet 
or dinner party, be sure to keep 
that holiday spread fresh and safe 
to eat. Wal-Mart and the Partner-
ship for Food Safety Education's 
Fight BAC! campaign recom-
mend following these simple, safe 
food-handling steps when enter-
taining during the holiday season: 

Serve safe. Foods that are left 
out for long periods of time—such 
as a party buffet—should be kept 
at a suitable temperature: 

• Place hot cooked foods in 
chafing dishes, crock pots and 
warming. 	trays to keep them 
140°F di' warmer. 

• Keep cold foods 40°F or 
colder by placing them in bowls of 
ice. To add festivity to your table, 
use food coloring to give some 
color to your ice cubes. 

• Place small quantities of food 
on the buffet table and replenish 
it often using clean dishes. Be 
sure food is not left out longer 
than two hours. 

Clean. To help avoid the 
spread of bacteria, wash every-
thing—including your hands—
with hot, soapy water. 

• Use plastic or other non-
porous cutting boards. Cutting 
boards should be run through the 
dishwasher—or washed in hot, 
soapy water—after use. 

• Use paper towels to clean up 
kitchen surfaces. Or, if using cloth 
towels, wash them often with 
bleach in the hot cycle of the 
washing machine. 

Separate. Keep raw meat, 
poultry and seafood—and their 
juices—away from ready-to-eat 
foods. 

• Store raw meat, poultry and 
seafood on the bottom shelf of the 
refrigerator so juices don't drip 
onto other foods. 

• If possible, use one cutting 
board for raw meat products and 
another for salads and other foods 
which are ready to be eaten. 

• Never place cooked food on a 
plate which previously held raw

nuts shall be a formula quantity equal to the 
estimated quantity of peanuts needed for do-
mestic edible and related uses, excluding 
seed, in the 2002 marketing year. The for-
mula quantity, together with an allowance 
for the possibility of under deliveries up to 
10,500 short tons, totals 1,180,000 short 
tons.
