However, the Big Red got the ball
right back when Chad Robertson
intercepted a Dog aerial and re-
turned it to the Ranger 10. Follow-
ing a Dog penalty of 5 yards, Saw-
yer Wright carried it in from 5 yards
out and Gorman was up 6-0. The
kick for point failed.

But the Dogs came right back,
going 65 yards in 7 plays with a pass
play to-J. J. Poelnitz for-21 yards
for the score with 5:17 left in the
first. The drive included passes of
27, 12 and 19 yards. Poellnitz
booted the point after and Ranger
was up 7-6. The half ended with
this score.

Both bands performed during
the intermission and did great with
their routines. The fans showed
their appreciation with loud ap-
plause.

The dogs got the ball on their
second possession after the half on
the Gorman 31 following a fumble
and scored in 5 plays with Roger
Zarate passing to Poellnitz for 21
yards for the score with 6:42 left in
the third period after overcoming a
10 yard penalty. Poellnitz added the
point after and the score rose to 14-
6.

The final score for the Dogs
came with 5:43 left int he game
when Justin Teeter grabbing a Pan-
ther fumble in the air on a toss play
at the Gorman and 39 and raced for
the insurance score. The kick failed
and the final score was 20-6.

The Panthers seemed to be hav-
ing fumble trouble in several of their
games which has really hurt them,
despite having a 6-2 season record.
They will have to rectify this fum-
bling if they hope tohave any

chance against the Tolar Rattlers this Friday night when they host the
Rattlers at Brogdon Field and then at Baird on the 9th of November.

Roberto
Rodriquez had 31 on 10 tries. Rollo Torres got 28 on 11 trips. Josh Carruth
had 2 yards on 5 keepers and Tim Guerra ran once ofr no gainer.
